Example Project:
The school’s janitor realizes that a large amount of waste is generated during the school’s extracurricular events. The janitor is willing to maintain a recycling center if needed supplies were available so he/she enlists the help of the principal. A teacher/class/grade level is selected and students are asked to calculate the amount of garbage generated, evaluate container needs and desirable locations, locate vendors, complete a cost a comparative of supplies, etc. Once the program is implemented, the students compare pre-and post- waste outputs, calculate landfill savings, and generate a report. Students conclude the lesson by organizing an Earth Day at school, emphasizing the value of recycling to fellow schoolmates.

This grant funds up to $10,000 for one school, depending upon the scope of the project.
GUIDELINES:  

· School administrators, classroom teachers, partnerships (example: universities, non-profits, private sector, local government) school custodial staff, or cafeteria staff affiliated with accredited public and non-public schools (K-12) in Louisiana are eligible to apply.  
· Grants will be awarded to individual schools in single amounts not to exceed $10,000.00.  $5000 will be awarded upon contract initiation and $5000 will be awarded after the project is complete.
· While the grant is awarded in the name of the project leader, the actual contract must be made with the applicant’s school and the school receives the award payment. The grant must remain with the intended school. Example: If a teacher, as the project leader, was to transfer to another school, the grant cannot follow the teacher. 
· Grants are to be implemented during the 2011-2012 academic school year.
· Grants must be based on sound scientific principles, have a litter/waste reduction focus, and be designed to directly involve the students. 
· All monies must be spent on materials and/or equipment directly related to the purpose of the project.   Travel, furniture, registration fees and/or food items will not be funded.
· If funded, applicants will be required to submit a mid-year report and a final report.  All projects must be completed and the final report submitted by May 4, 2012.  Instructions for submitting the final report will be included in the packet to awardees.  Examples of student work and other related documentation must be provided.
· It is the responsibility of the grant recipient to adhere to school guidelines and related regulations.
· Applicants, by law, will receive Tax form 1099 declaring receipt of these funds, unless the application is made through an agency, university or foundation.  
· Members of the Louisiana Environmental Education Commission (LEEC) may not apply.  

· The LEEC/LDWF reserves the right to use the funded projects and photos provided for public information services that may include the LEEC/LDWF website, printed materials, and other means that may be used to inform or to assist educators.  
· Awarded applicants will be asked to attend the 2012 Environmental Education Symposium to showcase their project and network with colleagues and state resource providers.  Registration fees and lodging assistance may be provided. 
· Applications must be mailed with a postmark on or before Friday, April 29, 2011.  Announcement of awardees will be made no later than May 20, 2011.  Awardees will be notified by mail and/or e-mail.
· Failure to comply with these guidelines may disqualify the applicant from any future grants with this commission.
