PROCEDURES AND GUIDELINES:
· Proposal applications must be received by October 1, 2012. If your proposal is selected for the conference, you will be contacted by early October.  Only selected presenters will be contacted. 
· Types of conference presentations may include lecture, hands-on demonstrations, roundtable sharing, or poster sessions. Poster sessions could include displays of any of the following:  
· Research Papers - Completed research papers in any of the topic areas listed above or related areas.

· Student Papers - Research done by students in any of the topic areas listed above, or related areas.

· Case Studies - Case studies in any of the topic areas listed above, or related areas.

· Selection Criteria: The Training Committee including KAB staff, state leaders, and sponsors will review proposals.  KAB seeks to fulfill the educational needs of our diverse audience by creating a balanced program that is comprehensive and reflects a multitude of perspectives. Conference presentations and webinars are limited to one hour. We will select sessions based on their contribution to the following criteria.
· Overall quality of the proposal

· Focused and well-defined topic

· Timeliness of topic

· Relevance to the affiliate profession and community needs

· Practical application of material

· Presentation skill of the proposed speaker(s)

· Applicability to a national audience

· Panel sessions will provide an opportunity for up to three presenters to speak in a more open and conversational setting with conference attendees.  You may identify other co-presenters/panelists or KAB will identify a match based on topic. Preference will be given to panels that include a variety of speakers approaching same topic from different perspectives including but not limited to a government, business and civic representative or academic and non-profit partnering on a topic or project. 
 

· Poster sessions will last 60-75 minutes and consist of a large number of presenters in one room.  Poster sessions allow attendees to speak with the presenters on a one-to-one basis. The following is suggested for speakers using poster sessions and easel with poster or Tri-fold display board (48 x 36 inches) showing photos, research documents or literature on one or more programs, projects or topics. 
· Sharing sessions will be 60-90 minutes and will consist of short sharing in 5-7 minutes in a theater or roundtable setting. Presenter may bring visuals for a display.  
· Webinar offered for 60 minutes a time between January and December 2013. You may select in addition to any of the above formats if you would be willing to be a presenter during a Webinar.

Sample action verbs are: compile, create, plan, revise, analyze, design, select, utilize, apply, demonstrate, prepare, use, compute, discuss, explain, predict, assess, compare, rate, critique. These types of verbs should be avoided: learn, understand, know, appreciate, become aware of, or become familiar.

EXAMPLE: Upon completion of the session, the participant will be able to assess limitations and capabilities of various types of surveillance equipment and select appropriate equipment to ensure adequate coverage of a given area.
