4. ASSESSMENT/EVALUATION METHODS: 15 points (up to 500 words)
Describe your assessment methods and how you will measure the success of your project. Include your progress toward one or more of the following EPA Environmental Education Continuum criteria:

Awareness, Knowledge, Critical Thinking, Problem Solving, Decision Making, Action, Stewardship
Explain your assessment strategies (rubrics, journals, portfolios, graphic organizers, other alternative assessments). 
     
5. PROJECTED USAGE OF PROJECT: 10 points (up to 350 words)
Explain what will happen to your project at the conclusion of your grant. Describe any long-term plans for use and sustainability of this project.
     
6. TRAINING, QUALIFICATIONS, & EXPERIENCE: 10 points (up to 500 words)
