Undersecretary Janice Lansing was present for Secretary Landreneau.
Chairman Bill Busbice was absent from the meeting.

Vice-Chairman Sagrera called for a motion for approval of the
September 2, 2004 Commission Minutes. A motion for approval was
made by Commissioner Samanie and seconded by Commissioner Stone.
The motion passed with no opposition.

There were no Commission Special Announcements for this month.

With Chairman Busbice being absent, Vice-Chairman Sagrera asked Mr.
Randy Lanctot to speak first on the next item, Louisiana Wildlife
Federation Resolution. Mr. Lanctot, Louisiana Wildlife Federation,
reminded the Commission he requested they publicly endorse a
Constitutional Amendment that would appear on the November 2™
ballot. He felt the Amendment was a statement that most people
already felt with respect to the right to hunt, fish and trap in
this State. Mr. Lanctot felt a discussion he had with Commissioner
Mouton addressed all of his concerns. The Amendment passed through
the Legislature without a dissenting vote. Commissioner Denmon
made a motion to adopt a Resolution. Commissioner Stone seconded
the motion. Vice-Chairman Sagrera asked for public comment.

Mr. Joe Macaluso, The Advocate, felt anyone opposed to an Amendment
or a bill that would guarantee the right to hunt, fish or trap
could be called a communist like back in the 1950's. He then
pointed to the PAR Report and noted they were against the
Amendment. Reasons for the opposition included there was no threat
to what the Amendment was to protect Louisiana against; concerns
and testimony from the Department of Wildlife and Fisheries about
the fact this is a statute of an Amendment to the Constitution as
opposed to statutory law. Mr. Macaluso noted his newspaper was
against the Amendment. He then stated his concern was that in the



freedom to hunt, fish and trap, where is the statutory power for
the Department of Wildlife and Fisheries. His gquestion was not on
trespassing, but would it lead the State to defend the Amendment or
defend the statutes. Mr. Macaluso asked the Commission to look
before they leaped. Commissioner Stone stated the rules clearly
defined trapping. He felt the Amendment stated that Louisianians
are pro-hunters and fishermen. Mr. Macaluso stated he has a
problem with the wording “we have the freedom to hunt, fish and
trap” and asked where does it leave the Department and regulatory
agencies if it was challenged in the courts. Another word not in
the Amendment was “recreational”. Commissioner Stone asked Mr.
Macaluso what needed to be added to the Mission Statement. Mr.
Macaluso did not want to answer that question.

Vice-Chairman Sagrera asked Mr. Don Puckett if he would respond for
the Department? Mr. Puckett stated the Department began working
with the author of the bill about three years ago. The Department
was successful in getting some 1language added to address
foreseeable concerns, such as burden of proof, taking out the word
“reasonable”, and adding the word “angling” in an effort to limit
it to recreational. The Department was not successful in getting
an amendment that would make the Commission the sole agency for
regulating hunting and fishing. .

Mr. Lanctot stated the Amendment is lengthy, but that was needed to
cover all of the concerns. He felt the concern of Mr. Macaluso was
discussed and addressed. Mr. Lanctot then read the second sentence
in the Amendment and felt it reinforced the authority and powers of
the Commission. He added that the Amendment would give strength to
our heritage in those activities and would help prevent any citizen
that does not like to hunt, fish or trap in this State from taking
that away. Mr. Lanctet stated there were many animal rights
activists down at the Capitol during the last session and did not
ever think he would see that occur. Again, he felt it appropriate
for the Commission to endorse the Amendment.

Commissioner Denmon asked Mr. Lanctot if wording in the pamphlet
came directly from the Constitutional Amendment? Mr. Lanctot
answered yes. Commissioner Denmon then asked Mr. - Puckett about the
language on burden of proof. Mr. Puckett stated that was drafted
by the Department and felt it was the best they could come up with
in one sentence to try to preserve the right of the Legislature and
Commission. He did predict there would be challenges and hoped the
courts would preserve the Commission’s rulemaking authority and the
Legislature’s law making authority. Commissioner Denmon asked if
the motion was okay? Mr. Puckett stated the Resolution was now
part of the record and the motion was in order.

