Federal Controlled Fish Intact". Major LaCaze stated an offshore 
worker came back onshore with an over the limit bag of filets that 
were caught while working. He added that no more than 5 pounds of 
filets can be landed. Then Commissioner McCall asked if the fish 
were brought in by boat or helicopter? Major LaCaze answered boat.

The grand total of citations issued statewide for the month of 
October was 983. Also there were 114 warning citations issued 
statewide. The aviation report for October 2001 showed enforcement 
pilots flew three airplanes a total of 44.6 hours for enforcement 
and 3.7 hours for other divisions. Five citations were issued.

Major LaCaze then announced Enforcement worked with the Public 
Information Section to put together a video on the safety aspect of 
hunter orange and their requirements. This video has been 
distributed to television stations throughout the State., 
Commissioner Cattle asked how many agents are involved in the 
Seafood Investigation Unit? Major LaCaze stated there are 5 agents 
with a Captain overseeing their activities. Then Commissioner 
Cattle asked if their work was 100 percent dedicated to this 
activity and he was told yes.

Commissioner Cattle introduced his youngest son, Gabriel 
Cattle to the Commission.

Mr. Tommy Prickett began this item. Announce Duck Stamp 
Competition Winner, by stating this program generates $500,000 for 
this Department each year which is expended on wetlands habitat. 
He felt this was an important source of funding that allows the 
Department to do things they otherwise would not be able to do. 
Then Mr. Robert Helm came forward and commented this was the 14th 
year for the Louisiana duck stamp competition. The featured
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species was the canvasback. There were 19 entries as compared to 
14 from last year. Quality was much improved over the previous 
year. The judges for the competition were Mr. Charles Frank, Mr. 
Murrell Butler, Mr. Greg Guirard, Mr. P . J. Demarie and Mr. Al 
Afton. The third place drawing was painted by Mr. Greg Chappell 
from Gretna. Mr. Ron Louque,. a professional artist from Virginia, 
had the second place winner. Mr. Reggie McLeroy from Ruston won 
the competition. Mr. Helm introduced Mr. McLeroy to the Commission 
and expressed appreciation for his work. He also added that the 
print will make a fine stamp and should generate a tremendous 
amount of money for wetlands and waterfowl work in Louisiana. 
Commissioner McCall asked if the winner can participate next year. 
Mr. Helm stated a winner cannot participate for the three following 
years. Commissioner McCall then asked Mr. McLeroy if this was his 
first entry and how many times did it take to get the final 
product? Mr. McLeroy stated he has participated four times; and 
worked on one other design before ending up with the winner.

Mr. Tommy Prickett asked Mr. Dave Moreland to handle the next 
item, a Rule - Landowner Antlerless Deer Tag Program. Chairman 
Stone asked if this was a three year trial program. Mr. Prickett 
and Mr. Moreland answered a time frame was not included in the 
proposed rule. - Then Mr. Moreland asked the Commission to ratify a 
proposed rule which would allow qualified, small landowners in the 
parishes of Pointe Coupee, Iberville and West Baton Rouge to 
receive antlerless deer tags similar to DMAP tags. Since the July 
Meeting, there have been four meetings in the area with little 
attendance. There are only 11 cooperators in Pointe Coupee, 1 in 
West Baton Rouge and 5 in Iberville that are set" to participate 
this year. Commissioner Busbice asked how many acres are involved? 
Mr. Moreland stated most are several hundred acres, but there are 
three tracts of land with 29 acres. Commissioner Cattle asked if 
this proposed rule was to get a unified management program for the 
3 parishes? Mr. Moreland stated 65 percent of the supporters from 
the South Louisiana Chapter of the Quality Deer Management 
Association were small landowners. But he felt these landowners 
may not get involved in this program, they may just be looking for 
a way to manage their lands by the rules and regulations that are 
produced. Chairman Stone asked if Mr. Moreland recommended the 
Commission not embark on this program? Mr. Moreland requested the 
Commission go ahead and approve it for this year and then see what 
may help these people next year. Chairman Stone asked what 
conclusion could be drawn since there was so much interest and now 
there is almost none. Mr. Moreland stated the small landowners may 
not have the time or energy to get involved with this program.
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Commissioner Denmon asked Mr. Moreland if he was concluding that 
the landowners wanted to sign the petitions, but not really willing 
to go much farther? Mr. Moreland felt it did not appear there is 
interest. Then Commissioner Denmon asked Mr. Moreland if the tri­
parish people were in contact with him? Mr. Moreland answered yes, 
they were helpful in distributing applications. Commissioner 
Felterman stated he learned a benefit to DMAP was the fine for 
trespassing was enhanced by being in that program. State law now 
exceeds the DMAP program fines or penalties and takes care of the 
trespassing problem.' Hearing no further discussion. Commissioner 
McCall made a motion to accept the proposed rule. Commissioner 
Cattle seconded it and the motion passed with no opposition.

