Commissioner Terry Denmon was absent from the meeting.

Chairman Busbice called for a motion for approval of the November 
4, 2004 Commission Minutes. A motion for approval was made by
Commissioner Samanie and seconded by Commissioner Sagrera. The 
motion passed with no opposition.

Under Commission Special Announcements for this month, Commissioner 
Mouton Announced Time Change for Meetings beginning with the 
January Meeting would be 9:30 AM. He then asked for a Date Change 
for January 2005 Meeting back to Wednesday, January 5. Chairman 
Busbice asked if a motion was needed to change the date. Mr. Don 
Puckett felt a motion would be appropriate. Commissioner Stone 
asked if it would be okay to have the meeting on Tuesday, January 
4. Commissioner Mouton made a motion to move the January 2005 
Meeting to Tuesday, January 4 at 9:30 a.m. in Baton Rouge 
Headquarters Building. Commissioner King seconded the motion and 
it passed with no opposition.

The Monthly Law Enforcement Report for November began with Lt. 
Col. Keith LaCaze stating he would like to change the format of 
reporting by giving the totals for the month and then reviewing 
other important information. Commissioner Stone stated he was good 
with the change adding he would like to hear about an outstanding 
case each month. Lt. Col. LaCaze stated there were 1,254 citations 
issued, 193 warnings were written and agents participated in 51 
public assist cases. The Aviation Report for November 2004 showed 
enforcement pilots flew three airplanes a total of 33.0 hours for 
enforcement and 71.5 hours for other divisions. The main activity 
for the month was the managed hunts on the Wildlife Management 
Areas during the Thanksgiving weekend. Prior to the weekend hunts, 
meetings were held across the state with Wildlife and Enforcement
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Division employees so the best quality experience could be provided 
on the WMAs. On the WMAs for November, there were 387 citations 
issued and 88 written warnings. Lt. Col. LaCaze reported there 
were no hunting accidents or fatalities during the weekend. The 
total number of public contacts on WMAs would be distributed as 
soon as it was available. Then he stated several News Releases 
indicated their prime activity was with deer (night hunting 
complaints, over the limit cases and illegal weapons) and a little 
on waterfowl. The Division was interviewing candidates for the 
next academy class which would begin in January. There were 18 
individuals for the class which would be placed throughout the 
State. Commissioner Sagrera asked what was the usual size for an 
academy class? Lt. Col. LaCaze stated the average size class is 
about 20. Commissioner Stone asked about several strange birds 
confiscated and listed in the report, such as a marbled godwit, 
greater yellowlegs, willets and short-billed dowitchers. Lt. Col. 
LaCaze felt they may have been shot due to boredom.

Rule Ratification - 2005 Turkey Season was handled by Mr. Dave 
Moreland. He reported there was very little public comment on the 
proposed dates. Season dates for Area A season will run from March 
25 through April 24; Area B is set for March 25 through April 17; 
and Area C would have March 25 through April 3. The statewide 
youth hunt on private lands would be the weekend of March 19 and 
20. The daily limit is one gobbler and two for the season. 
Chairman Busbice asked what area would the Feliciana be in? Mr. 
Moreland stated it was Area A, which was one of the largest areas 
and it was reported to have low productivity for the past spring. 
Commissioner Stone felt the rain may have impacted that. Mr. 
Moreland stated it was a combination of factors such as landscape 
changes, disease problems and poor nesting success. A research 
study with LSU may develop to find out potential problems in the 
area. He then read the Therefore Be It Resolved portion of the 
Resolution. Hearing no public comments, Commissioner Mouton made 
a motion to accept the Resolution. Commissioner Stone seconded the 
motion and it passed with no opposition.

The following was adopted bv the Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries 
Commission at its regular Commission Meeting held in Baton Rouge 
LA. December 2. 2004.
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WHEREAS, it is the constitutional responsibility of the Louisiana 
Wildlife and Fisheries Commission to establish a hunting 
season in 2005 for turkeys, and

WHEREAS, authority to establish seasons, bag limits, possession 
limits and other rules and regulations for the hunting, 
taking and possession of any species of wild game birds 
is vested in the Commission by R.S. 56:115, and

WHEREAS, this action will provide for the protection and 
conservation of wild turkeys and allow for recreational 
opportunities for sport hunting on both public and 
private lands, and

WHEREAS, the Commission and Department staff have jointly reviewed 
and considered all available biological information, now

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the attached rules, regulations, 
season dates, and bag limits affecting sport hunting of 
wild turkeys are hereby adopted by the Louisiana 
Wildlife and Fisheries Commission as a Rule.

The Wildlife and Fisheries Commission does hereby amend the 
turkey rules and regulations for the 2005 season.

