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MINUTES OF THE MEETING
OF
LOUISTANA WILDLIFE AND FISHERIES COMMISSION

Thursday, August 4, 1994

Chairman Jeff Schneider presiding.

Secretary Joe L. Herring was also present.

Chairman Schneider called for a motion for approval of the
July 7, 1994, Commission Minutes. A motion for approval was made
by Commissioner Vujnovich and seconded by Commissioner Mialjevich.
The motion passed unanimously.

The June Aircraft Report was presented by Mr. Lee Caubarreaux.
This report showed four pilots and one contract pilot flew a total
of 74.10 hours for the month, along with the breakdown for the
different planes, the estimated cost, the actual cost and the
Commission’s method. The individual flight logs were also listed
in the report.

Commissioner Gisclair stated he was contacted by people to
have a Declaration of Emergency and Possible Notice of Intent for
Consideration of a Statewide Night Shrimping Ban placed on the
agenda. There was still the intention of prohibiting shrimping in
the Vermilion Bay area as occurred during the Spring Shrimp Season
stated Commissioner Gisclair. He also stated he received telephone
calls both for and against the statewide ban. Secretary Herring
stated the Department has received a memorandum from Senator Chris
Ullo asking that any decisions be delayed until more hearings could
be held or copies of studies be sent to him. Also, Representative
Randy Roach contacted Secretary Herring and asked that any
decisions be delayed until additicnal information could be
obtained. Mr. Corky Perret stated he was contacted by Commissioner
Gisclair on this request. Commissioner Jones asked what was the
major reason to stop shrimping at night. Mr. Perret stated there
was a diverse group of shrimpers and some felt it best to do away
with shrimping at night. The Department staff felt the ban would
not increase the volume of shrimp taken, and the size would remain
the same. Chairman Schneider asked if the other states have a ban
and has the Shrimp Task Force looked at this? Commissioner Jones
asked how the Shrimp Task Force was doing and what was the position
on the shrimp sanctuaries? Mr. Perret stated the Shrimp Task Force



has not addressed night shrimping. Chairman Schneider asked if any
action needed to be taken by the Commission for the Task Force to
look at this item. Commissioner Gisclair also requested the Task
Force look at this issue. He hoped the Task Force would be able to
meet within the next month. Commissioner Cormier felt the
consideration of no night shrimping should be studied more.
Commissioner Gisclair stated he was very disappointed to know the
person who wanted this on the agenda, Mr. Allen Gaudet, was not at
the meeting. Commissioner Mialjevich reminded everyone he
suggested the ban for Vermilion Bay and felt a statewide ban would
be too much of a shock for the industry. He then stated the shrimp
industry was changing and this ban may be viable for some parts of
the state, but the Shrimp Task Force needed to look at it first and
decide. Mr. Perret emphasized to the audience ‘the Commissioners
were not to blame for the shrimpers not hearing about this item
being on the agenda. Chairman Schneider decided the consensus of
the Commission was to let the Shrimp Task Force look at this issue
and report back. He then allowed Public Comments at this time.

Mr. Kenny Adams stated 80 percent of his living was made at
night and the night shrimping ban would put him totally out of
business.

Mr. Andy Valence, Mayor of Grand Isle, invited Mr. Allen
Gaudet, who showed up late for the meeting, to state his reason for
suggesting the ban on night shrimping. Mr. Allen Gaudet stated his
reason was for the ban to be used as a resource management tool.
The rules and regulations set for the Department are made for
political reasons and not for the resources he said. Chairman
Schneider stated the environment was changing and things that were
never looked at in the past would need to be looked at in the
future. Commissioner Gisclair asked that all the shrimpers make
their concerns known to the Shrimp Task Force in an effort to avert
future problems. Mayor Valence felt Mr. Gaudet was proposing the
wrong solution and then requested that an effort be made to invite
all the different fishing communities the next time this issue was
discussed. The Mayor then thanked the Commissioners for not acting
today.

