Secretary Joe L. Herring was also present.

Chairman Gisclair began the meeting recognizing and welcoming
Commissioner Daniel Babin to the Commission. Commissioner Babin
stated he was happy to be on board and hoped to get a 1lot
accomplished.

Chairman Gisclair called for a motion for approval of the July
6, 1995 Commission Minutes. A motion for approval was made by
Commissioner Vujnovich and seconded by Commissioner Carver. The
motion passed with no opposition.

Contribution by the Louisiana Bass Hatchery for Therapeutic
Drug Certification was made by Mr. Pat Richardson. Mr. Richardson
presented a check to the Department as the state’s matching fund
for the Therapeutic Drug Program. The program has 32 states
involved in trying to obtain approval to control parasites in fish
hatcheries. Mr. Bennie Fontenot expressed appreciation on behalf
of the Department for the contribution and stated the program would
benefit aquaculture and -hatcheries in the state. Mr. Fontenot
presented to Mr. Richardson a progress report on the first year’s
work. Chairman Gisclair thanked Mr. Richardson on behalf of the
Commission for their continued involvement.

Mr. Bill Simmons presented the 8hikar 8afari Club
International Agent of the Year Award. He first explained how the
Club was established in 1952 by international hunters and by 1966
a foundation was formed. The recipient for this year was Sergeant
Joey Broussard of Port Barre, Louisiana. Mr. Simmons then
announced the recipients of the Award for the three previous years.
Chairman Gisclair thanked Mr. Simmons for making the presentation.

Commissioner Carver asked that the next item, Removal of
Aircraft Report from Agenda be placed on the agenda. He stated the
reports were placed in the folders each month and felt it was
redundant to have a presentation made. He then made a motion to



remove the oral report from the agenda. Commissioner Hanchey
seconded the motion. Commissioner Schneider asked if part of the
motion would include the Commission receiving the reports? The
motion passed with no opposition.

Discussion and Potential Reconsideration of 1995/96 Dove
Season began with Commissioner Schneider stating he has received a
lot of calls on the change in the dove season for this year voted
on at the July Commission Meeting. Since all the hunting pamphlets
had already gone to the printers and it was such a short notice,
Commissioner Schneider felt the seasons should not be changed.
Chairman Gisclair stated no action would be taken on this item.

Status & Tentative Dates and Bag Limits for waterfowl (Ducks,
Geese & Coots) began with Mr. Robert Helm reminding everyone of the
dates and bag limits from the time he took his job until this year.
He stated some significant changes have occurred in the last few
years. Mr. Helm then jintroduced a video prepared by the U.S. Fish
and Wildlife Service on the duck status. After the video, Mr. Helm
asked Mr. Dave Morrison, the new Flyway Council representative, to
present the season recommendations. Mr. Morrison stated the
Mississippi Flyway Council’s recommendation to the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service was accepted almost in its entirety. The basic
framework would be a 50 day duck season with a five bird bag limit.
Changes from last year included an increase in the bag limit, the
goose limit has been increased from seven to ten on light geese,
framework on snow geese was extended to March 10, and the
opportunity for a statewide Canada goose season and the Catahoula
Lake zone would be maintained. At this point, Mr. Morrison
explained the reasons for the turn-around in duck populations.

The following were the Wildlife Division’s recommendations for
the duck season: west zone - November 11 - December 3 and December
16 - January 1l1; east zone - November 18 - November 30 and December
16 - January 21; Catahoula Lake zone - November 18 - November 30
and December 16 - January 21. Bag limits would be 5 and may
include no more than 4 mallards of which one can be a female, 3
mottled ducks, 1 black duck, 2 wood ducks, 1 pintail and 1 redhead.
Daily bag limits on coots would be 15, with the possession limit
being twice the daily bag limit. The daily bag limit on mergansers
was five of which one may be a hooded merganser and possession
limit being twice the daily bag limit. Goose season dates were
from November 11 - December 3, December 16 - January 31, February
1 - February 25. Daily bag limit would be 10 in the aggregate but
no more than 2 white-fronted geese allowed. From February 1 -
February 25, only blue and snow geese may be taken. Canada Goose
Season would run from January 23 - January 31 with daily bag limit
being 2 and not more than one can be a Canada goose and possession
limit would be twice the daily bag limit. Mr. Morrison read the
description for the area of Vermilion and Cameron Parishes that is
closed to Canada Goose hunting. Shooting hours would be one-half
hour before sunrise to sunset.



Commissioner Schneider asked why would the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service not allow hunters to take an extra wood duck?
Hearing no further comments, Mr. Morrison read the Therefore Be It
Resolved portion of the Resolution. Commissioner Hanchey made a
motion to accept the Resolution and was seconded by Commissioner
Schneider. The motion passed with no opposition.

The following was adopted by the Iouisiana Wildlife and Fisheries

WHEREAS, public hearings have been held to discuss the status of
waterfowl, including ducks, <coots and geese in
Washington, D.C., and

WHEREAS, the results of this meeting have been discussed with the
Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries Commission, and

WHEREAS, rules and regulations governing waterfowl season
framework have been developed by the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service, and

WHEREAS, the Louisiana Department of Wildlife and Fisheries staff
has presented recommendations for waterfowl including
season dates, bag limits and shooting hours, and

WHEREAS, it is the constitutional responsibility of the Louisiana
Wildlife and Fisheries Commission to establish hunting
seasons for waterfowl within the constraints of the U.S.
Fish and Wildlife Service framework, now

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that this Commission does hereby adopt
those season dates for ducks, coots and geese which are
attached and made part of this Resolution, subject to the
following stipulations:

(1) The Secretary is hereby authorized and delegated the
authority to take any and all steps necessary on behalf
of the Commission to promulgate and effectuate these
seasons as a Declaration of Emergency and preparation of
reports and correspondence to other agencies of
government; and



(2) If significant changes occur as a result of changes
in the framework established by the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service or for other reasons, the Secretary is
hereby authorized and delegated the authority to alter
the attached seasons based upon the recommendations of
Department staff, supported by biological and technical
data.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that these dates will be forwarded to the
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service as regulations set for
Louisiana’s 1995-96 Migratory Bird Hunting Regulations.

Commissioner Carver stated he put the 8hrimp Mesh Law
Discussion on the agenda at the request of Representative Randy
Roach. Commercial fishermen buying 1 1/2 inch mesh nets for use to
shrimp became undersized when nets were coated and he felt there
should be a tolerance allowed after the nets were coated. Chairman
Gisclair asked Secretary Herring if he had received any phone calls
on this item? Secretary Herring stated a call was received from
Representative Roach, Senator Nunez and two other people. Mr.
Brandt Savoie explained the law was passed two years ago after a
bill was introduced by the Governor’s Shrimp Task Force to the
legislature. The bill gave the fishermen a two year lag to allow
them the chance to get the correct sized nets. Mr. Savoie reminded
the Commissioners the count size would go off in October and the
shrimpers could harvest any size shrimp then. Chairman Gisclair
asked what was the penalty for breaking the law? Mr. Savoie stated
it was a $500 fine with seizure of equipment, class 3 violation.
Commissioner Carver asked if there would be any measurable
biological affect? Commissioner Cormier asked Lt. Col. Charlie
Clark to explain the enforcement aspect of this law. Lt. Col.
Clark stated this was not the first time for the 1 1/2 inch law and
they enforce the count law as hard as they do any law.
Commissioner Cormier then asked if, when the law was enforced, was
there any leeway? Chairman Gisclair asked if there was a size
restriction on the outer cover webbing and would the structure of
the TED’s have to be recovered with 1 1/2 inch webbing?
Commissioner Babin asked about the enforcement of the law on boats
that shrimp both outside and inside waters? Then he stated a
concern he has heard was how one District Attorney in one parish
would treat the law differently from another District Attorney on
the stretch of the net. Mr. Don Puckett stated he received a copy
of an Attorney General’s opinion requested by Representative Roach.
The opinion stated the legislature "did not provide any tolerance
for the measurement of mesh on shrimp nets" and that the Commission
can not adopt a rule allowing the use of shrimp nets with a mesh
size less than 1 1/2 inch. Mr. Puckett concurred with the opinion
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in that the Commission did not have the authority to regulate gear
or to wave the statutory mesh size.

