Commissioners Perry Gisclair, Peter Vujnovich and Joseph B. 
Cormier were absent from the meeting.

Secretary Joe L. Herring was also present.

Secretary Herring recognized Mr. Jimmy Thompson, a former 
Commission member; Mr. Don Feduccia from the Louisiana Forestry 
Department? and Mr. Randy Lanctot, Louisiana Wildlife Federation. 
Then Secretary Herring recognized Mr. John Martel and presented a 
plaque to him for his work with the Education facility and 
Hatchery.

Secretary Herring then talked about the Wildlife and Fisheries 
Foundation. This would allow the public the opportunity to donate 
money to the Department. Right now if money was donated to the 
Department, it went into the General Fund Budget and may not be 
spent for the reason it was donated. As soon as the attorneys are 
able to get the program set up, then contributions can be made and 
spent for a specific program.

Several hunting seasons have begun on the Wildlife Management 
Areas and seem to be doing very well. The wood duck study has 
exceeded their annual quota for banding ducks as set up by the U.S. 
Fish and Wildlife Service. A total of 1,500 birds were banded by 
the Department with an additional 500 by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service.

The collection of acorns has begun as part of a reforestation 
program on the Wildlife Management Areas, stated Secretary Herring. 
Not all of the work was done by Department personnel. Clubs and 
organizations participated as well. One of the leading clubs in 
this project is the East Ascension Sportsmen's League.

Chairman Schneider called for a motion for approval of the 
October 6, 1994, Commission Minutes. Commissioner Jones stated a 
change needed to be addressed on page 26 of the minutes in that 
Chairman Schneider did not decide to take up the Declaration of 
Emergency but it was a majority vote to bring the item up for 
discussion again. Then with this correction being noted, a motion



for approval of the Minutes was made by Commissioner Jones and 
seconded by Commissioner Hanchey. The motion passed unanimously.

Presentation from Society of Petroleum Engineers began with 
Mr. Tommy Prickett introducing Mr. David Bryant, Delta Chapter, 
Society of Petroleum Engineers. Mr. David Bryant stated the 
Louisiana Oilmen sponsored a sporting clay tournament and the 
$4,300 proceeds from this was given to the Department for the youth 
and wood duck box programs. Chairman Schneider thanked Mr. Bryant 
for the donation. Mr. Prickett assured Mr. Bryant that their 
donation would be spent with 65 percent going to the youth program 
and the rest for the wood duck boxes. A clay pigeon thrower would 
be purchased for the youth dove hunts. Commissioner Jones 
complimented the Society for their direction with the funds. He 
also stated there was a need to bring the next generation along so 
they could enjoy the sports of hunting and fishing through 
education.

Mr. Dave Morrison Announced the 1995 Duck Stamp Winner. The
competition was held November 2, 1994 with 25 artists 
participating. Mr. John Bertrand from Elton, Louisiana was the 
winner with a drawing of specklebellied geese. Chairman Schneider 
asked how many people participated in the competition?

Mr. Robert Love gave the presentation on the Forestry 
Resolution. Louisiana led the nation during the first half of the 
century in hardwood timber production. With the clearing of the 
Delta from the 1960's to 1980's, the emphasis for acquiring land 
was in bottomland hardwood with the purchase of approximately 
382,000 acres. This purchased land had either been abused or the 
most valuable species were harvested by previous landowners thus 
requiring the formation of the Forestry Program. Mr. Love 
explained the objectives and plan for this program and the 
appendices attached to the plan. Since acquiring the land, there 
has been a limited or non-existent inventory of data. One of the 
limiting factors for the program was the inventory ability. 
Commissioner Jones asked on how much land was there an accurate 
inventory? Mr. Love announced from one-fourth to one-third. Then 
Commissioner Jones stated there was a need to establish some means 
of an inventory. He then asked how many foresters were on staff 
and explained how additional help should be obtained in order to 
set up a management plan for the WMA's. Commissioner Jones also 
encouraged the Department to use the resources they had in order to 
get an inventory. Mr. Tommy. Prickett informed the Commissioners 
that additional funds have been requested which could be utilized 
by this Program to do the inventory work. Chairman Schneider asked 
if planting on the WMA's was taking away from this type of work? 
Mr. Love commented on some of the additional jobs that go along 
with the Forestry Program such as prescribed burning, maintaining 
the roads, and green tree management. However, some 10,000 acres 
have been reforested over the last 30 years in the Delta region. 
Discussion continued on insect and disease control, habitat types.
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maps showing compartmentalization and a sample bid contract as it 
relates to the Forestry plan. Mr. Love was proud to announce that 
there has been steady and forward progress with this program. He 
then asked the Commissioners to endorse a resolution presented by 
the Forestry Section. Commissioner Jones complimented Mr. Love in 
beginning the process to fine tune the forestry management plan and 
being stewards of the land. He suggested and encouraged the 
Department to get some public input and information from other 
agencies in order to fine tune the plan. Chairman Schneider asked 
if Commissioner Jones wanted to defer action on the resolution? 
Mr. Love asked Commissioner Jones if he wanted the Department to 
receive public comment over the next 30 days and provide a revised 
plan for the next meeting? Chairman Schneider asked if there was 
any public comment.