Hearing no further public comments, Vice-Chairman Sagrera asked Mr.
Lanctot to read the Therefore Be It Resolved portion of the
Resolution. The motion passed with no opposition.

activities were and are understood by both founding and
current generations of Louisianans as intrinsic to life
in the “Sportsman’s Paradise”, and

Constitution will be a confirmation of Louisiana’s rich
wildlife conservation heritage and, most importantly,
help to fend off threats to that heritage by anti-
hunting/fishing factions and well-intentioned but
misinformed segments of the public, and

specifically, the amendment proposes to add Section 27 to
Article I of the Louisiana Constitution stating: “The
freedom to hunt, fish and trap wildlife, including all
aquatic life, traditionally taken by hunters, trappers
and anglers, is a valued natural heritage that shall be
forever preserved for the people. Hunting, fishing and
trapping shall be managed by law and regulation
consistent with Article IX, Section 1 of the Constitution
of Louisiana to protect, conserve and replenish the
natural resources of the state. The provisions of this
section shall not alter the burden of proof requirements
otherwise established by law for any challenge to a law
or regulation relating to hunting, fishing or trapping
the wildlife of the state, including all aquatic life.
Nothing contained herein shall be construed to authorize
the use of private property to hunt, fish or trap without
the consent of the owner of the property.”, and

the language of the proposed Constitutional Amendment is
consistent with the authority and responsibility of the
Legislature and the Wildlife and Fisheries Commission to
protect, conserve and manage the fish and wildlife
resources of the state and provides that the right to

seven states, the most recent being Wisconsin in April of
2003, have included language in their constitutions to
preserve the freedom to hunt, fish and trap and similar
proposals are pending in 8 other states besides
Louisiana, and

the proposed amendment, if adopted, will serve to fend
off attempts through emotional and zealous appeals, aimed
at influencing a populace that is becoming ever more
isolated from the production of the food it eats and the
skills and traditions that built our society, to curtail
the many traditional hunting/fishing/trapping activities
enjoyed by Louisiana citizens and which were understood
as a fundamental right by the immigrants who first
settled our Nation, fleeing from tyrannical governments
to find freedom in America.

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Wildlife and Fisheries
Commission does hereby endorse and support adoption of
the proposed Freedom to Hunt, Fish and Trap amendment to
the Louisiana Constitution that will be on the ballot of
the November 2, 2004 general election.

The Monthly Law Enforcement Report for September was given by Major
Keith LaCaze. The following numbers were issued during September.



Region I - Minden - 64 citations, 6 warnings and 1 public
assist.

Region II - Monroe - 132 citations, 18 warnings and 12 public
assists.

Region III - Alexandria - 153 citations, 9 warnings and 5
public assists. '

Region IV - Ferriday - 60 citations, 2 warnings and 7 public
assists.

Region V - Lake Charles - 157 citations, 8 warnings and 5
public assists.

Region VI - Opelousas - 187 citations, 209 warnings and 5
public assists.

Region VII - Baton Rouge - 101 citations, 24 warnings and 12
public assists.

Region VIII - New Orleans - 319 citations, 82 warnings and 11
public assists.

Region IX - Schriever - 210 citations, 78 warnings and 5
public assists. :

Oyster Strike Force - 20 citations.

Special Invesfigative Unit - 12 citations.

SWEP - 12 citations.

Refuge Patrol - 19 citations, 8 warnings and 3 public assists.

The grand total of citations issued statewide for the month of
September was 1,383. Also 436 warning citations were issued and
agents helped with 63 public assist cases.

The aviation report for September 2004 showed enforcement pilots
flew three airplanes a total of 57.8 hours for enforcement and 35.5
hours for other divisions. No citations were issued.

Major LaCaze then mentioned that several News Releases were
included in the packets so everyone would know what activities the
agents were involved with during the month. He also mentioned that
Lt. Col. Charlie Clark would retire at the end of the month with 30
plus years of service. Vice-Chairman Sagrera congratulated Lt.
Col. Clark. Commissioner Denmon asked how could so many tickets
for baiting doves be written in south Louisiana when there were no
doves in September? Major LaCaze stated the hunters are competing
for the doves that are there. Commissioner Stone asked if egrets
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and ibis that are killed were being used instead of grosbeak in a
gumbo or was that target practice? Major LaCaze stated that when
grosbeaks are in short supply, some of those other birds could be
added in. Commissioner Mouton commented to Lt. Col. Clark that
about a year after his father retired, he was told he did not know
how he had time to work with all of the odd jobs his mother had for
him to do. '

For Public Comments - 2005 Turkey Season Mr. David Moreland stated
he and Mr. Fred Kimmel met with Commissioner Mouton and some

members of the Lottie Wildlife Association. Those members were
interested in maybe changing their area, but after the meeting,
they were satisfied with the proposal. Vice-Chairman Sagrera

stated he read an article in the Abbeville Newspaper where a Police
Juror was trying to portray the city as a great tourist area. In
the article, the Juror listed a number of animals he saw while
driving through a new state park and one was a wild turkey. Vice-
Chairman Sagrera asked Mr. Moreland if any turkeys had been
released in that area? Mr. Moreland stated there were no releases,
but noted it could have been a wild looking barn yard variety.