A Declaration of Emergency & Notice of Intent - Oyster Harvest 
Area Grid System (Implementation of Act 438, 2001 Regular 
Legislative Session) was handled by Ms. Karen Foote. She began by 
stating coastal restoration was a priority for the Governor and 
State. The Department of Natural Resources (DNR). is the primary 
agency for coastal restoration and the Department of Wildlife and 
Fisheries and the oyster industry are partnered with them.- Prior 
to this year's Regular Legislative Session, DNR and the oyster 
industry met with this Department to find a way to document the 
good and bad impacts of that industry on coastal restoration. Act 
438 is the result of that meeting. This legislation lists a 
specific reporting requirement for the industry to state their 
inputs and outputs from their leases. The Act requires the 
Department to promulgate a map showing the geographic region the 
leaseholders have to report within. The DNR, the Department of 
Health and Hospitals and the Louisiana Oyster Task Force helped the 
Department to develop the grid. The required information, to be 
reported annually, will be reported to the Department and then 
shared with DNR. Ms. Foote read the Therefore Be It Resolved 
portion of the Resolution. She added that the Commission's action 
would cover both the Declaration of Emergency and Notice of Intent. 
Chairman Stone asked for public comments and none were heard. 
Commissioner Felterman made a motion accepting the Resolution and
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it was seconded by Commissioner Gattle. The motion passed with no 
opposition.

OYSTER HARVEST AREA GRID SYSTEM 

November 1, 2001

for the.purposes of conservation, protection, management, 
enhancement, and restoration of coastal wetlands or

the harvest area grid system must be in place prior to 
January 1, 2002 in order for oyster leaseholders to begin 
recording the required information for each oyster 
harvest area grid for the 2002 calendar year for 
submission by March 31, 2003,

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries 
Commission does hereby adopt an emergency rule

Chairman Stone asked if the 
Commission could recommend Mr. Jeanfreaux's' request be expedited as 
quickly as possible? Mr. Puckett suggested the -Commission.consider 
a resolution delegating the Secretary authority'to issue a hardship 
permit upon Mr. Jeanfreaux meeting the criteria as established for 
the prior hardship case. Commissioners Cattle and Busbice felt Mr. 
Puckett's suggestion was appropriate. Commissioner Busbice asked 
that it be for a one year period. Chairman Stone then stated the 
resolution would be for Secretary Jenkins to manage this situation 
if it meets all the criteria of a disability and to issue a license 
for a one year period.

Concerns about a low number of participants 
didn’t stop the Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries 
Commission from ratifying a new section in the 
Antlerless Deer Tag Program at its monthly 
meeting Thursday. -

State Deer Study leader David Moreland told 
the commission that 17 small-acreage landown­
ers signfed up for the plan. The new rules apply 
to landowners and clubs in Pointe Coupee, West 
Baton Rouge.and Iberville parishes, and were 
set up to put thepi on the same footing as 
hunters enrolled in the state Deer Management 
Assistance Program.

DMAP'is restricted to landowners and clubs 
with 500 or more acres. Among DMAP’s top • 
objectives is to allow the take of docs — antler­
less deer—according to the deer population and 

• size of the enrolled area. Each antlerless deer 
must be tagged when taken from the field.

The newly ratified regulations gives landown­
ers with acreage smaller than 500 acres a 
chance to get tags to take antlerless deer.

The aim of both programs is to balance the 
number of does.to bucks in a particular area, 
thereby, increasing the food sources available to

all deer. The desired effects are heavier deer 
and bucks with larger antlers. •„ v.,

The new rules were proposed, by the 
Department of Wildlife and Fisheries in.July 

" when the commission turned down an appeal 
from area Quality Deer Management 
Association members, who sought a 6-point min­
imum rule for taking bucks in the three-parish 
area. ' - '

LWFC chairman Dr. Jerry-Stone questioned . 
the effectiveness of the new rules for.such a 
small number of participants,- and asked More-' 
land if ratifying the rule was worth the effort.

"I’d recommend (passing) iti if only for this 
year," Moreland said. "Then we,can see if its 
possible to go back to the drawing board to come 
up with another program that works.";

The LWFC also passed an Emergency 
Declaration establishing a grid system for oys­
ter harvesting on state-owned walerbottoms to 
take effect for the current season. It also posted 
a Notice of Intent to have the grid system 
become a permanent part of the LDWF oyster 
regulating activities. .

The LWFC learned that enforcement agents 
issued 983 citations and 114 written warnings in 
October. Most were hunting violations.

The commission voted to give LDWF secre­
tary Jimmy Jenkins Jr. the power to take action 
bn a request by Delacroix commercial fisher­
man Gary Jeanfreaux to transfer his mullet per­
mit to his son Vincent.

Jeanfreaux told the LWFC he had been tem­
porarily disabled by back surgery in September. 
State-issued mullet permits are transferable 
only by approval of the commission, and only 
after the permit- holder furnishes the LDWF 
with documented proof of a disability.

The commission voted its March meeting for 
March 7, when state wildlife officials will pre­
sent the proposed 2002-2003 seasons and limits 
for resident game;