Title 76
WILDLIFE AND FISHERIES 

Part XIX. Hunting and WMA Regulations 
Chapter 1. Resident Game Hunting Season 
§113. Turkey Hunting Regulations

A. Daily limit is one gobbler, two gobblers per season. 
Taking of hen turkeys, including bearded hens, is illegal. Still 
hunting only. Use of dogs, baiting, electronic calling devices and 
live decoys is illegal. Turkeys may be hunted with shotguns, 
including muzzleloading shotguns, using shot not larger than #2 
lead or BB steel shot, and bow and arrow but by no other means. 
Shooting turkeys from a moving or stationary vehicle is prohibited. 
Shotguns capable of holding more than three shells prohibited.
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B. No person shall hunt, trap or take turkeys by the aid of 
baiting or on or over any baited area. Baiting means placing, 
exposing, depositing or scattering of corn (shelled, shucked or 
unshucked), wheat or other grain, salt, or other feed so as to 
constitute a lure, attraction or enticement to, on or over any 
areas where hunters are attempting to take turkeys.

C. A baited area is any area where corn (shelled, shucked or 
unshucked), wheat or other grain, salt, or other feed capable of 
luring, attracting or enticing turkeys is directly or indirectly 
placed, exposed, deposited, distributed or scattered. Such areas 
remain baited areas for 15 days following complete removal of all 
such corn, wheat or other grain, salt, or other feed.

D. Wildlife agents are authorized to close such baited areas 
and to place signs in the immediate vicinity designating closed 
zones and dates of closure.

E. The Department of Wildlife and Fisheries strongly 
discourages feeding agricultural' grains to wild turkeys as this 
practice increases the risk of birds contracting potentially lethal 
diseases. Repeatedly placing grain in the same area may expose 
otherwise healthy birds to disease contaminated soils, grain 
containing lethal toxins and other diseased turkeys using the same 
feeding site. Properly distributed food plots (clovers, wheat, 
millet and chufa) are far more desirable for turkeys and have the 
added benefit of appealing to a wide variety of wildlife.

F. It is unlawful to take from the wild or possess in 
captivity any live wild turkeys or their eggs. No pen raised 
turkeys from within or without the state shall be liberated 
(released) within the state.

G. All licensed turkey hunters are required to have a Turkey 
Stamp in their possession while turkey hunting in addition to basic 
and big game hunting licenses. Additionally, a WMA Hunting Permit 
is required of any person (age 18-59) who hunts on land 
administered by the Department of Wildlife and Fisheries, including 
Wildlife Management Areas, Wildlife Refuges, and Habitat 
Conservation Areas.

§115. Statewide Turkey Hunting Areas-Resident Game Birds and 
Animals
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A. Shooting hours: one-half hour before sunrise to one-half 
hour after sunset.

B. Turkey season will open in designated areas on the fourth 
Saturday in March. The Area A turkey season will be 30 consecutive 
days in length, the Area B turkey season will be 23 consecutive 
days in length, and the Area C turkey season will be 9 consecutive 
days in length. Wildlife Management Areas, National Forests, 
National Wildlife Refuges, and U.S. Army Corps of Engineers land 
may vary from this framework. Deviation from this framework may 
occur in those years when the fourth Saturday in March falls the 
day before Easter.

C. Statewide Youth Turkey Season on private lands shall be 
the weekend prior to the statewide turkey season. Only youths 
younger than 16 years of age may hunt. Youth must possess a hunter 
safety certification or proof of successful completion of a hunter 
safety course. Each youth must be accompanied by one adult 18 
years of age or older. If the accompanying adult is in possession 
of hunter safety certification, a valid hunting license or proof of 
successful completion of a hunter safety course, this requirement 
is waived for the youth. Adults may not possess a firearm or bow. 
Youths may possess only one firearm or bow while hunting. Legal 
weapons and shot are the same as described for the turkey season. 
The supervising adult shall maintain visual and voice contact with 
the youth at all times. An adult may supervise only one youth 
during this special hunt. Only one gobbler per day may be taken 
and any gobbler taken by the youth during this special season 
counts towards their seasonal bag limit of 2.

§117. 2005 Wildlife Management Area Turkey - Hunting Regulations
A. General
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1. The following rules and regulations concerning 
management, protection and harvest of wildlife have been officially 
approved and adopted by the Wildlife and Fisheries Commission in 
accordance with the authority provided in Louisiana Revised 
Statutes of 1950, Section 109 of Title 56. Failure to comply with 
these regulations will subject the individual to citation and/or 
expulsion from the management area.

2. Only those Wildlife Management Areas listed are open 
to turkey hunting.

3. ATVs, ATCs and motorcycles cannot be left overnight 
on WMAs EXCEPT in designated camping areas. ATVs are prohibited 
from two hours after sunset to 3:00 AM. All roads including trails 
and roads designated as ATV only trails shall be closed to ATVs 
from March 1 through August 31 unless otherwise specified. ATV 
off-road or off-trail travel is prohibited. Certain trails may be 
open during this time period to provide access for fishing or other 
purposes. These trails will be marked by signs at the entrance of 
the trail. Otherwise, only walk-in hunting is permitted (bicycles 
permitted).