Mr. Donald Lirette, President of Terrebonne Fishermen’s
Organization, stated he chaired the last Shrimp Task Force meeting
that compiled the results of a survey that was given to fishermen
statewide. One of the questions on the survey was, are you for or
against night fishing on white shrimp. The results was 50 percent
were for night shrimping, 40 percent were against night fishing, 5
percent were undecided. The Task Force decided to include night
fishing as an agenda item for their next meeting. There was a 67
percent opposition to sanctuaries statewide and thus no action was
taken at that time. He then asked the members of the Shrimp Task
Force at the meeting to identify themselves. Mr. Lirette felt this
issue was a political issue rather than a biological tool.
Commissioner Mialjevich asked Mr. Perret if there are only a
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certain number of larvae in the brackish waters, then only a small
amount of these would grow into shrimp and what was the deciding
factor. Mr. Perret explained the difference between the two
species of shrimp. He then showed a graph on historical catch for
the Gulf of Mexico which dated back to 1960.

Mr. George Barasich began by stating management of the
resources needed to be looked at in regards to areas of the state
and not the whole state. The proposed night shrimping ban was not
in the best interest of all the fishermen in the state. Mr.
Barasich then stated he fished in Zone 1 and as soon as daylight
appears, the shrimp disappear. He then pleaded for all the
fishermen to stick together and fight with the Department.

Mr. Danny Babin, Indian Ridge Shrimp Company, stated that if
everyone called a Commissioner to have an item put on the agenda,
you would never get anything done. If you wanted to take pressure
off the system, there was a need to look at who was getting a
license and maybe implementing a limited entry system.

Mr. Bill Dekemel, representing what he called the true
commercial fishermen, stated these agenda items needed to be
. screened to find out the real reason behind them. He felt limited
access was better than limited entry. The season for inshore
shrimpers was only six months long whereas the offshore season was
year round. The trawl fishery east of the Mississippi River can
not survive if there is no night shrimping. He then asked
Commissioner Gisclair to make a motion to remove the item from the
agenda. Commissioner Gisclair hoped Mr. Dekemel did not think the
Commissioners would take action on this item after the fishermen
left the meeting.

Mr. Pete Gerica, Lake Pontchartrain Fishermen’s Association,
stated the calls from the east of the river wanting the ban on
night shrimping were from his organization. Commissioner
Mialjevich asked Mr. Gerica, if when the Commission considers the
Vermilion Bay area for no night shrimping, should Lake
Pontchartrain also be included? Mr. Gerica suggested the Shrimp
Task Force should look at the issue.

Declaration of Emergency for Setting Season Dates, Bag Limits
for Doves, Snipe, Rails, Woodcock, Gallinules, and September Teal
Season was handled by Mr. Dave Morrison. Mr. Morrison stated last
month the Commission was provided with recommendations for these
birds. The Fish and Wildlife Service has gone through their
regulatory process and finally established the regulations. The
adoption of the seasons by Declaration of Emergency was the action
to be taken. He then read the season dates for the record.
Chairman Schneider then asked for public comments.

Mr. Carl Gremillion stated he was opposed to the 15 bird bag
limit and 60 day dove season and preferred the 12 bird bag limit
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and 70 day season. Then he asked how did the no-morning-hunts on
the opening weekend of the dove season come to pass and who
presented the 15 bird limit and 60 day season for consideration to
the Commission. Commissioner Jones stated there were two scenarios
given to the Commission by the Department and that he preferred the
15 bird bag limit with a 60 day season.

Mr. Morrison read the Therefore Be It Resolved portion of the
Resolution. A motion was made by Commissioner Jones for approval
of the resolution, season dates, bag limits and shooting hours and
was seconded by Commissioner Gisclair. This motion passed with no
opposition.