Mr. Bill Dekemel, President of the East Bank Commercial
Fisherman’s Association, stated there was miscommunication on what
the bill was really going to do. The fishermen were of the opinion
the body of the net was to be 1 1/2 inch mesh. Mr. Dekemel
explained how the fishermen had a problem with complying with 1 1/2
inch extensions and tails along with the use of TED’s. This law
would prove to be another shrimp loss for the fishermen. He then
asked if there could be any leniency in enforcing the law or just
not enforce the law? Mr. Dekemel concluded the net does not shrink
just when dipped, it shrinks when it is hanging and sitting in the
sun for four or five months at a time.

Mr. Pete Gerica, Lake Pontchartrain Fisherman’s Association,
stated his problem was there was not one enforcement agent
certified to gauge webbing. He stated that each time he measured
the webbing on nets he made, there would be 1 1/4 to 1 1/2 inch
difference on each run of webbing. He then requested the agents
use aluminum net gauges and also have a 1/4 inch tolerance on a six
mesh or eight mesh run.

Chairman Gisclair stated the law is the law, but the agents
were willing to work with the fishermen on a case by case basis and
hoped tolerances would be allowed in certain situations. He also
reminded everyone that Mr. Puckett had stated what the Commission
could or could not do about the law. Commissioner Cormier stated
there would be Senior Agents out in the field and they would be
assisting the new agents and making sure violations could be
prosecuted. Commissioner Babin asked for consistency throughout
the state when it came to enforcing the laws.

A Declaration of Emergency for Setting 1995 Fall Inshore
shrimp S8eason was the next item for discussion. Mr. Brandt Savoie
stated, based on historical data and data collected thus far, there
was no reason not to open the 1995 fall shrimp season on the third
Monday in August as has been a tradition. The third Monday in
August this year would be August 21 and this was the staff’s
recommendation to the Commission. Commissioner Schneider asked if
the Commission was okay on the Declaration of Emergency issue? Mr.
Savoie stated shrimp seasons were exempt from Notice of Intent and
could be set by emergency rule. Hearing no public comments, Mr.
Savoie read the Resolution. Commissioner Babin made a motion to
accept the Resolution and was seconded by Commissioner Vujnovich.
The motion passed with no opposition. Chairman Gisclair asked for
an update on the shrimping. Mr. Savoie stated all of the data was
not available yet but the 1995 spring season was probably one of
the best seasons in the last five years. Early migration of white
shrimp was seen in the central part of the state and recruitment is
still being seen now. East of the Mississippi River and the area
in Zone 3 saw recruitment a little later but was still on schedule.
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It was anticipated there would be a good white shrimp season.
Chairman Gisclair asked if there has been any effect on the shrimp
from the high tides experienced along the coast?

1995 Fall Inshore Shrimp Season
adopted by the
Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries Commission

R.S. 56:497 authorizes the Wildlife and Fisheries
Commission to set no less than two shrimp seasons each
calendar year for all inside waters by zone, and

R.S. 56:497 states the shrimp seasons shall be based on
biological and technical data which indicates that
marketable shrimp are available, and

R.S. 56:498 provides the minimum legal count on white
shrimp is 100 (whole shrimp) count per pound, except
during the time period from October fifteenth through the
third Monday in December when there shall be no count,
and

historically the Fall Inshore "White" Shrimp Season
opened on the third Monday in August, and

historical and current biological sampling conducted by
the Department of Wildlife and Fisheries has indicated
that white shrimp in all inshore shrimp 2zones will
average 100 count minimum size or larger by mid August,
and

in 1995 the third Monday in August will be August 21.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Wildlife and Fisheries Commission

does hereby set the 1995 Fall Inshore "White" Shrimp
Season by public notice in accordance with R.S. 56:497,
to open statewide at official sunrise Monday, August 21,
1995.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Wildlife and Fisheries Commission does

hereby set the closing date for the 1995 Fall Inshore
Shrimp Season at official sunset Sunday, December 17,
1995 and grants authority to the Secretary of the
Department of Wildlife and Fisheries to change the
closing date if biological and technical data indicate
the need to do so or if enforcement problems develop.

The Commission also hereby sets the closing date for the 1995
Fall Inshore Shrimp Season at official sunset Sunday, December 17,
1995 and grants authority to the Secretary of the Department of
Wildlife and Fisheries to change the closing date if biological and
technical data indicate the need to do so or if enforcement
problems develop.

1995/96 Season on the Public Oyster Grounds
Adopted by the

Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries Commission
August 9, 1995

WHEREAS, R.S. 56:433 provides that the Public Oyster Seed Grounds
may be opened on the Wednesday following Labor Day which
in 1995 is September 6, and

WHEREAS, the oyster resources on the "Public Oyster Seed Grounds
and Oyster Seed Reservations" have been surveyed and the
available supply and size variation has been determined,
and

WHEREAS, it has been a managerial practice to rotate the opening
of the season on some of the "Oyster Seed Reservations"
when biologically feasible, and

WHEREAS, several sites have been utilized to deposit cultch
material as a subsurface to attract oyster larvae and the
areas are normally closed to dredging one year, and

WHEREAS, Act #46 of the 1992 Legislative Session changed R.S.
56:433B to mandate a sacking area only on the Public
Grounds east of the Mississippi River inclusive of
Plaquemines and St. Bernard Parishes.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the "Louisiana Public Oyster Seed
Grounds" not currently under lease and the Sister Lake,
Hackberry Bay and Bay Gardene Oyster Seed Reservations
will open one-half hour before sunrise on September 6,
1995, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the "Bay Junope Oyster Seed
Reservations" will remain closed during the 1995/96
oyster season, and



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the sacking only area of the public
grounds is generally Lake Fortuna and Lake Machias to a
line from Mozambique Point to Point Gardner to Grace
Point at the Mississippi River Gulf outlet.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that those properly marked areas where

5. The Secretary of the Department of Wildlife and Fisheries
is authorized to take emergency action if necessary, to close areas
if oyster mortalities are occurring or to delay the season or close
areas where significant spat catch has occurred with good
probability of survival, or where it is found that there are
excessive amount of shell in seed oyster loads.

6. The Secretary is authorized to take emergency action to
reopen areas previously closed if the threat to the resource
subsides.

7. The Calcasieu and Sabine Lake tonging area will open one-
half hour before sunrise on November 1, 1995 and remain open until
one-half hour after sunset on March 1, 1996 with the Secretary
having the authority to extend to compensate for the health closure
days.