Mr. Randy Lanctot, Louisiana Wildlife Federation, stated they 
supported the good job the Department was doing and would 
appreciate giving the public an opportunity to review the plan. He 
also stated he appreciated the position the Commission took on the 
plan.

Ratification of the Net Ban During Lake Drawdown was presented 
by Mr. Bennie Fontenot. The rule would prohibit netting in
freshwater impoundments that are undergoing a drawdown. 
Commissioner Mialjevich asked how this rule related to an article 
he read that would allow netting in Lafourche during a drawdown. 
Then Commissioner Mialjevich made a motion to approve the Rule and 
was seconded by Commissioner Hanchey. Chairman Schneider asked Mr. 
Fontenot to read the Rule. The motion passed with no opposition.

Chairman Schneider, at this point, welcomed and introduced Dr. 
Hines, a former Commission member and now Senator who was attending 
the meeting.

A Briefing on Opening of Commercial Freshwater Mussel Season 
in Louisiana was given by Mr. Dave Arnoldi. Back in September 
1993, the Commission had a discussion about musseling and expressed 
reservations about harvesting these mussels, training the 
Enforcement Division and severance tax collection. Louisiana has 
a high number of commercially harvestable mussels, but the quality 
of the shell may not be as good as was hoped. As a reminder to the 
Commission, Mr. Arnoldi stated a Mussel Task Force was formed by a 
Senate Concurrent Resolution and met in 1991 and early 1992 to 
discuss conservation and harvest of mussels. A statute raised the 
fee on non-resident permits to $1,400, and a 5 percent severance 
tax was approved by the legislature in 1994. Most of the mussels 
seen by Mr. Arnoldi seem to become sexually mature between the ages 
of 5 years to 9 years. These mussels are able to reproduce several 
times before they reach the commercially harvestable size. There 
was also discussion on identification problems, how the market 
would regulate what species were taken and how the main violation 
to be aware of would be the taking of undersized shells. Chairman 
Schneider asked who was going to watch for this violation. 
Commissioner Jones asked if the mussels were disturbed and not 
placed back properly, could this kill the mussel? Chairman 
Schneider stated he had a problem with any industry that was self- 
regulated when dollars were involved and felt these harvesters 
needed to be checked on. He then asked how many of the rivers were 
Scenic Rivers and felt the public would complain when musseling 
began in the Tangipahoa River. Mr. Bennie Fontenot stated he 
visited the Tennessee Shell Company and learned that the buyers 
would help regulate the market by not buying the small shells from 
harvesters.