Recap of Statewide National Hunting and Fishing Day Events was
handled by Ms. Marianne Burke. This event is the largest public
event for the Department because it is statewide. Events were held
at the Bodcau WMA, Monroe, Woodworth and in Baton Rouge. The
largest Hunting and Fishing Day event was organized by Ms. Dana
Permenter, an educator with the Wildlife Division, and there were
2,500 attendees in Monrce. This is the oldest of the celebrations
held, commented Ms. Burke. Next largest was the Baton Rouge event
with 1,500 people. There was competition with the LSU football
game that day. The Bodcau event had 1,200 people which included
some from Arkansas. The Woodworth event, organized by Mr. Mike
Burns, had 247 people attend. They also were able to have a live
radio broadcast from KRRV. Ms. Burke felt it was a successful
event and intended to continue doing it each year. Photos of the
events would appear in the November/December issue of the Louisiana
Conservationist.

The Commissioners agreed to hold the February 2005 Meeting on
Thursday, February 3, 2005 at the Baton Rouge Headquarters.
Commissioner Mouton added he would like to see the meetings begin
at 9:30 a.m. instead of 10:00 a.m. Vice-Chairman Sagrera asked if
there was any problems with changing the times. Mr. Puckett
recommended that the change be implemented over a period of time
since so many groups have shown up at 10:00 for vyears.
Commissioner Denmon suggested making the time change effective at
the January 2005 meeting in hopes of maybe finishing the meetings
before noon. Commissioner Stone felt the 10:00 start gave the
Commissioners time to get additional information from the different
sections. He then asked what time do most of those people get to
the office? Mr. Puckett stated' staff arrives at 8:00 a.m.



Commissioner Stone stated he was not opposed to the change, but
felt it was being changed for a convenience that would not be that
convenient. Vice-Chairman Sagrera then announced that effective
with the January meeting, the meetings would begin at 9:30 a.m.
Mr. Puckett suggested continuing to announce the change at each
meeting until it was implemented.

Vice-Chairman Sagrera then asked for Public Comments. Mr. Randy
Lanctot, Louisiana Wildlife Federation, asked if any progress was
being made in setting hunting seasons 6 months in advance. Mr.
David Moreland stated at the time the 2005 seasons are proposed,
they would let the public know that this was what would be planned
for the next three years. Vice-Chairman Sagrera asked if it would
still be at the same monthly meetings? Mr. Moreland stated their
proposal was to go through the full season setting process, but be
prepared to allow for more public comment. Commissioner Stone
stated that at each meeting, the public should be made aware that
this proposal would be for three years. Mr. Moreland added, that
right from the beginning when the proposal was presented in March
the plan was to have those dates for the next three years.
Commissioner Denmon felt the seasons should be set and not just for
a three year period. But if information on a particular season was
presented that would require an adjustment, then that one season
should be changed. Assistant Secretary Parke Moore felt initially
there should be a time limit, but if it worked, then a long range
plan could be implemented. He added that the Commissioner’s input
was critical in determining whether or not it would work and for
how long. Commissioner Denmon noted that it works in other states.
He added that he would be glad to work with the Department. Mr.
Moreland added that a lot of the changes over the last 10 years
have been with the deer rut. With staff having studied the
different areas in the State, he did not foresee a lot of changes
in the deer situation.

Before moving into Executive Session on the next item, Update on
St. John the Baptist Parish, et al. wv. State of Louisiana,
Department of Wildlife and Figheries, 40 JDC, Parish of St. John
the Baptist, No. 45016, Div. B, Commissioner Stone asked that this
be kept in public discussion until time to discuss the legal
strategy. He felt the public should be made aware of what their
concerns are. He then made that into a motion and it was seconded
by Commissioner Mouton. The motion passed with no opposition.
Commissioner Stone stated about three years ago, approximately
65,000 acres of land was donated to the Department. Campers stayed
on the property even though their leases had been taken away before
the land was donated. The Department allowed those campers to stay
on the property for one year and they began seeking other
alternatives to stay. This situation has gotten very muddy and
those people have gotten a stay order put on our order to move.
Commissioner Stone then asked to see and have read the stay order,
he would like to understand the cause for the stay order, and asked




if there was an end point. He then asked the Department to go
forward with this situation with more vigor. Commissioner Stone
felt if this problem unraveled, it would unravel every WMA the
Department has, it would be unfair to the public and it would cause
enforcement agents considerable difficulties. If there was a need
to be ugly, Commissioner Stone felt it was time to be ugly since
this was public land. He then asked for other comments and for Mr.
Puckett to explain where the issue was and what the stay order
means.