4. Bag limits on WMAs are part of the season bag limit. 
Only one turkey is allowed to be taken during special lottery 
hunts.

B. Permits

1. Self-Clearing Permits: All turkey hunts, including 
lottery hunts, are self-clearing. Hunters must check in daily by 
obtaining a permit from a self-clearing station prior to hunting. 
The self-clearing permit must be in the hunter's possession while 
hunting. Upon completion of each days hunt, the hunter must check 
out by completing and depositing the hunter report portion of the 
permit in the check-out box at a self-clearing station before 
exiting1 the WMA.

2. Lottery Hunts: Bayou Macon, Boise-Vernon, Loggy 
Bayou, Sabine, Sherburne, Sicily Island, Tunica Hills, Union and 
West Bay WMAs are restricted to those persons selected as a result 
of the pre-application lottery. Special youth only lottery hunts 
will be held on Big Lake, Bens Creek, Fort Polk/Peason Ridge, 
Jackson-Bienville, Loggy Bayou, Sherburne, Union and West Bay WMAs. 
Deadline for receiving applications for all lottery hunts is 
February 15, 2005. An application fee of $5 must be sent with each 
application. Applicants may submit only one application and will 
be selected for one WMA Turkey Lottery Hunt annually. Submitting 
more than one application will result in disqualification. Contact 
any district office for applications. Hunters must abide by self­
clearing permit requirements. Youths chosen for special youth only 
hunts will be guided by members of the Louisiana Chapter of the
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National Wild Turkey Federation. One family member may accompany 
the youth and guide, but may not hunt.

A Notice of Intent - Freshwater Shrimp, Commercial Harvest was the
first item for Mr. Bennie Fontenot. He stated the proposed rule 
would put a new fishing gear for the commercial harvest of shrimp 
in Title 56 and legalize it. In Act 126, this gear was noted as 
well as the area of use where legal for the harvest of freshwater 
shrimp.

Commissioner King asked what the freshwater 
dip net was about. Mr. Fontenot stated that was a gear already 
permitted by the Department. It was included in the proposed rule 
due to a numbering change.

Mr. Carl Gremillion asked if there was a poundage limit for shrimp? 
Mr. Fontenot stated there was no limit for commercial or 
recreational freshwater shrimp.

Hearing no further comments. Commissioner Sagrera made a motion to 
accept the Notice of Intent. Commissioner Samanie seconded the 
motion and it passed with no opposition.

Then Mr. Bennie Fontenot handled the Notice of Intent - Toledo Bend 
Reservoir, Uniform Harvest Regulations on Spotted Bass and Yellow
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Bass. The basis for the proposal was to make the fish regulations 
more uniform with the State of Texas on Toledo Bend Reservoir. 
With the proposed, staff did not feel there was a biological reason 
not to make the changes.

Mr. Fontenot answered yes, and added that 
Enforcement and Texas wanted a "no filet of any fish species" 
regulation included. Chairman Busbice asked if the crappie and 
white perch size limits were different? Mr. Fontenot stated Texas 
has a 10 inch minimum but Louisiana has no minimum. Staff has 
reservations about going with a 10 inch minimum since the crappie 
fishing has been excellent the last two years. He added that Texas 
takes the minimum size limit off during the winter months due to 
mortality. In regards to largemouth bass, Mr. Fontenot stated a 
slot limit would work well on Toledo Bend but it would be 
disastrous for tournaments, so the 14 inch minimum would stay. 
Commissioner Samanie asked if the filet rule would only be for 
Toledo Bend? Mr. Fontenot answered it was just for Toledo Bend.

Mr. Carl Gremillion asked what was another name for spotted bass 
and yellow bass? Mr. Fontenot stated some people call them 
smallmouth bass and Kentucky bass.

Hearing no further comments, Chairman Busbice asked for a motion to 
accept the Notice of Intent. Commissioner Stone made a motion and 
it was seconded by Commissioner Samanie. The motion passed with no 
opposition.

In accordance with the emergency provisions of R.S. 49: 953 (B) , 
the Administrative Procedure Act, R.S. 49:967 which allows the 
Department of.Wildlife and Fisheries and the Wildlife and Fisheries 
Commission to use emergency procedures to set finfish seasons, and 
R.S. 56:326.3 which provides that the Wildlife and Fisheries 
Commission may set seasons for saltwater finfish, the Wildlife and 
Fisheries Commission hereby declares:

Effective 12:01 a.m., December 3, 2004, the commercial fishery 
for shallow-water groupers (red, black, gag, yellowfin, scamp and 
yellowmouth groupers, rock hind and red hind) in Louisiana waters, 
as described in LAC 76:VII.357.B .1 will close and remain closed 
until 12:01 a.m.; January 1, 2005. Nothing herein shall preclude 
the legal harvest of shallow-water grouper by legally licensed 
recreational fishermen during the open season for recreational 
harvest.