WHEREAS8, rules and regulations governing early migratory bird
season frameworks have been developed by the U.S. Fish
and Wildlife Service, and ’

WHEREAS, the Louisiana Department of Wildlife and Fisheries staff
has presented recommendations for migratory species that
include season dates, bag limits and shooting hours, and

WHEREAS, it is the statutory responsibility of the Louisiana
Wildlife and Fisheries Commission to establish hunting
seasons for these migratory species within constraints
established by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service
framework, now ‘

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the attached dates are hereby
adopted as the permanent seasons for these migratory
species by Declaration of Emergency, and



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that these dates will be in effect from
September 1, 1994 through sunset February 28, 1995,

DECLARATION OF EMERGENCY

Department of Wildlife and Fisheries
Wildlife and Fisheries Commission

In accordance with the emergency provisions of R.S. 49:953(B)
of the Administrative Procedure Act, and under authority of R.S.
56:115, the Secretary of the Department of Wildlife and Fisheries
and the Wjildlife and Fisheries Commission hereby adopts the
following emergency rule:

The hunting seasons for migratory birds established during the
early regulatory process for the 1994-95 hunting season shall be as
follows:

1994-95 Hunting Seasons for Early Migratory Birds

Dove: Split Season, Statewide, 60 days
September 3 (Saturday) - September 11 (Sunday) 9 days
October 15 (Saturday) - November 6 (Sunday) 23 days
December 10 (Saturday) - January 6 (Friday) 28 days

Daily bag limit 15, Possession limit 30

Teal: September 17 (Saturday) - September 25 (Sunday) 9 days

Daily bag limit 4, Possession 1limit 8, Blue-winged,
Green-winged and Cinnamon teal only. Federal and State waterfowl
stamps required.

Rails: Split Season
September 17 (Saturday) - September 25 (Sunday) 9 days
November 12 (Saturday) - January 11 (Sunday) 61 days

King and Clapper: Daily bag limit 15 in the aggregate,
Possession 30

Sora and Virginia: Daily bag and possession 25 in the
aggregate

Gallinules: Split Season
September 17 (Saturday) - September 25 (Sunday) 9 days
November 12 (Saturday) - January 11 (Sunday) 61 days
Daily bag limit 15, Possession limit 30

Snipe: November 5 (Saturday) - February 19 (Sunday) 107 days
Daily bag limit 8, Possession limit 16



Woodcock: November 28 (Monday) - January 31 (Tuesday) 65 days
Daily bag limit 5, Possession limit 10

NOTE: This will be the set season for the future unless changes
in the framework occur.

SHOOTING HOURS:
Teal, Rail, Snipe, Woodcock and Gallinule: One-half hour

before sunrise to sunset.

Dove: One-half hour before sunrise to sunset except noon
to sunset on September 3-4, October 15-16 and December 10-11 when
shooting hours will be 12 noon to sunset.

A Declaration of Emergency is necessary because the U.S. Fish
and Wildlife Service establishes the framework for all migratory
species. 1In order for Louisiana to provide hunting opportunities
to the 200,000 sportsmen, selection of season dates, bag limits and
shooting hours must be established and presented to the U.S. Fish
and Wildlife Service immediately.

The aforementioned dates, bag limits and shooting hours will
- become effective September 1, 1994 and extend through sunset on
February 28, 1995.

Announcement of Tentative Season Dates for Ducks, Geese and
Coots began with Mr. Robert Helm showing a video on the status of
waterfowl for 1994 prepared by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service.
After the video, Mr. Hugh Bateman stated it should be obvious how
good it looks as far as duck production goes. Then Mr. Bateman
pointed out several things the video left out. The cooperation of
private landowners through the Conservation Reserve Program has had
a spectacular impact on the duck populations. Mr. Bateman felt
with the situation he saw while on a Canadian trip, the 71 million
bird index was probably in the 75 to 80 million bird range. Another
point not made during the video was that the shrinkage in ponds was
very minimum this year throughout the summer months. He explained
the proper ecology of a wetland system to retain its productivity
and said this was what occurred in Canada and the northern United
States. If water conditions and the retention of existing water
was good, then the probability of having another good year next
year was virtually assured. From the trip to Canada, Mr. Bateman
stated it was very important to continue concentrating on keeping
the existing programs to keep grasslands and cover for ducks in
place. A