8. Notice of any opening, delaying or closing of a season
will be made by public notice at least 72 hours prior to such
action.

RESOLUTION

Special Rule for the Taking of Crabs on Sabine Lake
adopted by the
Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries Commission
August 9, 1995

WHEREAS, R.S. 49:953(B) and R.S. 49:967 of the Administrative
Procedure Act allows the Wildlife and Fisheries
Commission to adopt emergency rules, and

WHEREAS, R.S. 56:6(25)(a) allows the Commission to promulgate
rules and regulations governing the seasons and places
for the taking of fish, and

WHEREAS8, HCR 95 of the 1995 Regqular Session of the Louisiana
Legislature directs the Commission to establish rules
relative to the taking of crabs by the use of crab traps
within the waters of Sabine Lake, and

WHEREAS, the Commission finds that due to regulations regarding
the use of crab traps in the Texas portion of Sabine
Lake, the crab traps within the lake are concentrated

DECLARATION OF EMERGENCY

Department of Wildlife and Fisheries
Wildlife and Fisheries Commission

In accordance with the emergency provisions of R.S. 49:953(B)
and R.S. 49:967 of the Administrative Procedure Act which allows
the Wildlife and Fisheries Commission to use emergency procedures
to set seasons and R.S. 56:6(25) (a) which allows the Wildlife and
Fisheries Commission to set seasons and places for the taking of
fish and HCR 95 of the 1995 Regular Session of the Louisiana
Legislature which directs the Commission to adopt rules regulating
the use of crab traps in Sabine Lake, the Commission hereby adopts
the following emergency rule:

The Wildlife and Fisheries Commission does hereby prohibit the
taking of crabs by the use of crab traps within the State waters of
Sabine Lake for a period of fourteen days beginning at sunset on
the day prior to opening day of the 1995 Fall Inshore Shrimp
Season. All crab traps must be removed from the State waters of
Sabine Lake by sunset of the day prior to the opening of the season
and may not be returned to those same waters until 6:00 a.m. of the
fifteenth day of the 1995 Fall Inshore Shrimp Season.

The Wildlife and Fisheries Commission finds that due to the
fact that crabbing with crab traps is regulated within the Texas
portion of the waters of Sabine Lake, the crab traps within the
lake are concentrated within Louisiana’s portion of the lake and
place an undue hardship on the shrimpers of that area.

With the next item, Declaration(s) of Emergency and Notice(s)
of Intent to Implement Act 1316, the Louisiana Marine Resources
Conservation Act of 1995, including but not limited to, regulations
governing: a) commercial fisherman’s assistance program: proof of
income and eligibility:; schedule of payments for nets; b) rod and
reel commercial gear license: procedures for proof of income and
eligibility:; ¢) gill nets, trammel nets, strike nets and seines;
traverse permit to EEZ; d) freshwater commercial gill nets and
trammel nets: establishment of a marking system; e) Federal
Exclusive Economic Zones (EEZ) regulation governing possession of
gill nets, trammel nets, strike nets or seines; permits, regulation
and enforcement; f) spotted seatrout: season(s) and entry of
commercial fisherman into the fishery:; g) black drum, sheepshead
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and flounder: regulations for the entry of commercial fisherman
into the fishery:; h) mullet: regulations for taking; entry of
commercial fisherman into the fishery; i) any and all regulations
necessary or pursuant to the above; and j) any and all other
regulations required or authorized by Act 1316 of 1995, Chairman
Gisclair stated that a few problems have been encountered and that
some of the Commissioners had just received information from the
staff. Also, a letter from Representative Triche was received and
his interpretation of the Act was different from how the
Department’s attorney interpreted the law. Mr. Don Puckett stated
the staff has worked exclusively on this Act since receiving word
the Governor would not veto the law. The Act called for nine sets
of rules and regulations on various subjects. The final version on
these rules was made the night before this meeting. Mr. Puckett
recommended allowing the staff make a verbal presentation to the
Commissioners and possibly delay taking action until a Special
Meeting could be held. Chairman Gisclair stated the Commission did
not want to be in violation, but with the circumstances that had
arisen, he felt the Commission should not rush into anything.
Commissioner Schneider stated it would be important for the authors
legal staff to visit with our Department attorneys and come to an
understanding on what the law meant. Commissioner Cormier stated
he had one concern and that was to have adequate time to discuss
and decipher the issue. Then he asked if there was enough time to
wait and act on these issues and was August 15 the date for
enactment of the law? Mr. Puckett stated there were some sections
of the Act with an August 15 implementation, some with a September
1 implementation date and others with no implementation date
listed.

on the first section of the act, cCommercial Fisherman’s
Assistance Program, Mrs. Wynnette Kees stated procedures were
needed to determine proof of income for applicants applying for
economic assistance. Applications for this assistance must be made
by October 1 as set in the Act. An applicant must have derived
~more than 50 percent of his income from the legal capture and sale
of fish in at least two of three years 1995, 1994 and 1993. The
proof shall come from the applicant’s Federal Income Tax Return
including Schedule C of Form 1040. In the event the Department can
not verify proof of income, a certified audited return prepared by
a CPA would be required. Chairman Gisclair asked if the applicants
had to apply by October 1 and was this a one time deal?
Commissioner Schneider asked why the Declaration of Emergency did
not include the October 1 deadline? Mr. Fred Prejean stated the
applicant would have to pay for the certified audited return. Then
another problem the Department was having to face was that the Act
referred to "earned income", but nowhere on the 1040 Form or
Schedule C is the word "earned" used, stated Mr. Prejean. Mrs.
Kees explained how an applicant can obtain a copy of his income tax
return. Mr. Prejean stated the Act does not refer to a fisherman
that may claim his business as a corporation or partnership and
that the Department would accept a corporation’s Form 1120 as well
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as the partnerships tax return. Commissioner Schneider asked if
the wording "or its equivalent" could be added in the language in
the proposed rule?

The rod and reel commercial gear license and procedures for
proof of income and eligibility was the next portion to be
discussed by Mrs. Kees. She stated the same procedure applied for
this gear license as for the economic assistance progran.

Then Mrs. Kees directed the Commissioners to that portion of
Act 1316 pertaining to schedule of payments for nets. The
Department was required to purchase from qualified persons fishing
nets that are now illegal or rendered useless due to the act. Mrs.
Kees announced the effective date for this portion is September 1.
She then explained the criteria to be followed as well as required
proof of income. An application should be available by August 15
at all district offices with a deadline to return to the Department
of October 1. The Department will evaluate each application and
notify the person by mail when and where to come in with the nets.
Monies to be used for this net buy-back program would come from a
$3 stamp required of recreational fishermen that would not be
available until the end of November. Revenue collected through
June 30, 1996 from the sale of the stamp would be used for this
program. Chairman Gisclair asked what kind of educational process
does the Department have to inform the fishermen of these different
deadlines? Commissioner Schneider asked about the retraining
programs and why it was not included in this packet? Mr. Prejean
stated the same period for collecting funds was being maintained by
using the June 30, 1996 deadline. Mrs. Kees stated the amount of
money to be paid to each fishermen would be based on the amount of
money in the fund and the number of gualified nets. Commissioner
Schneider asked where did the prices in the schedule come from?