Discussion and Possible Declaration of Emergency and Notice of 
Intent on Limited Entry Committee Recommendations Relative to Fish 
Seines, Trammel Nets and Saltwater Gill Nets was presented by
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Commissioner Mialjevich. He stated he has seen an increase in 
license sales on gill nets, trammel nets and seines, and after 
speaking with Mr. Mike Wascom and the Legal Advisor from the House 
Natural Resources, there was the possibility to put forth a 
muidLurium on license sales. Commissioner Mialjevich then 
suggested no more new saltwater gill net, trammel net or seine 
licenses be issued from an established date and then formulate a 
bill to have Limited Entry handled by the legislature. 
Commissioner Jones stated limited entry possibilities needed to be 
pursued. Then he asked what would be the ramifications on 
establishing a moratorium? Mr. Mike Landrum stated Mr. Puckett's 
opinion was the need * for a statutory basis to get into Limited 
Entry. Both attorney's also have concerns about the moratorium as 
it tied to limited entry. Commissioner Mialjevich and Commissioner 
Jones asked Mr. Landrum to clarify what he was saying. Then 
Commissioner Mialjevich asked Mr. Corky Ferret to explain what he 
knows about this topic. Mr. Ferret explained there has been 
discussion on this since January 1993 and we still do not know if 
the Commission has limited entry authority. Two outside attorney's 
contacted by Mr. Ferret felt the Commission has the authority to 
implement a moratorium and then he stated he thought it could not 
be done under emergency action. Commissioner Mialjevich asked how 
many additional licenses have been sold over the last couple of 
weeks? Mr. Ferret stated the license sales were not showing a big 
increase and then he gave the license numbers and sales for 1987 
through 1994 for resident and non-residents. Chairman Schneider 
asked if Florida's vote would put heat on all the other states. 
Mr. Ferret explained how. the other coastal states had or would 
handle this situation if the Florida fishermen came to their 
states. Then Chairman Schneider asked Mr. Ferret to contact Dr. 
Orbach, an expert on limited entry, and see if he could come to the 
next meeting. Commissioner Mialjevich asked how many licenses 
could be sold in 120 days while the necessary action went through 
the APA process? Then he asked the Department to review the data 
available and ascertain if there are grounds to put forth an 
emergency moratorium for the next meeting.

Des Allemands channel Catfish was the next item to be 
discussed. Commissioner Mialjevich made a motion to add a 10 
percent tolerance to the Declaration of Emergency that was passed 
at the October Commission Meeting. Commissioner Hanchey seconded 
the motion. Then Commissioner Jones made a substitute motion to 
not allow the 10 percent tolerance on undersized catfish, and that 
the Declaration of Emergency and Resolution adopted on October 6, 
1994 be revoked and repealed in its entirety. Commissioner 
Mialjevich seconded the substitute motion. The substitute motion 
passed unanimously.

WHEREAS, it has been brought to the attention of the Commission 
that the joint House and Senate Natural Resources 
Committee having oversight power over Commission action 
has found that the Declaration of Emergency previously 
enacted by the Commission is without basis and that no 
statutory basis exists for the paid permit system 
established,by the Resolution and Emergency Rule and has 
requested the Commission revoke and rescind the previous 
actions.

n o w , t h e r e f o r e be IT RESOLVED that the Declaration of Emergency and 
accompanying Resolution and Emergency Rule adopted by the 
Commission on October 6, 1994 purporting to reduce the
size limit for channel catfish below the statutorily 
proscribed 11" minimum size be and hereby is revoked and 
repealed in its entirety.

Goose Creeping Update was presented by Mr. Carl Gremillion. 
He stated a meeting was held before the Commission meeting and it 
was decided to pull this item from the agenda and have another 
meeting with all concerned parties and then present a package to 
the Commission at a later date.
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Going back to the Catfish item, Commissioner Jones then read 
the complete Resolution (noted above) for the record. Commissioner 
Mialjevich asked the Department to appoint the members for the 
Catfish Task Force and hold an organizational meeting before the 
next commission Meeting. Chairman Schneider stated it was okay to 
proceed with Commissioner Mialjevich's request. Commissioner 
Mialjevich asked what happens now to the money paid for the catfish 
permits?

Secretary Herring remarked the Dedication Ceremony to follow 
the Commission Meeting was the largest ceremony the Department had 
ever had. This would include the Environmental Center, the new 
Fish Hatchery as well as renovations to the Beechwood Hatchery.

The Information and Education Division were still receiving 
comments and publicity on the success of the Becoming an Outdoors 
Woman Program. During the month, there were 89 Hunter Education 
Courses with 3,905 students, Aquatic Education held five courses 
with 190 students; and Project WILD held one course with 28 
students. A total of 95 courses were taught during October with 
over 4,000 students participating.

The Inland Fish Division crews continue taking samples in the 
Atchafalaya Basin and this will help in determining stocking ratios 
and what needs to be stocked.