Commissioner Mouton stated he agreed with Commissioner Stone on the
issue. This lawsuit has hurt some ‘land donations since other
donors are sitting back waiting to see the outcome. If strong
action was not taken to resolve the problem, the Department may
lose more land donations. Commissioner Mouton felt the State
should be creating hunting opportunity and not taking it away.

Commissioner Stone stated another downsize to the delay, was the
possibility of having a bill pass through the Legislature that
would allow the camps to remain on site. Again, he stated there
was an emergent feeling on this issue. Commissioner Stone asked
Mr. Puckett to come talk to the Commission. Mr. Puckett stated
Secretary Landreneau asked the Attorney General’s Office to review
the matter. Recently, word was received from the First Attorney
General that their Office concurred with the Department on the
Commission’s policy to remove camps from WMAs. Having received
that, a motion has been filed for a status conference and then have
a trial on merits. The date for the status conference is Friday,
November 12. Commissioner Stone asked if there was anything else
that could be done to reach an end point? Mr. Puckett stated the
end point would be the trial on the merits and the exhaustion of
appeals. He hoped to have a trial date when the status conference
was over. Commissioner Stone asked for an update as things
happened? Mr. Puckett stated he would not have anything to report
at the November Meeting, but would at the December Meeting.

Mr. Randy Lanctot, Louisiana Wildlife Federation, stated the
Louisiana Legislature supports the position of the Commission and
Department on this issue. He added his organization also supports
the two groups.

Commissioner Stone stated he wanted to let the public know the
Commission was insisting on an end point within the near future.
Hearing no further public comment, Vice-Chairman Sagrera asked for
a motion to go into Executive Session. Commissioner Stone made
that motion and it was seconded by Commissioner King. The motion
passed with no opposition.

Reconvening from Executive Session, Commissioner Stone commented
the Legal Section was pressing along quite readily with the lawsuit
and they were pleased that it may end soon. He added that the



Executive Session did not change any of the previous policies
regarding WMA campsites.

There being no further business, Commissioner Mouton made a motion
to Adjourn the meeting and it was seconded by Commissioner Denmon.

Stone said the LWFC asked the attorney general's office for an opinion, but
none has come in the year since the request.

"We've been very nice (to the camp owners) to this point, and now is the time to
be something other than nice," Stone said.

Puckett the case is proceeding to a Nov. 12 pre-trial status conference.

The LWFC went into executive session for Puckett to advise the commission
about particular legal matters of the suit.

In other action, LWFC member Henry Mouton proposed that, beginning in
January, the monthly meetings start at 9:30 a.m. rather than the customary 10
a.m.

The commission learmed that the LDWF Enforcement Division issued 1,383
citations and 436 written warnings in September.

WILDLIFE AGENT HELPS POLICE APPREHEND FLEEING SUSPECTS

On September 26, William King, 36, of Lake Cove and Jason Dupont, 24, of Oakdale were arrested
by deputies from the Rapides Parish Sheriff’'s Office, assisted by Louisiana Department of Wildlife
and Fisheries Enforcement Sergeant Chris Cormier and officers from the Glenmora and McNary
Police Departments. The arrests came after a lengthy, high-speed chase lasting for more than two
hours and covering 98 miles through three parishes.

The incident began when DuPont's wife contacted the sheriff's office. She reported DuPont had tried
to run her off the road. Rapides Parish Sheriff Deputies responded and a chase ensued. Glenmora
and McNary Police officers and LDWF Sergeant Chris Cormier were contacted for assistance.
During the chase, Sergeant Cormier set up a roadblock on a rural gravel réad in the suspect’s path.
The suspects evaded Sergeant Cormier’s roadblock, causing damage to his unit from rocks hitting
his windshield. Sergeant Cormier was one of the officers involved in finally stopping Dupont and
King. He assisted in the apprehension and detention of the suspects.

King was arrested for battery of a police officer; resisting an officer; resisting by violence, disturbing
the peace, inciting a felony and simple escape.