Effective with this closure, no person shall commercially 
harvest, possess, purchase, exchange, barter, trade, sell, or 
attempt to purchase, exchange, barter, trade, or sell shallow-water 
groupers whether taken from within or without Louisiana territorial 
waters. Also effective with this closure, no person shall possess 
shallow-water groupers in excess of a daily bag limit, which may 
only be in possession during the open recreational season. Nothing 
shall prohibit the possession or sale of fish by a commercial 
dealer if legally taken prior to the closure providing that all 
commercial dealers possessing shallow-water groupers taken legally 
prior to the closure shall maintain appropriate records in 
accordance with R.S. 56:306.5 and R.S. 56:306.6.

The Commission grants authority to the Secretary of the 
Department of Wildlife and Fisheries to re-open and close the 
commercial season for shallow-water groupers in Louisiana state 
waters if he is informed by NMFS that the season dates for the 
commercial harvest of shallow-water groupers in the federal waters 
of the Gulf of Mexico as set out herein have been modified, and 
that NMFS requests that the season be modified in Louisiana state 
waters.

The Secretary of the Department of Wildlife and Fisheries has 
been notified by the National Marine Fisheries Service that the 
commercial quota for shallow-water groupers was projected to be 
reached on November 15, 2004, and that the Federal season closure 
is necessary to ensure that the quota for shallow-water grouper for 
2004 is not exceeded.

A Notice of Intent - License Fee Waivers was handled by Mr. Don 
Puckett. He began stating that since the inception of license fees 
there have been some type of waivers for youth, senior citizens and 
other groups. The Legislature has also promulgated special 
exemptions such as for people in rehabilitation programs, 
deve1opment ally disabled facilities and non-resident outdoor 
writers. Requests have been received from church groups, youth 
groups for a one day waiver, but the Department's legal staff has 
felt it not appropriate to grant those. Secretary Landreneau, 
based on this no answer, asked for legislation be drafted that 
would give him broader powers. Representative Wilfred Pierre 
handled the bill and it became Act 438 which granted broad powers 
to the Secretary to issue those licenses and gave the Commission 
the authority to set the rules on how the process would be 
determined. Representative Morrish asked that the developmentally 
disabled people be included in the bill. The Act passed 
unanimously in both the House and Senate. The Notice of Intent was 
broken into three categories, outdoor press, developmentally 
disabled and charitable, youth or school groups. Beginning with 
the outdoor press, Mr. Puckett stated this provided for a license 
waiver for four days for fishing and five days for hunting. This 
waiver was only available through the Baton Rouge office and an 
original, certified application form with a copy of the driver's 
license, recent tear sheets or a letter of assignment from a 
publication, television or radio company must be submitted for 
approval.

The next section, developmentally disabled, evolved with assistance 
and approval from Mr. David Martin with the Louisiana Developmental 
Disability Council. The special fishing and hunting permit for 
this group is applied for each year and issued on a one year basis. 
These individuals have to qualify as developmentally disabled 
pursuant to the rules already in place under the Department of 
Health and Hospitals. If a person uses one of these licenses, they 
have to be accompanied by a validly licensed fisherman or hunter. 
This second type of permit is for residents and proof would be 
required.

The language for the last group, church and charitable groups, and 
schools was already in an existing regulation and staff felt 
comfortable using those same terms here. This portion of the 
proposal would be a work in progress and the groups would have to 
prove they are a bonafide organization. This may open the door, to 
children such as inner city youth, that have never experienced 
fishing or hunting which may attract future customers for the 
Department. This last permit would not exceed three days. 
Chairman Busbice felt this was a good program and was good it gave 
the Department authority to issue these permits. Commissioner King 
stated he has been asked to facilitate 200 sports writers from
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around the country coming to Morgan City to experience south 
Louisiana fishing. He felt this would be a great way to get some 
good press. Hearing no further comments, Chairman Busbice asked 
for a motion and it was made by Commissioner Samanie. Commissioner 
King seconded the motion and it passed with no opposition.

Busbice hit nerve with 'illegal' talk

Bill Busbice signed a state document for the last time Thursday, his final day on 
the Wildlife and Fisheries Commission, his last day in the chairman's spot.

The Lafayette trucking company executive spent seven years on the 
commission. Yep, seven, because he served out one year of an existing term, 
then the usual six-year LWFC term. One of the seven commission members has 
a four-year term that runs concurrently with the sitting governor.

It was clear from the outset of Busbice's tenure that he was a friend of Louisiana 
hunters, especially deer hunters. His statements during the last seven years 
leaves little doubt Busbice believes hunting deer with dogs is a time-honored 
tradition. He went on record several times for longer hunting seasons. For 
hunters and their interests, he leaves the commission with a big hole to fill.

During the last two years, Busbice went on a tear against illegal taking of game, 
notably the folks who use the cover of night to take game.