After the trip to Canada, Flyway Council meetings were held to
discuss the technical data. A recommendation was made by all of
the Flyway Councils to increase the bag limit and number of days.
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The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service Regulations Committee chose to
limit the opportunity for hunters by allowing the one additional
duck but no increase in the number of days. Mr. Bateman
recommended sending a resolution from the Commission along with a
letter from Secretary Herring to the Director of the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service objecting to the position that they will not allow
any additional days of hunting. Commissioner Jones asked who
served on the Regulations Committee in Washington, D.C.; did all
regions suggest the number of days and bag limit be increased; and
how many days of duck hunting does California have. The public
comment period on the recommendations from the Regulations
Committee was open for 30 days. The Regulations Committee from the
Service made the statement it was not politically correct nor
socially acceptable at this time to consider these things.
Chairman Schneider asked if Mollie Beattie made that statement and
then asked for the names and addresses of the committee members.
Mr. Bateman asked Mr. Puckett what needed to be done in order for
the Commissioners to adopt the 30 day season and giving Secretary
Herring the authority to change it if given the 40 days.
Commissioner Jones asked if it was okay to approve a 40 day season
time frame within the Resolution that also has the 30. day season.
Mr. Puckett stated the Commission could approve the basic season
_ framework with the 30 days and in the same Resolution it should be
stated that if the 40 days were approved, then those seasons could
be adopted. Chairman Schneider asked if the rules needed to be
suspended to formally adopt the Resolution and letter to the U.S.
Fish and Wildlife Service. Commissioner Jones made a motion to
suspend the rules to consider a Resolution that would be sent to
the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service concerning the extension of the
migratory duck hunting season from 30 days to 40 days.
Commissioner Cormier seconded the motion and it passed with no
opposition. Commissioner Jones read the Resolution and then made
a motion to accept it. Commissioner Hanchey seconded the motion
and it passed unanimously. Commissioner Jones suggested Chairman
Schneider should write a letter on this subject to Ms. Mollie
Beattie. Then he stated the most important variable in duck
population is not hunter mortality, but habitat conditions.

WHEREAS, the duck Fall Flight Forecast is the highest recorded
since the late 1970’s, and

WHEREAS8, habitat conditions in the Northern United States and
Canada have shown significant improvements, and

WHEREAS, the outlook for the subsequent breeding season appears
optimistic, and

WHEREAS, the Mississippi Flyway Council and Technical Section have
both agreed that liberalizing the daily bag and season
length will not have any adverse impact on waterfowl
populations, and

WHEREAS, the Atlantic, Central and Pacific Flyway Councils have
also recommended a similar increase in bag limits and
days, and

WHEREAS, habitat conditions, not hunting mortality, is the primary
reason for fluctuations in waterfowl populations, now

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries
Commission respectfully requests that the recommendations
of the States be given due consideration and the position
taken by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service be reversed,
and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the recommendations made by the
Mississippi Flyway be instituted for the upcoming hunting
season and allow for 10 additional days of hunting

opportunity.

Continuing on, Mr. Robert Helm first gave the 30 day season
dates for ducks and coots as:

West Zone: November 12 - November 27
December 27 - January 9
East Zone: November 19 - November 27

December 27 January 16

Chairman Schneider asked what was the latest the seasons could
run in the guidelines for January?

Catahoula: November 19 - November 27
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December 12 - January 1

The dates for the 40 day season are:

West Zone: November 12 - November 27
December 17 - January 10
East Zone: November 19 - November 27
December 17 - January 16
Catahoula: November 19 - November 27

December 10 - January 9

Commissioner Jones asked, concerning the 30 day season, why
open the second split on Tuesday, December 27 and not on Monday,
December 26. He felt there would be an increase in hunter
opportunity if the second split opened on December 26 rather than
on the 27th. Chairman Schneider asked what would happen in the
East Zone if you ran the season all the way to January 20.
Commissioner Hanchey suggested leaving the dates as they are.