The last section pertaining to Fiscal was the rules and
regulations for persons authorized to use gill nets, trammel nets,
strike nets and seines and traverse permit to EEZ stated Mrs. Kees.
This would be called the Traversing Permit and would cost $250 for
both resident and non-resident. Application for the permit must be
made in person in the Baton Rouge Office. Only one permit would be
required for any number of nets on board a vessel and all of the
gear must be 1licensed, explained Mrs. Kees. The Enforcement
Division would attach certain conditions to the permit to help them
enforce the law. Commissioner Schneider asked, how do you
determine who the Captain is, and is there a Captain’s License?

Going back to the schedule of payments for nets, Chairman
Gisclair asked how did the Department came up with the price per
foot, and did the price for the gill nets include the attachments.
Then he stated the figures did not look realistic to him. Chairman
Gisclair asked if the Department contacted any fishermen and asked
them how much money was put into making a net? He then requested
the Department look into this matter further. Mr. Prejean stated
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the dollar amount available for this program would be a fixed
amount and that amount would be pro rated to the gqualified
applicants. Chairman Gisclair asked why were trawls in this packet
when they were not to be included?

Mr. Bennie Fontenot handled the section on freshwater
commercial gill nets and trammel nets and the establishment of a
marking system. Freshwater commercial gill nets and trammel nets
would be tagged effective August 15, 1995 and the Department would
establish rules and methods to tag the nets. This information was
being presented to the Commission for their review and comments
because the authority for this section was given to the Secretary
of the Department, stated Mr. Fontenot. Commissioner Schneider
asked if the wording came straight from Act 13167

Mr. Harry Blanchet began his first section, spotted seatrout:
season(s) and entry of commercial fisherman into the fishery,
stating Act 1316 established two seasons for harvesting spotted
seatrout with mullet strike net, set closed times during the
season, provided for a rod and reel season, a special permit and
provided for 1limits on entry into the fishery. The packet
presented to the Commission took the existing rule from Title 76
and incorporated the new law. The staff determined the intent of
the law was to have a specific opening day for the commercial
harvest of spotted seatrout which was to be the third Monday of
November. Mr. Blanchet explained how he changed the closing date
from May 1 to the beginning of the next season if the Commission
wanted to make that change. The discussion continued on
implementing what was in the law and how it would be placed in this
packet. Then Mr. Blanchet explained the Mullet Strike Net Season,
how the proposed rule was taken from statute and that the closing
date was defined to mean the season would close when the gquota was

met or projected to be nmnet. After reviewing a letter from
Representative Triche, Mr. Blanchet realized what the staff had
prepared was not the same as Mr. Triche’s intent. Chairman

Gisclair stated the Commission needed the authors of the bill at
the meeting to obtain their intent before the staff could prepare
any proposed rule. Mr. Blanchet read from the act and then stated
this section was where he felt the season was to open in November.
Commissioner Schneider reminded Mr. Blanchet that there was already
a spotted seatrout management plan and that he did not see where
the act revoked that plan. Commissioner Cormier read from the act
and then stated the Commission’s duties were to implement the law
as it was established by the legislature. Mr. Puckett stated the
rules developed by the staff were based on legal interpretations by
the legal staff. Then he explained how he interpreted this section
of the law and with Representative Triche’s letter there needs to
be a different interpretation. Commissioner Babin stated the
author of the bill had two different dates, one in the letter and
one in the bill and that the author of the bill needed to explain
his intent. Chairman Gisclair stated there are deadlines to be met
but with the questions that need to be answered, it was not the
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Commission’s intent to deliberately postpone anything. Mr.
Blanchet then posed a question - if the date of September 15 was
used to open the spotted seatrout season, then what type of gear
would be allowed? The mullet strike net season would open on
November 20, with the mullet strike net season closing on March 1
as well as the season to use other legal gear and only allowing the
use of rod and reel. Commissioner Schneider asked if these season
dates would go on for two years? Mr. Blanchet advised what gear
could be used during the 1996-97 season and the seasons thereafter.
Commissioner Schneider asked if there was a biological reason for
using the November dates and what was meant by a part of the
proposed rule called General Provisions?

The next section to be discussed was the black drunm,
sheepshead and@ flounder: regulations for the entry of commercial
fisherman into the fishery. Mr. Harry Blanchet stated there were
problems with interpretation of the law with this section as well.
This group of fish, black drum, sheepshead and flounder, would be
referred to as Restricted Species Permit. At this point, the
different rules concerning black drum, sheepshead, and the
restricted species permit were discussed. Included in the law was
language on all other saltwater finfish species and so Mr. Blanchet
drafted a rule to cover this section of the law. Chairman Gisclair
asked if all fishermen that commercially take sheepshead would have
to have this permit and if the fishermen that trawl for sheepshead
were covered within this section?

Mullet, regulations for taking; entry of commercial fisherman
into the fishery was another rule taking an existing rule and
incorporating this new law stated Mr. Blanchet. The major items
for mullet included a limit on entry and a stringent penalty
clause. The effect of the law was to eliminate the harvest of
mullet outside the roe season for commercial purposes.

The last proposed rule was a catch-all from R.S. 56:325.4
which stated that during the mullet and spotted seatrout seasons,
all other commercial species of saltwater finfish may be taken
using a pompano strike net. The license and gears for these
species will be prohibited after March 1, 1997.

Mr. Fred Prejean stated on the schedule for payment of nets,
the trawls referred to were fish trawls. Then he provided another
copy of the four proposed rules that he and Mrs. Kees worked on.
Chairman Gisclair stated a Special Meeting would be held on
Tuesday, August 15, 1995 at 10:00 a.m., in Baton Rouge and would
limit the agenda to this one item with all of its sub-parts.

Mr. Bob Dennie read the National Hunting & Fishing Day
Resolution. Commissioner Cormier made a motion to accept the
Resolution and was seconded by Commissioner Carver. The motion
passed with no opposition.

contributed more than $12 billion to conservation
programs through license fees and self-imposed excise

With the amount of marsh in Louisiana and the on-going activities,
Secretary Herring stated you can not compare Louisiana to any other
gulf state.

He stated some significant changes have occurred in the last few
years. Mr. Helm then introduced a video prepared by the U.S. Fish
and Wildlife Service on the duck status. After the video, Mr. Helm
asked Mr. Dave Morrison, the new Flyway Council representative, to
present the season recommendations. Mr. Morrison stated the

Ly A4S Mississippi Flyway Council’s recommendation to the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service Wwere accepted almost in its entirety. The basic
framework would be a 50 day duck season with a five bird bag limit. 4o
Changes from last year included an increase in the bag limit,M§66§Erﬂ\
limit has been increased from seven to ten on light geese, o)
framework on snow geese was extended to March 10,YVthe opportunity
for a statewide Canada goose season and the Catahoula Lake zone
would be maintained. At this point, Mr. Morrison explained the
reasons for the turn—-around in duck populations.