The Section within the U.S. Corps of Engineers that handles 
the weed control along the coastal areas would no longer be doing 
this work. As a result, their equipment and funds were being 
turned over to the Aquatic Plant Section of our Department. The 
Department met with the Joint Legislative Budget Committee and they 
approved this transfer to be effective January 1, 1995.

A drawdown did occur on D'Arbonne Lake and on October 4, 1994, 
a level of 5.5 feet was reached. But since that time, heavy rains 
have occurred and it was expected the drawdown would be successful.

To conclude, Secretary Herring recognized Dr. Carpenter, Mr. 
Jim Avault, Mr. Wendell Lorio, Mr. Jim Fowler all from LSU and Mr. 
Ken Johnson with Facility Planning for helping with the facilities 
and for attending the meeting.

The March 1995 Meeting Date was scheduled for Thursday, March 
2, 1995 in the Baton Rouge office, beginning at 10:00 a.m.

Chairman Schneider asked for Public Comments and none were 
heard.
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Commissioner Mialjevich made a motion to Adjourn the meeting.

Seines, Trammel Nets and Saltwater Gill Nets was presented by
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Commissioner Mialjevich. He stated he has seen an increase in 
license sales on gill nets, trammel nets and seines, and after 
speaking with Mr. Mike Wascom and the Legal Advisor from the House 
Natural Resources, there was the possibility to put forth a 
moratorium on license sales. Commissioner Mialjevich then 
suggested no more new saltwater gill net, trammel net or seine 
licenses be issued from an established date and then formulate a 
bill to have Limited Entry handled by the legislature. 
Commissioner Jones stated limited entry possibilities needed to be 
pursued. Then he asked what would be the ramifications on 
establishing a moratorium? Mr. Mike Landrum stated Mr. Puckett's 
opinion was the need for a statutory basis to get into Limited 
Entry. Both attorney's also have concerns about the moratorium as 
it tied to limited entry. Commissioner Mialjevich and Commissioner 
Jones asked Mr. Landrum to clarify what he was saying. Then 
Commissioner Mialjevich asked Mr. Corky Ferret to explain what he 
knows about this topic. Mr. Ferret explained there has been. 
discussion on this since January 1993 andkstiTl ao nor Know if the 
Commission has limited entry authority. Two outside attorney's 
contacted by Mr. Ferret felt the Commission has the authority to 
implement a moratorium and then he stated he thought it could not 
be done under emergency action. Commissioner Mialjevich asked how 
many additional licenses have been sold over the last couple of 
weeks? Mr. Ferret stated the license sales were not showing a big 
increase and then he gave the license numbers and sales for 1987 
through 1994 for resident and non-residents. Chairman Schneider 
asked if Florida's vote would put heat on all the other states. 
Mr. Ferret explained how the other coastal states had or would 
handle this situation if the Florida fishermen came to their 
states. Then Chairman Schneider asked Mr. Ferret to contact Dr. 
Orbach, an expert on limited entry, and see if he could come to the 
next meeting. Commissioner Mialjevich asked how many licenses 
could be sold in 120 days while the necessary action went through 
the APA process? Then he asked the Department to review the data 
available and ascertain if there are grounds to put forth an 
emergency moratorium for the next meeting.

Des Allemands channel Catfish was the next item to be 
discussed. Commissioner Mialjevich made a motion to add a 10 
percent tolerance to the Declaration of Emergency that was passed 
at the October Commission Meeting. Commissioner Hanchey seconded 
the motion. Then Commissioner Jones made a substitute motion to 
not allow the 10 percent tolerance on undersized catfish, and that 
the Declaration of Emergency and Resolution adopted on October 6, 
1994 be revoked and repealed in its entirety. Commissioner 
Mialjevich seconded the substitute motion. The substitute motion 
passed unanimously.

Going back to the Catfish item. Commissioner Jones then read 
the complete Resolution (noted above) for the record. Commissioner 
Mialjevich asked the Department to appoint the members for the 
Catfish Task Force and hold an organizational meeting before the 
next Commission Meeting. Chairman Schneider stated it was okay to 
proceed with Commissioner Mialjevich's request. Commissioner 
Mialjevich asked what happens now to the money paid for the catfish 
permits?