DuPont was arrested for reckless operation, flight from an officer, resisting by violence, open
container, no drivers license, running a stop light, improper lane usage, aperating an unsafe vehicie,
improper turning, faifure to signal, no seat belt, driving left of center, failure to yield, improper parking
and failure to yield to an emergency vehicle.

HUNTERS CITED FOR HUNTING DEER IN CLOSED SEASON ON WEST BAY

Louisiana Department of Wildlife and Fisheries Enforcement Division agents cited two men on
September 25 for allegedly hunting deer during closed season on West Bay Wildlife Management
Area in Allen Parish.

Ronaid R. Ardoin, 53, of lowa, and Mark A. Ardoin, 43, of Jennings were cited after agents
encountered them hunting with bows and arrows on the WMA. They admitted to hunting deer, and
two bows and 12 arrows were seized in connection with the violations. The archery season for deer
was scheduled to open on West Bay WMA on October 1, 2004,

The penalty for hunting deer in closed season is a fine of up to $950, jail for not more than 120 days,
or both, plus court costs and forfeiture of any equipment seized in connection with the violation.

WILDLIFE AGENTS USE PHOTO LINE-UPS TO APPREHEND SHRIMP PEDDLERS

Agents from the Louisiana Department of Wildlife and Fisheries Enforcement Division utilized photo
lineups to apprehend three suspects accused of defrauding a woman during an August 30 shrimp
purchase. The alleged theft occurred in Jefferson Davis Parish.

Harold L. Thibodeaux, 56, of Rayne was cited on September 14 for theft under $300. In conjunction
with the same incident, agents cited Colby L. Doucet, 19, of Rayne and Kenny J. Menard 32, of
Rayne on September 15 for theft under $300.

On August 30, agents began an investigation after receiving a complaint from the Jefferson Davis
Parish Sheriff's Office concerning a woman whao bought shrimp from door-to-door peddiers. The
victim paid $200 for 60 pounds of shrimp with heads on, and ended up with approximately 13.97
pounds of tails after the shrimp were deheaded. According to an LDWF biologist, the yield on 60
pounds of shrimp, once deheaded, should have been approximately 40.95 pounds of shrimp. The
value of shrimp the victim was shorted was $132.

Information revealed in an interview with the victim and her daughters led agents to Menard and his
associates, Thibodeaux and Doucet. The victims identified the three from photo lineups. Working in
conjunction with the Acadia Parish Sheriff's Office, the subjects were subsequently located and cited.

The penalty for crime of theft under $300 is a fine of no more than $500, jail for not more than six
months, or both.

Officers participating in the case were Lieutenant Bobby Buatt, Senior Agent Aaron Monceaux, and
Deputy Chad Carrier with the Jefferson Davis Parish Sheriff's Office.

FOUR CITED FOR TAKING UNDERSIZED WHITE SHRIMP

Four commercial fishermen have been cited by Louisiana Department of Wildlife and Fisheries
Enforcement Division agents for allegedly violating provisions pertaining to the count on white shrimp
in two separate incidents in Cameron Parish.

Michael W. Daigle, 52, of Hackberry and A. J. Elkin, 69, of Lake Charles, were cited for taking and
possessing undersized white shrimp on August 25 after enforcement agents boarded the fishing
vessel “Southern Comfort” which was engaged in trawling in the Calcasieu Ship Channel.
Undersized white shrimp were found on board. Samples of the catch were weighed and counted to
determine the total number of white shrimp per pound. The results revealed an average count of 150
white shrimp to the pound. A total of 215 pounds of shrimp were seized and sold for $43.00, to be
held on account pending disposition of the case.

Randall K. Richard, 43, and Ronald T. Truxillo, 57, both of Sulphur, were cited for taking and

—-— possessing undersized white shrimp on September 21 after agents boarded the “Daddy Rabbit,”
trawling in the Calcasieu Ship Channel. The count on shrimp aboard this vessel was- 135 white——- . _
shrimp per pound. A total of 250 pounds of white shrimp valued at $62.50 were seized and sold.

It is illegal to take or possess white shrimp smaller than 100 per pound in Louisiana waters. This size
restriction applies to taking or possessing white shrimp aboard a vessel, except during the period
from October 15 through the third Monday in December when there shall be no possession count on
saltwater white shrimp taken or possessed.

Taking or possessing undersized white shrimp carries a penalty of up to $500 in fines, no more than
90 days in jail, or both, plus court costs and forfeiture of anything seized.