Note here that I'm not calling this activity "night hunting." Sure, it's done at 
night, but it's not hunting, not even in the broadest sense of the word.
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To prove that curbing this illegal take will take more than words, take a look at 
what Wildlife and Fisheries enforcement agents did during November.
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Last month, the season opened in the state's eight deer-hunting areas, and agents 
issued 65 citations for illegal take of game. Most of the alleged violations were 
for taking deer. That's 5 percent of the 1,254 citations issued statewide last 
month.

What's worse is that illegal-hunting citations were written in all nine LDWF 
districts, which means these perpetrators live in every comer of our state and 
lots of places in between.
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Busbice leaves the commission with a charge to urge the State Legislature to 
increase penalties for illegal taking of game. He's right.

These activities steal from law-abiding hunters. The last time 1 looked, the state 
valued a whitetail deer at $525, a level that makes this crime a felony. Yet, how 
many illegal hunters are branded as felons?

Not many. More often than not in years past, illegal hunters were given slaps on 
their wrists and sent on their ways. More often than not, only when the violator 
was written up time and again did public outcry make district attorneys and 
judges realize they were dealing with a common criminal, not simply with a 
hunter who strayed from the flock.

We can only hope that Busbice uses the knowledge he's gained from his seven 
LWFC years to push for stronger penalties for these illegal activities. Somebody 
needs to champion this cause, and he sure looks like the right man at the right 
time.

Important decision

Sometime in the next month. Gov. Kathleen Blanco will review a list of folks to 
fill Busbice's commission spot. There are stipulations here, namely that Busbice 
is a "recreational" representative -  there are "commercial" spots on the LWFC, 
too — and there are no commission members from the Shreveport nor New 
Orleans areas.

The south-central area of the state has more than its share of the six remaining 
members, one each from Lafayette, Abbeville, Houma and Amelia -  the others 
are Dr. Jerry Stone from Baton Rouge and Terry Denmon from Monroe — and 
it's time to include a recreational representative from either the Crescent City or 
Shreveport, which have gone more than 10 years without a direct voice on the 
commission.
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Special goose season opens

With U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service waterfowl biologists continuing to talk 
about the overpopulation of "mid-continent blue, snow and Ross' geese," 
Louisiana hunters get their first split of the special Conservation Order on those 
three species Monday.
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The split will run through Dec. 17, then will run Feb. 13-March 13.

Blue, snow and Ross' geese are the only birds allowed to be taken during the 
special season.

There are no duck nor goose seasons open in the state during a Conservation 
Order period.

To help take more of the three species, hunters are allowed to use electronic 
calls, hunt with unplugged shotguns — regular waterfowl regulations limit 
hunters to three shells in the gun — and to hunt until one-half hour after sunset 
local time.
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State Wildlife Study biologist Scott Durham is scheduled to take to the air this 
week for Louisiana's second state duck survey of the season. There were slightly 
more than 1 million birds in the state during the early-November survey.

Reports indicate it's cold enough up north to chase down ducks from in Canada, 
eastern Montana and the Dakotas

Turkey seasons
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The Wildlife and Fisheries Commission approved the spring turkey season for 
2005, and the season will open statewide Good Friday, March 25.

The statewide private-lands youth hunt is set for March 19-20. Turkey hunters 
will be limited to taking gobblers (tom turkeys only). The daily limit is one and 
the season limit is two.

Fishing agreement

Public comment will be taken for the next 100 or so days on the LWFC notice 
to change creel regulations on spotted bass and yellow bass on Toledo Bend.

Louisiana and Texas biologists agreed to take the proposal to their commissions. 
The plan will have no minimum size limit on spotted bass (there's a 12-inch 
minimum size limit now), and no daily creel limit on yellow bass (it's 50-per- 
day now).

LWFC changes date

The commission moved its scheduled Jan. 6, meeting to Tuesday, Jan. 4, and 
approved moving meeting times from 10 a.m. to 9:30 a.m.

Another change in the meeting format is that anyone wanting to make public 
comment at a meeting must complete a "comment card" before the chairman 
convening the meeting.

Turkey season dates set to begin March 25

In a rare move to take advantage of statewide public holiday, the 2005 spring 
turkey season will open on a Friday.
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The March 25. 2005 statewide opener is Good Friday; Easter Sunday is March 
27. It's the fourth year for all three of the state's turkey hunting areas to open on 
the same day.

Area A, which takes in most of the turkey hunters in the Capital City area, will 
have a March 25-April 24 season. Area B's dates are March 25-April 17 and 
Area C will run March 25-April 3. The statewide private-lands youth hunt is 
March 19-20. As usual, turkey hunters will be limited to taking gobblers (male 
turkeys) only. The daily limit is one and the season limit is two.

The seasons were ratified at Thursday's Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries 
Commission meeting in Baton Rouge.

The LWFC also set in motion a plan agreed to by Louisiana and Texas inland 
fisheries biologists to regulate the take of spotted bass and yellow bass on 
Toledo Bend. When springtime bass fishing peaks on Toledo Bend, freshwater 
anglers will have no minimum size limit on spotted bass — the current rule is a 
12-inch minimum size limit — and there will be no daily creel limit on yellow 
bass, which currently have a 50-per-day limit.
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Inland Fisheries Section administrator Bennie Fontenot said the agreement with 
Texas Parks and Wildlife means the two states have only to iron out differences 
in the states' regulations on crappie (sac-a-lait). All other species in the reservoir 
have been ironed out during the last 10 years. Toledo Bend makes up nearly 100 
miles of border between the two states.