Mr. Helm continued with stating the daily bag limit on ducks
is four and may include no more than three mallards (no more than
one of which may be a female), three mottled ducks, one black duck,
~two wood ducks, one pintail, one canvasback and one redhead. Daily

bag limit on coots is 15. The daily bag limit for mergansers is
five, only one of which may be a hood merganser. Merganser limits
are in addition to the daily bag limit for ducks. The possession
limit on ducks, coots and mergansers is twice the daily bag limit.

Geese: November 12 - December 4, December 17 - February 1 and
snow goose only hunting of February 2 - February 14. Daily bag
limit is seven in the aggregate of blue, snow and white fronted
geese of which not more than two may be white-fronted. There would
also be a nine day Canada Goose Season.

Shooting hours are one-half hour before sunrise to sunset.

Chairman Schneider asked if he could kill four teal, four
ringnecks and four of any species not listed? Then he asked Mr.
Helm to read the Therefore Be It Resolved portion of the
Resolution. Chairman Schneider asked for public comments on the

season dates.

Mr. Daryl Valenti asked if there was a biological reason why
the duck season in the west was shut down earlier than the east
zone? Mr. Helm and Secretary Herring stated this guestion comes up
every year and then explained the reasons.

Mr. Carl Gremillion asked how much revenue was lost because of
the loss of hunters, licenses and duck stamps each year?

Chairman Schneider asked the pleasure of the Commission.
Commissioner Jones continued his discussion on the second split
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opening on December 26. Then he made a motion to accept the 30 day
framework except to move from the opening date of December 27 to
December 26 in both the east and west zones. Commissioner
Mialjevich seconded the motion. Secretary Herring suggested taking
into consideration at least one-third of the duck hunters would
have to travel on Christmas Day if they went with the December 26
opening day. Commissioner Vujnovich was against the change because
it would put a strain on the Enforcement Agents. Commissioner
Jones and Commissioner Mialjevich voted for the motion and Chairman
Schneider, Commissioner Vujnovich, Commissioner Gisclair and
Commissioner Hanchey opposed the motion.

Commissioner Jones made another motion, to accept the dates
for the west zone as suggested, and in the east zone open on
December 26. The motion died for lack of a second. Then
Commissioner Cormier made a motion to accept the Department’s
recommendations and resolution. Commissioner Hanchey seconded the
motion and passed with no opposition.

WHEREAS, the Louisiana Department of Wildlife and Fisheries staff
has presented recommendations for waterfowl including
season dates, bag limits and shooting hours, and

WHEREAS, it is the constitutional responsibility of the Louisiana
Wildlife and Fisheries Commission to establish hunting
seasons for waterfowl within the constraints of the U.S.
Fish and Wildlife Service framework, now

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that on this date, the Louisiana Wildlife
and Fisheries Commission does hereby tentatively adopt
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the attached season dates, bag limits and shooting hours,
and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that these tentative dates will be ratified
by Declaration of Emergency at the September meeting
unless significant changes occur as a result of
continuing deliberations and comments with the U.S. Fish
and Wildlife Service, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that if changes should occur prior to the
next Commission meeting, the Secretary is granted the
authority to react and establish seasons within new
frameworks established, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that these dates will be forwarded to the
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service as regulations set for
Louisiana’s 1994-95 Migratory Bird Hunting Regulations.

Announcement of Alligator Season Quotas was presented by Mr.
Johnnie Tarver for informational purposes only. He reminded the
Commissioners the season dates were set at the July Meeting. The
alligator surveys have been completed and the quotas have been set
by habitat type and parish. The potential allotment of tags was
approximately 28,000 and represented the most recommended by the
staff. Increases in tag issuances were in Cameron, Calcasieu,
Vermilion, St. Mary and Terrebonne Parishes. Mr. Tarver hoped for
a very successful season. Chairman Schneider also hoped for a good
season and that the prices were good. Secretary Herring stated
this good news on the season showed how the Department has done a
good job with the alligators.