The following were the Wildlife Division’s recommendations for
the duck season: west zone - November 11 - December 3 and December
16 - January l11; east zone - November 18 - November 30 and December
16 - January 21; Catahoula Lake zone - November 18 - November 30
and December 16 - January 21. Bag limits would be 5 and may
include no more than 4 mallards of which one can be a female, 3
mottled ducks, 1 black duck, 2 wood ducks, 1 pintail and 1 redhead.
Daily bag limits on coots would be 15, with the possession limit
being twice the daily bag limit. The daily bag limit on mergansers
was five of which one may be a hooded merganser and possession
limit being twice the daily bag limit. Goose season dates were
from November 11 - December 3, December 16 - January 31, February
1 - February 25. Daily bag limit would be 10 in the aggregate but
no more than 2 white-fronted geese allowed. From February 1 -
February 25, only blue and snow geese may be taken. Canada Goose
Season would run from January 23 - January 31 with daily bag limit
being 2 and not more than one can be a Canada goose and possession
limit would be twice the daily bag limit. Mr. Morrison read the
description for the area of Vermilion and Cameron Parishes that
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were closed to Canada Goose hunting. Shooting hours would be one-
half hour before sunrise to sunset.

Commissioner Schneider asked why would the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service not allow hunters to take an extra wood duck?
Hearing no further comments, Mr. Morrison read the Therefore Be It
Resolved portion of the Resolution. Commissioner Hanchey made a
motion to accept the Resolution and was seconded by Commissioner
Schneider.

(2) If significant changes occur as a result of changes
in the framework established by the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service or for other reasons, the Secretary is
hereby authorized and delegated the authority to alter
the attached seasons based upon the recommendations of
Department staff, supported by biological and technical
data.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that these dates will be forwarded to the
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service as regulations set for
Louisiana’s 1995-96 Migratory Bird Hunting Regulations.

Commissioner Carver stated he put the 8hrimp Mesh Law
Discussion on the agenda at the request of Representative Randy
Roach. Commercial fishermen buying 1 1/2 inch mesh nets for use to
SArimp became undersized whenjcoated and he felt there should be a
tolerance allowed after the nets were coated. Chairman Gisclair
asked Secretary Herring if he had received any phone calls on this
item? Secretary Herring stated a call was received from
Representative Roach, Senator Nunez and two other people. Mr.
Brandt Savoie explained the law was passed two years ago after a
bill was introduced by the Governor’s Shrimp Task Force to the
legislature. The bill gave the fishermen a two year lag to allow
them the chance to get the correct sized nets. Mr. Savoie reminded
the Commissioners the count size would go off in October and the
shrimpers could harvest any size shrimp then. Chairman Gisclair
asked what was the penalty for breaking the law? Mr. Savoie stated
it was a $500 fine with seizure of equipment, class 3 violation.
Commissioner Carver asked if there would be any measurable
biological affect? Commissioner Cormier asked Lt. Col. Charlie
Clark to explain the enforcement aspect of this law. Lt. Col.
Clark stated this was not the first time for the 1 1/2 inch law and
they enforce the count law as hard as they do any law.
Commissioner Cormier then asked if,when the law was enforced, was
there any leeway? Chairman GiscYair asked if there was a size
restriction on the outer cover webbing and would the structure of
the TED’s have to be recovered with 1 1/2 inch webbing?
Commissioner Babin asked about the enforcement of the law on boats
that shrimp both outside and inside waters? Then he stated a
concern he has heard was how one District Attorney in one parish
would treat the law differently from another District Attorney on
the stretch of the net. Mr. Don Puckett stated he received a copy
of an Attorney General’s opinion requested by Representative Roach.
The opinion stated the legislature "did not provide any tolerance
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for the measurement of mesh on shrimp nets" and that the Commission
can not adopt a rule allowing the use of shrimp nets with a mesh
size less than 1 1/2 inch. Mr. Puckett concurred with the opinion
in that the Commission did not have the authority to regulate gear
or to wave the statutory mesh size.

Mr. Bill Dekemel, President of the East Bank Commercial
Fisherman’s Association, stated there was miscommunication on what
the bill was really going to do. The fishermen were of the opinion
the body of the net was to be 1 1/2 inch mesh. Mr. Dekemel
explained how the fishermen had a problem with complying with é’if_7f/—7
1/2 inch extensions and tails along with the use of TED’s. This
law would prove to be another shrimp loss for the fishermen. He
then asked if there could be any leniency in enforcing the law or
just not enforce the law? Mr. Dekemel concluded the net does not
shrink just when dipped, it shrinks when it is hanging and
sitting in the sun for four or five months at a time.

Mr. Pete Gerica, Lake Pontchartrain Fisherman’s Association,
stated his problem was there was not one enforcement agent
certified to gauge webbing. He stated that each time he measured
the webbing on nets he made, there would be 1 1/4 to 1 1/2 inch
difference on each run of webbing. He then requested the agents
use aluminum net gauges and also have a 1/4 inch tolerance on a six
mesh or eight mesh run.

Chairman Gisclair stated the law is the law, but the agents
were willing to work with the fishermen on a case by case basis and
hoped tolerances would be allowed in certain situations. He also
reminded everyone that Mr. Puckett had stated what the Commission
could or could not do about the law. Commissioner Cormier stated v4e
there would be Senior Agents out in the field and Fwould be
assisting the new agents and making sure violations could be
prosecuted. Commissioner Babin asked for consistency throughout
the state when it came to enforcing the laws.

A Declaration of Emergency for Setting 1995 Fall Inshore
Shrimp Season was the next item for discussion. Mr. Brandt Savoie
stateg¢based on historical data and data collected thus far, there
was no reason not to open the 1995 fall shrimp season on the third
Monday in August as has been a tradition. The third Monday in
August this year would be August 21 and this was the staff’s
recommendation to the Commission. Commissioner Schneider asked if
the Commission was okay on the Declaration of Emergency issue? Mr.

'gbﬂg Savoie stated shrimp seasons were exempt from Notice of Intent and
co e se (=) éncy’. Hearing no public comments, Mr. Savoie
read the Resolution. Commissioner Babin made a motion to accept
the Resolution and was seconded by Commissioner Vujnovich. The
motion passed with no opposition. Chairman Gisclair asked for an
update on the shrimpin Mr. Savoie stated all of the data was not
available yet but the 1995 spring season was probably one of the
best seasons in the last five years. Early migration of white
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shrimp was seen in the central part of the state and recruitment is
still being seen now. East of the Mississippi River and the area
in Zone 3 saw recruitment a little later but was still on schedule.
It was anticipated there would be a good white shrimp season.
Chairman Gisclair asked if there has been any effect on the shrimp
from the high tides experienced along the coast?

With the next item, Declaration(s) of Emergency and Notice(s)
of Intent to Implement Act 1316, the Louisiana Marine Resources
Conservation Act of 1995, including but not limited to, regulations
governing: a) commercial fisherman’s assistance program: proof of
income and eligibility:; schedule of payments for nets; b) rod and
reel commercial gear license: procedures for proof of income and
eligibility; ¢) gill nets, trammel nets, strike nets and seines;
traverse permit to EEZ; d) freshwater commercial gill nets and
trammel nets: establishment of a marking system; e) Federal
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Exclusive Economic Zones (EEZ) regulation governing possession of
gill nets, trammel nets, strike nets or seines; permits, regulation
and enforcement; f) spotted seatrout: season(s) and entry of
commercial fisherman into the fishery; g) black drum, sheepshead
and flounder: regulations for the entry of commercial fisherman
into the fishery; h) mullet: regulations for taking; entry of
commercial fisherman into the fishery; i) any and all regulations
necessary or pursuant to the above; and j) any and all other
regulations required or authorized by Act 1316 of 1995, Chairman
Gisclair stated that a few problems have been encountered and that
some of the Commissioners had just received information from the
staff. Also, a letter from Representative Triche was received and
his interpretation of the Act was different from how the
Department’s attorney interpreted the law. Mr. Don Puckett stated
the staff has worked exclusively on this Act since receiving word
the Governor would not veto the law. The Act called for nine sets
of rules and regulations on various subjects. The final version on
these rules was made the night before this meeting. Mr. Puckett
recommended allowing the staff make a verbal presentation to the
Commissioners and possibly delay taking action until a Special
Meeting could be held. Chairman Gisclair stated the Commission did
not want to be in violation, but with the circumstances that had
arisen, he felt the Commission should not rush into anything.
Commissioner Schneider stated it would be important for the authors
legal staff to visit with our Department attorneys and come to an
understanding on what the law meant. Commissioner Cormier stated
he had one concern and that was to have adequate time to discuss
and decipher the issue. Then he asked if there was enough time to
wait and act on these issues and was August 15 the date for
enactment of the law? Mr. Puckett stated there were some sections
of the Act with an August 15 implementation, some with a September
1 implementation date and others with no implementation date
listed.