Secretary Herring remarked the Dedication Ceremony to follow 
the Commission Meeting was the largest ceremony the Department had 
ever had. This would include the Environmental Center, the new 
Fish Hatchery as well as renovations to the Beechwood Hatchery.

The Information and Education Division were still receiving 
comments and publicity on the success of the Becoming an Outdoors 
Woman Program. During the month, there were 89 Hunter Education 
Courses with 3,905 students. Aquatic Education held five courses 
with 190 students; and Project WILD held one course with 28 
students. A total of 95 courses were taught during October with 
over 4,000 students participating.

The Inland Fish Division crews continue taking samples in the 
Atchafalaya Basin and this will help in determining stocking ratios 
and what needs to be stocked.

The Section within the U.S. Corps of Engineers that handles 
the weed control along the coastal areas would no longer be doing 
this work. As a result, their equipment and funds were being 
turned over to the Aquatic Plant Section of our Department. The 
Department met with the Joint Legislative Budget Committee and they 
approved this transfer to be effective January 1, 1995.

A drawdown did occur on D'Arbonne Lake and on October 4, 1994, 
a level of 5.5 feet was reached. But since that time, heavy rains 
have occurred and it was expected the drawdown would be successful.

To conclude, Secretary Herring recognized Dr. Carpenter, Mr. 
Jim Avault, Mr. Wendell Lorio, Mr. Jim Fowler all from LSU and Mr. 
Ken Johnson with Facility Planning for helping with the facilities 
and for attending the meeting.

The March 1995 Meeting Date was scheduled for Thursday, March 
2, 1995 in the Baton Rouge office, beginning at 10:00 a.m.

Chairman Schneider asked for Public Comments and none were 
heard.

firms or corporations currently holding valid licenses for the above 

enumerated gear.

The Commission finds that sales of the above gear are increasing at a 

significant level and even greater levels of sales are anticipated in the near future, 

which could have negative social, economic and management implications for those 

fisheries utilizing these gears, and which will have negative economic impacts on the 

fishermen currently using these gears, both of which constitute an imminent peril to 

the public welfare of the State. This prohibition on the issuance on new licenses for 

the above enumerated gear shall remain in effect until a limited entry program is 

adopted by the Louisiana Legislature.

Gentlemen:

I represent the Louisiana Natural Freshwater Catfish Association, a group of commercial 
fishermen and processors from all over the state. My clients strongly object to the rule 
recently adopted reducing the permissible length at which channel catfish may be taken from 
11" to 8" as being unsound resource management. More importantly, however, they believe 
that you exceeded your statutory authority in taking this action and the rule is invalid. R.S. 
56:326(AX7Xb) authorizes the Commission to make a reduction from the 11" statutory 
minimum provided biological information is submitted to you that such a reduction would not 
be harmful to the resource. I have reviewed the minutes and transcripts of your meetings 
of June, July, September and October of 1994 and suggest that the requisite biological 
information was not presented to you. I also suggest that the finding of imminent peril to 
public welfare, required by the Administrative Procedures Act to authorize adoption of 
emergency rules without notice, is not supported by any findings in the records of the 
proceedings. In fact, the transcript of the October meeting will reflect that the finding and 
explanation of emergency were added as an after-thought, only upon advice of the attorney 
for the department.

In light of the judicial continuance, I respectfully request that the commission avail itself of 
the opportunity to review and reconsider the action with respect to the emergency rule, 
declare the action invalid, and recall the rule.

WHEREAS, the present law prohibits the use of a dog to trail a wounded deer 
during "still hunting only" and archery deer season, and
WHEREAS, many deer are needlessly wasted due to lack of ability of human means 
to track them, and
WHEREAS, use of dogs in locating and retrieving waterfowl, upland game birds, 
rabbits and even squirrels is considered an ethical and good conservation 
practice, and
WHEREAS, neighboring states of Mississippi and Alabama have no regulations 
prohibiting the use of tracking dogs and have no significant problems with 
illegal use of tracking dogs.
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Louisiana Wildlife Federation urges the 
Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries Commission to adopt a policy allowing the use 
of tracking dogs for locating wounded deer.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the LWF urges the LDWF to consult with hunter 
groups to specify breed of dogs or other criteria that will facilitate 
enforcement of this policy.