Thursday's Notice of Intent has a 120-day public-comment period before the 
LWFC ratifies the moves at its April 7, 2005 meeting.
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Fontenot added that Louisiana must also implement a ban on fishermen having 
filleted fish in their boats while the boats or houseboats are on Toledo Bend.

In other action, the LWFC posted a Notice of Intent to regulate the taking of 
freshwater shrimp by commercial fishermen. The notice carried language that 
defined a freshwater shrimp trap and established an "experimental freshwater 
minnow dip net permit" for commercial sellers.

The LWFC also closed the commercial season on shallow-water grouper to 
coincide with the recent closure announced by the Gulf of Mexico Fisheries 
Management Council in federal waters. The GMFMC cited statistics that 
indicated commercial fishermen had reached their quota of red, black, gag, 
yellowfm, yellowmouth and scamp groupers along with rock hind and red hind.

The closure went into effect today.

At the urging of Wildlife and Fisheries secretary Dwight Landreneau and 
passage of Act 438 by the State Legislature, the LWFC posted a Notice of Intent 
that will allow the LDWF secretary to waive certain license fees for disabled 
hunters and fishermen and for service, youth, charity and school groups, and set 
a $20 special license for nonresident outdoor media.

And, the LWFC approved several changes governing its monthly meetings. 
Beginning with the Jan. 4 meeting in Baton Rouge, meetings will convene at 
9:30 a.m., one-half hour up from the customary 10 a.m. and anyone wishing to 
make public comment must complete a "comment card" in order to address the 
LWFC. The commission also moved its scheduled Jan. 6, 2005 meeting to 
Tuesday, Jan. 4.

The LWFC also learned that LDWF Enforcement Division agents issued 1,254 
citations and 193 written warnings during November.

OUACHITA PARISH MAN CITED FOR ILLEGALLY TAKING DEER

On November 8, enforcement agents from the Louisiana Department of Wildlife and Fisheries cited 
Charles J. Spillers II, 27, of West Monroe for taking deer with an illegal weapon, hunting without a 
big game license and failure to wear hunter's orange. The alleged violations occurred in Ouachita 
Parish.

Agents responded to a complaint near Avant Road in West Monroe and found Spillers illegally 
hunting deer without a big game license and without wearing the required hunter’s orange. It was 
also determined that Spillers had allegedly killed a deer in the same location the day before while 
squirrel hunting.

The investigation led the agents to Spillers' residence where they examined the deer and found it 
had been shot with #4 shot, illegal for hunting deer. A 12-gauge shotgun and the deer were seized. 
The deer was donated to charity.

Taking deer with an illegal weapon carries a penalty of up to $350, jail for not more than 60 days, or 
both plus, court costs. The penalty for failure to wear hunter’s orange and hunting without a big game 
license is a fine of $50 each. Spillers was also issued a civil citation for the restitution value of the 
deer.

OUACHITA PARISH MAN CITED FOR TAKING OVER LIMIT OF DEER

On November 6, Michel A. Fandal, 42, of West Monroe was cited for taking over the limit of deer and 
failing to maintain positive sex identification. Enforcement agents from the Louisiana Department of 
Wildlife and Fisheries entered a camp located west of Farmerville in Union Parish and found two 
deer dressed and quartered in an ice chest. Proof of sex of the animals had been removed.

During the investigation, Fandal arrived at the camp with a freshly killed doe deer in his truck.
During questioning, Fandal allegedly admitted that he had taken a spike buck and a doe on a 
morning hunt and had taken a doe on the afternoon hunt. Fandal’s rifle and the three deer were 
seized as evidence. The deer were donated to charity.

Taking over the limit of deer and failing to maintain sex identification are both punishable by fines of 
up to $500, jail for not more than 90 days, or both, plus court costs. Fandal was also issued three 
civil citations for the restitution value of the deer.

HUNTER CAUGHT WITH ILLEGAL DEER ON KISATCHIE NATIONAL FOREST

On November 6, agents from the Louisiana Department of Wildlife and Fisheries cited Benny E. 
Fredieu, 56, of Shreveport, in Winn Parish for allegedly killing a doe deer during bucks only season.

Agents questioned Fredieu when he returned to his campsite on Kisatchie National Forest with fresh 
blood on his hands and clothing. Fredieu admitted to killing a doe deer and took the agents to where 
he had dressed it in the woods. Agents cited Fredieu for taking an illegal deer during open season 
and failure to wear hunter’s orange. He was also issued a civil summons to pay $524.54 to LDWF 
for the deer. The .270-caliber rifle Fredieu used to kill the doe deer was seized for evidence.