A Declaration of Emergency for Setting 1994-95 Oyster Season
was made by Mr. Ron Dugas. The first step in setting a season
would be to look at the Public Oyster Grounds. Areas surveyed this
year included Lake Borgne, Black Bay area in Plaguemines Parish,
Barataria area, Sister Lake, Bay Junope and Calcasieu Lake.
Deposition of shell has continued and these areas would remain
closed for one vyear so the oysters could mature. The
recommendation was to open the oyster season on September 7 on all
areas east of the river with the exception of two shell plant
areas, Hackberry Bay and Sister Lake. Also Bay Junope and the
Vermilion Bay area would open on September 7. The public tonging
reef in Calcasieu Lake would open on November 1. Commissioner
Vujnovich felt the recommendations were all fair for the oyster
industry and would make everyone happy. Chairman Schneider asked
Mr. Dugas to read the Declaration of Emergency. Then he asked if
the Resolution had the same wording and noted that both the
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Resolution and Declaration of Emergency were identical.
Commissioner Vujnovich made a motion to accept the Resolution and
Declaration of Emergency. Commissioner Hanchey seconded and the
motion passed with no opposition.

RESOLUTION

1994/95 Season on the Public Oyster Grounds
Adopted by the
Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries Commission
August 4, 1994
Louisiana Department of Wildlife and Fisheries

WHEREAS, R.S. 56:433 provides that the Public Oyster Seed Grounds
may be opened on the Wednesday following Labor Day which
in 1994 is September 7, and

WHEREAS, the oyster resources on the "Public Oyster Seed Grounds
and Oyster Seed Reservation" have been surveyed and the
available supply and size variation has been determined,
and

WHEREAS, it has been a managerial practice to rotate the opening
of the season on some of the "Oyster Seed Reservations"
when biologically feasible, and

WHEREAS, several sites have been utilized to deposit cultch
material as a subsurface to attract oyster larvae and the
areas are normally closed to dredging one year, and

WHEREAS, Act #46 of the 1992 Legislative Session changed R.S.
56:433B to mandate a sacking area only on the Public
Grounds east of the Mississippi River inclusive of
Plaquemines and St. Bernard Parishes.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the "Louisiana Public Oyster Seed
Grounds'", and the "Bay Junope, and Bay Gardene Oyster
Seed Reservations" not currently under lease will open
one-half hour before sunrise on September 7, 1994, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the "Hackberry Bay, and Sister Lake

Commissioner Mialjevich asked Professor Ken Roberts to present
a Summary Proceedings of Coastal Fishing - What is the Future? Dr.
Roberts, a Resource Economist with the LSU Extension Service
presented each Commission member with a copy of the workshop held
at LSU on April 4 and 5. The Extension Service group conducts off
campus educational programs for those who use the marine resources.

Civil Restitution and Class 1 Update for the month of July was
provided by Ms. Wynnette Kees. During July, 17 cases were assessed
for a value of $2,127 and payment was received on 23 cases which
totaled $3,538. During Fiscal Year 1993-94, a total of 476
assessments were issued for a value of $425,000 and the Department
received payments on 379 assessments totaling $117,000. Ms. Kees
proceeded to update the Commissioners on how confiscated goods were
sold and the monies credited to the Conservation Fund. Judgements
for the March and July hearings have been received from the Hearing
. Officer and cover letters would be sent to violators. Chairman
Schneider asked if the computer program could determine how many
violators were repeat offenders, how many years has the Civil
Restitution Program been around, and if the program was deterring
the public. .

The Monthly Law Enforcement Report for July was given by Major
Tommy Candies. The following numbers of citations were issued
during the month of July.

The grand total of citations issued statewide for the month of
July was 1,857.

Commissioner Gisclair stated he has received complaints about
licenses getting to the different sporting good stores and asked if
they were getting to the stores in a timely manner. Then he asked
when was the determination made on how much of a catch was taken
when violations occurred.