on the first section of the act, Commercial Fisherman’s
Assistance Program, Mrs. Wynnette Kees stated procedures were
needed to determine proof of income for applicants applying for
economic assistance. Applications for this assi ce must be ma a4
by October 1 as set in the Act.V Applicantg must have derived more
than 50 percent of his income from the legal capture and sale of
fish in at least two of three years 1995, 1994 and 1993. The proof
shall come from the applicant’s Federal Income Tax Return including
Schedule C of Form 1040. In the event the Department can not
verify proof of income, a certified audited return prepared by a
CPA would be required. Chairman Gisclair asked if the applicants
had to apply by October 1 and was this a one time deal?
Commissioner Schneider asked why the Declaration of Emergency did
not include the October 1 deadline? Mr. Fred Prejean stated the
applicant would have to pay for the certified audited return. Then jéé;)‘-
another problem the Department was having to face wasYERe Act
referred to "earned income", but nowhere on the 1040 Form or
Schedule C is the word "earned" used, stated Mr. Prejean. Mrs.
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Kees explained how an applicant can obtain a copy of his income tax
return. Mr. Prejean stated the Act does not refer to a fisherman
that may claim his business asYg_ggggg;g;ign_gz,pg;;gggghigﬁande
that the Department would accepticorporation’s Form 1120 as well as

the partnerships tax return. Commissioner Schneider asked if the
wording "or its equivalent" could be added in the language in the

proposed rule?

The rod and reel commercial gear license and procedures for
proof of income and eligibility was the next portion to be
discussed by Mrs. Kees. She stated the same procedure applied for
this gear license as for the economic assistance program.

Then Mrs. Kees directed the Commissioners to that portion of

Act 1316 pertaining to schedule of payments for nets. The
Department was required to purchase from qualified persons fishing
nets that are now illegal or rendered useless due to the act. Mrs.
Kees announced the effective date for this portion is September 1.
She then explained the criteria to be followed as well as required
proof of income. An application should be available by August 15
at all district offices with a deadline to return to the Department
of October 1. The Department will evaluate each application and
notify the person by mail when and where to come in with the nets.
Monies to be used for this net buy-back program would come from a
3 stampVthat would not be available until the end of November.
Revenue collected through June 30, 1996 from the sale of the stamp
would be used for this program. Chairman Gisclair asked what kind
of educational process does the Department have to inform the
fishermen of these different deadlines? Commissioner Schneider
asked about the retraining programs and why it was not included in
this packet? Mr. Prejean stated the same period for collecting
funds was being maintained by using the June 30, 1996 deadline.
Mrs. Kees stated the amount of money to be paid to each fishermen.
would be based on the amount of money in the fund and the number of
qualified nets. Commissioner Schneider asked where did the prices

in the schedule come from?

The last section pertaining to Fiscal was the rules and
regulations for persons authorized to use gill nets, trammel nets,
strike nets and seines and traverse permit to EEZ stated Mrs. Kees.
This would be called the Traversing Permit and would cost $250 for
both resident and non-resident. Application for the permit must be
made in person in the Baton Rouge Office. Only one permit would be
required for any number of nets on board a vessel and all of the
gear must be licensed.-explained Mrs. Kees. The Enforcement
Division would attach cértain conditions to the permit to help them
enforce the law. Commissioner Schneider askegshow do you determine
who the Captain is, and is there a Captain’s License?

Going back to the schedule of payments for nets, Chairman
Gisclair asked how did the Department came up with the price per
foot, and did the price for the gill nets include the attachments.
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Then he stated the figures did not look realistic to him. Chairman
Gisclair asked if the Department contacted any fishermen and asked
them how much money was put into making a net? He then requested
the Department look into this matter further. Mr. Prejean stated
the dollar amount available for this program would be a fixed
amount and that amount would be pro rated to the qualified
applicants. Chairman Gisclair asked why were trawls in this packet
when they were not to be included?

Mr. Bennie Fontenot handled the section on freshwater
commercial gill nets and trammel nets and the establishment of a
marking system.

stating Act 1316 established two seasons for harvesting spotted
seatrout with mullet strike net, set closed times during the
season, provided for a rod and reel season, a special permit and
prov1de4 for 1limits on entry into the fishery. The packet
presented to the Commission took the existing rule from Title 76
and incorporated the new law. The staff determined the intent of
the law was to have a specific opening day for the commercial
harvest of spotted seatrout which was to be the third Monday of
November. Mr. Blanchet explained how he changed the closing date
from May 1 to the beginning of the next season if the Commission
wanted to make that change. The discussion continued on
implementing what was in the law and how it would be placed in this
packet. Then Mr. Blanchet explained the Mullet Strike Net Season,
how the proposed rule was taken from statute and that the closing
date was ¢fdefined to mean the season would close when the quota was

met or projected to be met. After reviewing a letter from
Representative Triche, Mr. Blanchet realized what the staff had
prepared was not the same as Mr. Triche’s intent. Chairman

Gisclair stated the Commission needed the authors of the bill at
the meeting to obtain their intent before the staff could prepare
any proposed rule. Mr. Blanchet read from the act and then stated
this section was where he felt the season was to open in November.
Commissioner Schneider reminded Mr. Blanchet that there was already
a spotted seatrout management plan and that he did not see where
the act revoked that plan. Commissioner Cormier read from the act
and then stated the Commission’s duties were to implement the law
as it was established by the legislature. Mr. Puckett stated the
rules developed by the staff were based on legal interpretations by
the legal staff. Then he explained how he interpreted this section
of the law and with Representative Triche’s letter there needs to
be a different interpretation. Commissioner Babin stated the
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author of the bill had two different dates, one in the letter and
one in the bill and that the author of the bill needed to explain
his intent. Chairman Gisclair stated there are deadlines to be met
but with the questions that need to be answered, it was not the
Commission’s intent to deliberately postpone anything. Mr.
Blanchet then posed a question - if the date of September 15 was
used to open the spotted seatrout season, then what type of gear
would be allowed? The mullet strike net season would open on
November 20, with the mullet strike net season closing on March 1
as well as the season to use other legal gear and only allowing the
use of rod and reel. Commissioner Schneider asked if these season
dates would go on for two years? Mr. Blanchet advised what gear
could be used during the 1996-97 season and the seasons thereafter.
Commissioner Schneider asked if there was a biological reason for
using the November dates and what was meant by a part of the
proposed rule called General Provisions?