The penalty for taking an illegal deer during open season is a fine of up to $750, jail for not more 
than 30 days, or both. Failure to wear hunter’s orange is punishable by a fine of $50, jail for not 
more than 15 days, or both.

.22-caliber rimfire rifle and gave a voluntary written statement. McManus was then cited for taking a 
deer during illegal hours and taking a deer with an illegal weapon. McManus was also issued a civil 
summons to pay $524.54 to LDWF for the deer. The rifle and flashlight were seized for evidence. 
The deer was seized and donated to charity. -

The penalty for hunting deer during illegal hours is a fine of up to $950, jail for up to 120 days, or 
both, plus court costs and forfeiture of anything seized. Taking a deer with an illegal weapon is 
punishable by a fine of up to $350, jail for not more than 60 days, or both, plus court costs.

WEST BATON ROUGE PARISH NIGHT HUNTERS CAUGHT

On November 19, Louisiana Department of Wildlife and Fisheries Enforcement Division agents cited 
two men in West Baton Rouge Parish for allegedly hunting deer and rabbits during illegal hours.

Title 76

WILDLIFE AND FISHERIES 

Part XIX. Hunting and WMA Regulations 

Chapter 1. Resident Game Hunting Season 

§113. Turkey Hunting Regulations

A. Daily limit is one gobbler, two gobblers per season. 

Taking of hen turkeys, including bearded hens, is illegal. Still 

hunting only. Use of dogs, baiting, electronic calling devices and 

live decoys is illegal. Turkeys may be hunted with shotguns, 

including muzzleloading shotguns, using shot not larger than #2 

lead or BB steel shot, and bow and arrow but by no other means. 

Shooting turkeys from a moving or stationary vehicle is prohibited. 

Shotguns capable of holding more than three shells prohibited.

B. No person shall hunt, trap or take turkeys by the aid of 

baiting or on or over any baited area. Baiting means placing, 

exposing, depositing or scattering of corn (shelled, shucked or 

unshucked), wheat or other grain, salt, or other feed so as to 

constitute a lure, attraction or enticement to, on or over any 

areas where hunters are attempting to take turkeys.



C. A baited area is any area where corn (shelled, shucked or 

unshucked), wheat or other grain, salt, or other feed capable of 

luring, attracting or enticing turkeys is directly or indirectly 

placed, exposed, deposited, distributed or scattered. Such areas 

remain baited areas for 15 days following complete removal of all 

such corn, wheat or other grain, salt, or other feed.

D . Wildlife agents are authorized to close such baited areas 

and to place signs in the immediate vicinity designating closed 

zones and dates of closure.

E. The Department of Wildlife and Fisheries strongly 

discourages feeding agricultural grains to wild turkeys as this 

practice increases the risk of birds contracting potentially lethal 

diseases. Repeatedly placing grain in the same area may expose 

otherwise healthy birds to disease contaminated soils, grain 

containing lethal toxins and other diseased turkeys using the same 

feeding site. Properly distributed food plots (clovers, wheat, 

millet and chufa) are far more desirable for turkeys and have the 

added benefit of appealing to a wide variety of wildlife. .

F. It is unlawful to take from the wild or possess in 

captivity any live wild turkeys or their eggs. No pen raised 

turkeys from within or without the state shall be liberated 

(released) within the state.

G. All licensed turkey hunters are required to have a Turkey 

Stamp in their possession while turkey hunting in addition to basic 

and big game hunting licenses. Additionally, a WMA Hunting Permit



is required of any person (age 18-59) who hunts on land 

administered by the Department of Wildlife and Fisheries, including 

Wildlife Management Areas, Wildlife Refuges, and Habitat 

Conservation Areas.

If the accompanying adult is in possession 

of hunter safety certification, a valid hunting license or proof of 

successful completion of a hunter safety course, this requirement 

is waived for the youth. Adults may not possess a firearm or bow. 

Youths may possess only one firearm or bow while hunting. Legal 

weapons and shot are the same as described for the turkey season. 

The supervising adult shall maintain visual and voice contact with 

the youth at all times. An adult may supervise only one youth 

during this special hunt. Only one gobbler per day may be taken 

and any gobbler taken by the youth during this special season 

counts towards their seasonal bag limit of 2.

§117♦ 2005 Wildlife Management Area Turkey - Hunting Regulations

A. General

1. The following rules and regulations concerning 

management, protection and harvest of wildlife have been officially



approved and adopted by the Wildlife and Fisheries Commission in 

accordance with the authority provided in Louisiana Revised 

Statutes of 1950, Section 109 of Title 56. Failure to comply with 

these regulations will subject the individual to citation and/or 

expulsion from the management area.

2. Only those Wildlife Management Areas listed are open 

to turkey hunting.