Lt. Brian Spillman, representing Col. Vidrine, wished to
recognize three Enforcement Agents that have gone above and beyond
the call of duty in their actions. An account of each heroic
effort was read by Lt. Spillman. The three agents recognized were
Sr. Agent John Lopez, Lt. Willie Dufrene and Sr. Agent Chuck
Comeaux. Secretary Herring noted it was great to recognize the
agents’ accomplishments but suggested awards of this type should be
placed first on the agenda so the proper recognition could be given
these individuals.

Lt. Col. Charlie Clark was not available to give a report on
the Dangers in Law Enforcement Boating.

Mr. Bob Dennie began the discussion on Marsh Maneuvers/Aquatic
Education. He first noted the Louisiana Youth took top honors at
the North American Hunter Education Invitational. It was a great
honor for the State and the Hunter Education program. Then Mr.
Dennie introduced Mr. Paul Jackson to speak on the Aquatic
Education and Marsh Maneuvers Programs.

Mr. Paul Jackson stated the Aquatic Education program was
going into its seventh year. Aquatic Education was to familiarize
the public with the sport of fishing as well as how important
wetlands are to the State. In 1989, funding was secured for the
Aquatic Education program and, at that time, they wanted to conduct
clinics on the sport of fishing and develop a program for the
schools to educate both educators and students. Some of the
programs developed since 1989 were discussed by Mr. Jackson. One
of these programs was called, Wild Louisiana, which consisted of
wetlands, redfish and alligators. Commissioner Jones asked for a
copy of the Wild Louisiana manual. A second program, Project
Water, dealt with freshwater fisheries. Other programs discussed
were Wetland Activity Guide, Let’s Go Fishing, and the Splash
Calendar. One of the biggest programs is school clinics in the
Caddo/Bossier Parishes where every fifth grade teacher went through
a workshop and information was provided for each student in those

schools.
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Next, Mr. Jackson turned the discussion to Marsh Maneuvers.
This program is a senior 4-H wetland camp for students to go to the
marsh and learn about the coastal wetland environment. The first
year, the Department, LSU SeaGrant and the Cooperative Extension
Service were involved. Last year the Barataria-Terrebonne National
Estuary Program asked to be involved in the program and donated
funds for the program. A video of the third camp held during July
1994 was shown at this point. This one particular program seems to
have a lot of impact on a lot of young people stated Mr. Jackson.
He then personally thanked Mr. John Roussel, Mr. Claude Boudreaux,
Mr. Corky Perret and the employees at the Marine Lab for their help
in making the program a success. Commissioner Gisclair asked how
were the students selected for this program. Chairman Schneider
asked what was the cost and asked if there was a possibility to
expand the program.

The 8ecretary’s Report to the Commission was given by
Secretary Herring. He began emphasizing that if there was a good
Information and Education Division, and had a good program that
would sell the Department, then you can get money for the other
divisions.

The Department and the Louisiana Fur and Alligator Council
hosted nine Japanese that are tops in the fur trade for about a
week. The trip included visiting Rockefeller Refuge, a number of
alligator farms, and seeing wild alligators and the work associated
with them. It was hoped that there would be an increase in trade
with Japan and an increase in the alligator production.

Department staff got together and prepared a Marsh Management
position for the Environmental Protection Agency, Science Advisory
Board. The staff did a good job in preparing this statement.

Interviews are being held for an Urban Biologist position in
the Natural Heritage program. Secretary Herring hoped the position
would be filled by the next Commission meeting. This person would
work with the wildlife in the city and it should be a very popular
program.

The Information & Education Division has advised there are 43
women registered for the Outdoors Woman program to be held
September 16 through September 18 at Camp Grant Walker.

The Wildlife Division has 1lost, through budget cuts,
approximately 35 people in their head count. Due to this some
changes have occurred. These included, the Dewey W. Wills WMA and
personnel assigned to it would be transferred to District 3; and
the Boise Vernon WMA, Fort Polk WMA and the Peason Ridge WMA and
their respective personnel would be transferred to District 5.