The next section to be discussed was the black drunm,
sheepshead and flounder: regulations for the entry of commercial
fisherman into the fishery. Mr. Harry Blanchet stated there were
problems with interpretation of the law with this section as well.

This group of fish, black drum, sheepshead and flounder, would be
referred to as Restricted Species Permit. At this point, the o
different rules concerning black drum, sheepshead, and{restricte
species permit were discussed. Included in the law was language on éh/7
all other saltwater finfish species and so Mr. Blanchet draftl a

rule to cover this section of the law. Chairman Gisclair asked if

all fishermen that commercially take sheepshead would have to have

this permit and if the fishermen that trawl for sheepshead were
covered within this section?

Mullet, regulations for taking; entry of commercial fisherman
into the fishery was another rule taking an existing rule and
incorporating this new law stated Mr. Blanchet. The major items
for mullet included a 1limit on entry and a stringent penalty
clause. The effect of the law was to eliminate the harvest of
mullet outside the roe season for commercial purposes.

t‘¢/ The last proposed rule was a catch-all from R.S. 56:325.4

43Mﬂﬁf;_ which stated that during the mullet and spotted seatrout seasons,
all other'species of saltwater finfish may be taken using a pompano
strike net. The license and gears for these species will be
prohibited after March 1, 1997.

Mr. Fred Prejean stated on the schedule for payment of nets,
the trawls referred to were fish trawls. Then he provided another
copy of the four proposed rules that he and Mrs. Kees worked on.
Chairman Gisclair stated a Special Meeting would be held on
Tuesday, August 15, 1995 at 10:00 a.m., in Baton Rouge and would
limit the agenda to this one item with all of its sub-parts.

The Louisiana Wildlife and
Fisheries Commission continued to
wrestle with a decision over how and
when to implement the recently
enacted law on the use of giil nets at
Wednesday’srescheduled meeting.

The meeting was postponed from
Thursday when LWFC chairman
Perry Gisclair called for the delay be-
cause of Hurricane Erin.

- The problems over translatmg the

'mtent of Act 1316, passed in this _

yvear's Legislative session, forced
Gisclair to call a special'meeting of
the commission for Aug. 15 at the

Department of Wildlife and.

Fisheries on Quail Drive. -

Gisclair said he will invite the bill’s
authors, notably Rep. Warren Triche,
D-Chackbay, and Rep. Randy Roach,
D-Creole, to the meeting to discuss
what the intent of the law is in rela-
tionship to existing wildlife and fish-
eriesrules and regulations.

“We need to have them here,”
Gisclair said. “There are some points
that Rep. Roach made in a letter to
me about the opening date for the

{(commercial) season on speckled .

trout. He said it was never his inten-
tion for the (commercial) season to
start in November, that he wanted
the seasontostart Sept. 15.”

LDWF Marine Fisheries Division
spokesman Harry Blanchet touched
off the discussion about the commer-
cial speckled trout season when he
told the seven-man commission that
the department’s read on the new law
mandated the speckled trout season
to open with the mullet-roe season on
the third Monday in November.

Blanchet explained that input from
the LDWF’s legal staff and other divi-
sions indicated that the trout season
should run concurrently with the
newly mandated strike-net season on
mullet. It’s in the late fall and early
winter when mullet carry highly
prized roe, fish eggs that yield a mar-
ket price of $5-815 per pound on
domestic and foreign markets.

“The consensus of the group work-
ing on this (trout opening date) is that
the intent wasto have a specific open-

LDWF secretary Joe Herring had
outlined 10 areas of concern his staff
had in combining existing state stat-
utes, the new law, ‘on-going manage-
ment plans for several species includ-
ing speckled trout and the State Con-
stitution. -
. The first problem addressed the
new law’s provision to establish a
commercial fisherman’s assistance
program.

Among the requirements to enter

-the program, or to apply for licenses

under the new law, is that fishermen
must be able to prove that 50 percent
of their earned income must come
from an unamended Internal
Revenue Service Form 1040 or from
IRS ScheduleC. )

“The problem in dealing with the
interpretation of the law is that
nowhere on elther form is the term
‘earned income’ found,” said LDWF
assistant secretary Fred Prejean.
“We had to define income, and we
also had to be able to find a way that
other fishermen who are a corpora-
tion or in partnership can establish
and fulfill the income requirements.”

Prejean said his staff believes it
found a solution in allowing commer-
cial fishermen to provide a statement
from certified public accountants to
qualify for the 50-percent income

rule in any and all sections of the new
law that require proof of income as a
qualifier.

“That’s what goes into interpreting
the new law and trying to be fair,”
Prejeansaid.

Mixed into the discussion was the
buy-back section of the new law for

. gill nets, seines, trammel nets and

fish trawls. Costs range from 25 cents
per foot of gill net to $11.22 per foot of
trawl width. Prejean said finding a
funding source will be difficult since
the implementation of the additional

$3 on recreational saltwater license

fees will not go into effect until
November.-

“It’s important for the members of
the Natural Resources committees to
be here,” said commissioner Jeff

Schneider. “They had a battle over

there (the Legislature) on this issue,
and there’s no need for the battle to
be over here.

The new law goes into effect Aug.
15, but several of the effective dates
in its subparagraphs call for
implementation dates over the next
five months.

LWFC passes most. -

The dozens of Louisiana waterfowl hunters attend-

ing Wednesday’s meeting of the Louisiana Wildlifeand
Fisheries Commission left with big smiles and rounds
of handshakes.

“I was hoping to see that all the hard work would pay
off, and it has,” said life-long duck and goose hunter
Carl Gremillion. “This is great news.”

It was: The LWFC approved the most liberal duck
and goose seasons state waterfowlers have had since
1984 — 50 days of hunting in the state’s east, west and
Catahoula Lake zones with a daily bag limit of five

ducks and a 95-day goose season. There will be a daily -

limit of five ducks and 10 geese. Last season had a 30-
day duck season and daily limits of four ducks and
seven geese.

The second bit of good news is that they won‘t haveto

wait on the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service to'approve

either the dates, days or limits. .

“All that’s done,” said Dave Morrison, the state’s rep-
resentative on the Mississippi-Flyway Council. “The
Fish and Wildlife Service’s regulations committee met
and, with two exccptxons OK'd everything the Flyway -

Councilsent tothem.”

The exceptlons were modifications to the dates the _

ﬂyway s 14 states sought to construct their individual
seasons and a reduction from two to one in the number
of redhead ducks allowed in a daily limit. The council

asked on Sept. 28-Jan. 23 for its allowable hunting

dates,and the USFWS allowed Sept. 30-Jan. 21.

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American shoots
for 200 win today

GOTEBORG, Sweden — Michael
Johnson is halfway home, his goal of
an unprecedented 400-200 double
within reach at the World
Championships.

Johnson, with a powerful move in
the last 140 meters, ran away from
the competition in winning the 400
meters on Wednesday in 43.39 see-
onds, the second-fastest time in his-
tory.

“I have to admit that I wanted to
break the world record,” said John-
son, who goes after the 200-meter
title beginning Thursday. “But I'm
very pleased with my time. Ithink P'll
eventually breakit.”

Butch Reynolds, who finished sec-
ond at 44.22 — nearly 8 meters
behind, holds the world record of
43.29 set in 1988. Johnson gets an-
other chance for the 400-meter re-
+cord next Wednesday at Zurich,
Switzerland, where he'll only have to
run a final instead of three quali-
fying rounds and a final like he did
here.