3. ATVs, ATCs and motorcycles cannot be left overnight 

on WMAs EXCEPT in designated camping areas. ATVs are prohibited 

from two hours after sunset to 3:00 AM. All roads including trails 

and roads designated as ATV only trails shall be closed to ATVs 

from March 1 through August 31 unless otherwise specified. ATV 

off-road or off-trail travel is prohibited. Certain trails may be 

open during this time period to provide access for fishing or other 

purposes. These trails will be marked by signs at the entrance of 

the trail. Otherwise, only walk-in hunting is permitted (bicycles 

permitted).

4. Bag limits on WMAs are part of the season bag limit. 

Only one turkey is allowed to be taken during special lottery 

hunts.

B. Permits

1. Self-Clearing Permits: All turkey hunts, including 

lottery hunts, are self-clearing. Hunters must check in daily by 

obtaining a permit from a self-clearing station prior to hunting. 

The self-clearing permit must be in the hunter's possession while



hunting. Upon completion of each days hunt, the hunter must check 

out by completing and depositing the hunter report portion of the 

permit in the check-out box at a self-clearing station before 

exiting the WMA.

2. Lottery Hunts: Bayou Macon, Boise-Vernon, Loggy 

Bayou, Sabine, Sherburne, Sicily Island, Tunica Hills, Union and 

West Bay WMAs are restricted to those persons selected as a result 

of the pre-application lottery. Special youth only lottery hunts 

will be held on Big Lake, Bens Creek, Fort Polk/Peason Ridge, 

Jackson-Bienville, Loggy Bayou, Sherburne, Union and West Bay WMAs. 

Deadline for receiving applications for all lottery hunts is 

February 15, 2005. An application fee of $5 must be sent with each 

application. Applicants may submit only one application and will 

be selected for one WMA Turkey Lottery Hunt annually. Submitting 

more than one application will result in disqualification. Contact 

any district office for applications. Hunters must abide by self­

clearing permit requirements. Youths chosen for special youth only 

hunts will be guided by members of the Louisiana Chapter of the 

National Wild Turkey Federation. One family member may accompany 

the youth and guide, but may not hunt.

Nothing



shall prohibit the possession or sale of fish by a commercial 

dealer if legally taken prior to the closure providing that all 

commercial dealers possessing shallow-water groupers taken legally 

prior to the closure shall maintain appropriate records in 

accordance with R.S. 56:306.5 and R.S. 56:306.6.

The Commission grants authority to the Secretary of the 

Department of Wildlife and Fisheries to re-open and close the 

commercial season for shallow-water groupers in Louisiana state 

waters if he is informed by NMFS that the season dates for the 

commercial harvest of shallow-water groupers in the federal waters 

of the Gulf of Mexico as set out herein have been modified, and 

that NMFS requests that the season be modified in Louisiana state 

waters.

2004 Commercial Shallow-Water Grouper Closure 

In accordance with the emergency provisions of R.S. 49: 953 (B) , 

the Administrative Procedure Act, R.S. 49:967 which allows the 

Department of Wildlife and Fisheries and the Wildlife and Fisheries 

Commission to use emergency procedures to set finfish seasons, and 

R.S. 56:326.3 which provides that the Wildlife and Fisheries 

Commission may set seasons for saltwater finfish, the Wildlife and 

Fisheries Commission hereby declares:

Effective 12:01 a.m., December 3, 2004, the commercial fishery 

for shallow-water groupers (red, black, gag, yellowfin, scamp and 

yellowmouth groupers, rock hind and red hind) in Louisiana waters, 

as described in LAC 76:VII.357.B .1 will close and remain closed 

until 12:01 a.m., January 1, 2005. Nothing herein shall preclude 

the legal harvest of shallow-water grouper by legally licensed 

recreational fishermen during the open season for recreational 

harvest.

Effective with this closure, no person shall commercially 

harvest, possess, purchase, exchange, barter, trade, sell, or 

attempt to purchase, exchange, barter, trade, or sell shallow-water 

groupers whether taken from within or without Louisiana territorial 

waters. Also effective with this closure, no person shall possess 

shallow-water groupers in excess of a daily bag limit, which may 

only be in possession during the open recreational season. Nothing



shall prohibit the possession or sale of fish by a commercial 

dealer if legally taken prior to the closure providing that all 

commercial dealers possessing shallow-water groupers taken legally 

prior to the closure shall maintain appropriate records in 

accordance with R.S. 56:306.5 and R.S. 56:306.6.

The Commission grants authority to the Secretary of the 

Department of Wildlife and Fisheries to re-open and close the 

commercial season for shallow-water groupers in Louisiana state 

waters if he is informed by NMFS that the season dates for the 

commercial harvest of shallow-water groupers in the federal waters 

of the Gulf of. Mexico as set out herein have been modified, and 

that NMFS requests that the season be modified in Louisiana state 

waters.

The Secretary of the Department of Wildlife and Fisheries has 

been notified by the National Marine Fisheries Service that the 

commercial quota for shallow-water groupers was projected to be 

reached on November 15, 2004, and that the Federal season closure 

is necessary to ensure that the quota for shallow-water grouper for 

2004 is not exceeded.