Secretary Herring suggested the Chairman and Commissioners
think of again holding an informal type meeting that would be part
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of the Commission Meeting before the regularly scheduled Meeting.
This informal meeting would be to meet with the Division
Administrators to find out what the Department was doing.

Secretary Herring then began a Discussion of the November 1994
Meeting that has been scheduled for November 3rd. The Department
requested holding the meeting at the Alexander State Forest in
Woodworth. The educational facility has been completed and
hopefully the contract for the new fish hatchery facilities would
be announced and a ceremony for both could be held at Alexander
State Forest. The request to hold the meeting in Woodworth was
agreed upon by all the Commission members.

The December 1994 Meeting Date was scheduled for Thursday,
December 1, 1994 in the Baton Rouge office, beginning at 10:00 a.m.

Chairman Schneider asked for Public Comments.

Commissioner Mialjevich asked Chairman Schneider to announce
the members of the Limited Entry Committee of the Commission.

proper ecology of a wetland system to retain its productivity and g4,/

this was what occurred in Canada and the northern United States.
If water conditions and the retention of existing water was good,
then the probability of having another good year next year was
virtually assured. From the trip to Canada, Mr. Bateman stated it
was very important to continue concentrating on keeping the
existing programs to keep grasslands and cover for ducks in place.

After the trip to Canada, Flyway Council meetings were held to
discuss the technical data. A recommendation was made by all of
the Flyway Councils to increase the bag limit and number of days.
The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service Regulations Committee chose to
limit the opportunity for hunters by allowing the one additional
duck but no increase in the number of days. Mr. Bateman
recommended sending a resolution from the Commission along with a

It was with great dismay that I have learned that the Fish and Wildlife
Service is denying any increase in the number of duck hunting days for the 199%-
95 season. All four of the Flyway Councils, after lengthy meetings, were
consistent in requesting more liberal hunting regulations for ducks. The
breeding pair and production survey information clearly support reasonable upward
adjustments in the bag limit, one bird, and ten (10) days in the season for the
Mississippi Flyway.

Declining populations of some species, caused by several consecutive years
of severe drought, brought about restricted hunting opportunity for ducks in 1985
and more restrictions again in 1988. The harvest of ducks since 1985 has been
reduced by 50 percent or more while fall flights of ducks have been in the range
of 60-65 million. The number of active duck hunters in Louisiana and across the
nation has also declined by 50% or more since restrictive regulations were
imposed. Those sportsmen who remain interested in waterfowl and wetlands have
continued to pay their license fees and have been supportive of the wetlands
conservation efforts of the North American Waterfowl Management Plan, DU, Inc.,
FWS, and state agency programs,

In 1994 the news of increased breeding duck numbers (+24%), excellent
production conditions across the breeding grounds and a projected 71 million fall
flight brought optimism. Exhaustive meetings ensued among the flyway councils,
state waterfowl technicians and members of your staff. All four councils came
forth with recommendations that both bag limits and number of hunting days be
increased.

In the face of all this, our Department, our Commission and our sportsmen
are frustrated by the Service'’'s action. The "partnership" with state wildlife
agencies so loudly proclaimed by the FWS seems to have failed us during the duck
hunting regulations setting process this year. A po change in number of hunting
days is unacceptable to us.

The Louisiana Department of Wildlife and Fisheries, and the Louisiana
Wildlife and Fisheries Commission urge you to allow ten (10) additional days of
duck hunting within the Mississippi Flyway as recommended by the states of the
Mississippi Flyway Council.

WHEREAS, the minimum royalty on the 1991 lease bid package was
one-eighth (1/8) of seven dollars and fifty cents
($7.50), which would have yielded a per cubic yard

WHEREAS, the guaranteed annual minimum royalty on the 1991 lease
bid package was eight hundred thousand dollars