Darnell Hall, who finished sixth,
predicted Johnson will set the record
inZurich.

“Michael can break the record any
hour, any day, any time,” Hall said.
“In Zurich that record will fall”

It was Johnson's second consecu-
tive 400 world title and he went un-
der 44 seconds for a record eighth
time. His effort dominated the com-
petition on the fifth day of the cham-
pionships.

John Godina, also attemptmg an
unprecedented double, became the
first American to win the shot put at
the championships with a throw of 70
feet, 5% inches). He also qualified for
Friday's 12-mandiscus final.

In other finals, Fernanda Ribeiro
of Portugal outkicked Olympic cham-
pion Derartu Tulu of Ethiopia and
won the 10,000 in 31:04.99, the
fastest in the world this year, and
Algerian Hassiba Boulmerka, the
1992 Olympic gold medalist, took the
women’s 1,500in 4:02.42.

Meanwhile, two of the favorites in
the women’s heptathlon, Heike
Drechsler and Sabine Braun, both of
Germany, withdrew because of
injuries sustained in the high jump.
The leader after the first four events
was Svetlana Moskalets of Russia
with 3,941 points.

Ukraine’s Sergei Bubka, the only
athlete towin four mdmdual goldsin
the same event inthe first four cham-
pionships and the world record-hold-
er, qualified for Friday’s pole vault

Dear Representative Roach:

Our office is in receipt of your July 17, 1995 memorandum in which you request an
Attomey General’s Opinjon of whether the Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries Commission
{"Commission”) has the authority to adopt an emergency rule in accordance with the
Administrative Procedures Act to grant a tolerance for the mesh size for shrimp nets
within the one and one-cighth inch to one and one-sixteenth inch measurement. In your
request, you reference R.S. 56:6(25). This section allows the Comumission to promulgate
rules and regulations to, among other things, set size limits for all fish and wildlife. Once
promulgated, these rules supersede limits currently set by law.

Article IX, Section 1 of the Louisiana Constitution provides:

The natural resources of the state, including air and water, and the
healthful, scenic, historic, and esthetic quality of the environment shall be
protected, conserved, and replenished insofar as possible and consistent
with the health, safety, and welfare of the people. The legislature shall
enact laws to implement this policy.

Article IX, Section 7 provides: “The control and supervision of the wildlife of the state,
including all aquatic life, is vested in the Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries Commission”.
This section further states that “the functions, duties, and responsibilities of the
Commission, and the compensation of its members, shall be provided by law.”

Thus, the Constitution provides a balancing between the independent Wildlife and
Fisheries Commissions control and supervision over the wildlife of the state and the

legislature‘s ultimate responsibilities over the natural resources of the state. Given the
of Article IX that the functions, duties, and responsibilities of the Commission
shall be as provided by law, the Commission’s authority is subject to the direction of the

legislature.'

Title 56 of the Louisiana revised statutes provides the general provisions for wildlife and
fisheries. Through this title, the Louisiana legislature has enacted a legislative scheme
for the taking of fish and wildlife. These specific provisions regulate certain activities
regarding fish and wildlife and include several sections delineating the functions, duties,
and responsibilities of the Commission.

R.S. 56:499(b) provides:

“No person shall take saltwater shrimp with any trawi, skimmer net, or
butterfly net with a mesh size less than five-eighths of an inch square or
one and one-forth of an inch stretched. . . ."

R.S. 56:8(64) defines “mesh size” as:

“. . . the full measure of the mesh as found in use when measured as
follows: bar measure is the length of the full bar stretched from the near
side of one knot to the far side of the other after being tarred, treated, or
otherwise processed. Stretched measure is the full stretched distance from
the near side of one knot to the far side of the opposite knot diagonally
across the mesh. .. ."

It is clear from the reading of these two sections that the minimum one and one-forth
inch mesh size allowed for shrimp trawls, skimmer nets, and butterfly nets is the mesh
size of the net as the net is used and after the net has been tarred, treated, or otherwise

. Thus, a fisherman using a net with a mesh size less than one and one-forth
inch stretched, regardiess of whether the net has been tarred, treated, or otherwise
processed, is in violation of the law. A review of these sections and other relevant
statutes also show that the legislature did not provide any tolerance for the measurement
of the mesh size for shrimp nets.

In addition to the sections in title 56 providing for specific provisions regulating activities
regarding fish, such as the sections listed above, there are several sections delineating the
functions, duties, and responsibilities of the Commission. These include R.S.
56:6(25)(a) which provides: : '

“[The Comuission] [s]hall promogate rules and regulations, subject to the
provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act, to set seasons, times,
places, size limits, quotas, daily take, and possession limits, based upon
biological and technical data, for all wildlife and fish: . . . Any season, time,
place, size, quota, daily take, or possession limit currently set by law shall
be superseded upon promulgation by the Commission of new rules and
regulations concerning a particular species. . . .”

(b) The provisions of this section shall not amend, supersede, or repeal any
other provision of the law pertaining to fish as defined in R.S. 56:8(38).

Subsection b specifically provides that a rule promuigated by the Commission may not
supersede any other provision of law pertaining to fish. Thus, even if “mesh size” can
be considered a “size limit”, the Commission cannot adopt a rule allowing use of shrimp
nets with a mesh size less than the one and one-forth inch (1-1/4") stretched provided
by statute.

This webbing is being used by most net shops and suppliers because of
cost and quality.

A fishermen purchasing a 1%* mesh netting from a net shop or supplier
have been running into a problem which could cause these fishermen to get a
citation. This webbing measures 1 1/2" to 18/16" inches before it is dipped once
the nets are built and they are dipped they measure 1 3/8" to 1 1/2" depending
on how much dip these nets take in.

| just purchased a bail of webbing from a supplier in Delcambre, This
webbing measures 114" before it was dipped once the nets were built and dipped
tney measured 1 3/8" from the inside of one knot to the outside of the next knot.
in talking to many fishermen whom have purchased ready built nets which cost
them a lot of money and some who have purchased webbing and built there on
nets have seen this same problem.

We are asking you to please contact some one with Wildlife and Fisheries
and see what can be done to prevent us from getting a citation and possibly losing
our nets, which cost a lot of money regardless if we build our own nets or get
them built by a supplier.

The Department of Wildlife and Fisheries will certainly make
every effort to comply with HCR 95. As you are aware the
Commission enacted temporary rules for Sabine Lake during the 1994
shrimp season in an effort to address this problem. It was the
opinion of both the Marine Fisheries and Enforcement Division
personnel that those rules were ineffective.  Observations by
Department personnel revealed that there were only two boats
fishing shrimp in the Lake during the restricted period. We
realize that to those two fishermen the traps represent a problen,
however to many it may not seem reasonable to restrict another
fishery to accommodate so few.

. Marine Fisheries personnel have been made aware of the request
to establish rules as outlined in HCR 95 and have begun to develop
some ideas. We will be considering options to accomplish the
intent of the resolution and will present our findings to the
Commission as soon as possible. Due to time constraints we will
not be able to discuss possible rules at the July Commission
meeting, but will hopefully be able to put this issue on the August
1995 agenda. If reasonable regulations can be developed before
this meeting, the Commission could vote to establish such
regulations in time for the 1995 Fall Inshore Shrimp Season.
