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MINUTES OF MEETING OF

LOUISIANA WILDLIFE AND FISHERIES COMMISSION 

March 6, 1986

The minutes of the meeting of February 6, 1986 were 
approved unanimously.

On Wednesday a report and slide presentation was made 
on the first scuba gamefish season on Toledo Bend. No action 
was taken so the season will open again as it did last year.
Dr. Hines mentioned that it should have a little more publicity 
on the legal diving flag. An article will appear in the Con­
servationist concerning this.

Also on Wednesday Harry Schafer gave the Survey Report. 
During the period of February 1-28, 1986 78 surveys were 
scheduled, 15 were unable to be done due to bad weather 
or fishermen unable to meet surveyor. Lease rental collected 
was $10,011.06, survey fees collected was $1,501.60 and 24 
new leases were issued.

Bennie Fontenot presented the ratification of rules 
allowing raising and selling of gamefish fingerlings for 
stocking private waters. These rules were passed unanimously.

(The full text of the rules here 
are made a part of the record)

The Louisiana Wildlfe and Fisheries Commission hereby 
establishes rules that will allow a Louisiana resident to raise 
and sell freshwater gamefish fingerlings for stocking private 
waters. The rules are as follow:

1. A fish farmer raising and selling gamefish must obtain 
an annual fish farmer's certificate (license) at a cost 
of $15.00.



2. Gamefish sold from an approved gamefish farm shall 
not exceed a total length of three (3) inches.

3. The sale of fingerling gamefish obtained from the 
Department of Wildlife and Fisheries is prohibited.

4. A fish farmer raising and selling gamefish must maintain 
a record of all sales and shipments of fish and these 
records must be open for inspection by designated 
employees of the Department of Wildlife and Fisheries.

5. Gamefish farmers transporting gamefish fingerlings 
for sale must notify the Enforcement Division forty- 
eight (48) hours prior to shipment and must possess 
a bill of lading which shall accompany each shipment 
showing species of fish contained in the shipment, 
number, the origin of the payload, destination of
the shipment, the name of the consignee and consignor, 
and the grower’s name and fish farmer’s license number.

6. All trucks transporting gamefish fingerlings for sale 
must have the words "GAMEFISH FARMER" prominently 
displayed with a minimum of three (3) inch block 
letters.

7. Fish farmers holding permits are not granted any 
fishing privileges greater than those stated in Title 
56 of the Louisiana Revised Statutes and must abide 
by all statutes pertaining to domestic fish farming.

8. Permits will be valid for one (1) calendar year.

9. The Secretary may revoke any or all permits issued 
for the raising and selling of gamefish fingerlings 
at any time.

Harry Schafer presented the resolution correcting the 
Sister Lake Seed Reservation line. Mr. Crain made a motion 
to accept the resolution, seconded by Dr. Hines and passed 
unanimously.

KESULTS OF 1985 SPECIAL SCUBA SPEAR FISHING SEASON AT TOLEDO BEND
RESERVOIR

ABSTRACT

A special scuba spearfishing season for game fish occurred at 
Toledo Bend Reservoir from July 20 to September 30, 1985. Comparable 
catch success records were obtained from scuba diver monthly records , 
a diver creel census and information collected by Louisiana Department 
of Wildlife and Fisheries divers. Catch rate values for game fish 
ranged from 0.96 to 2.87 fish per hour and non-game values were from 
0.34 to 0.65 fish per hour. Rules and regulations are suggested for 
future fishing seasons at Toledo Bend Reservoir.

INTRODUCTION

Act 323 of the 1984 Louisiana Legislature authorized the Louisiana 
Wildlife and Fisheries Commission to issue permits for the taking of 
game fish with scuba fishing gear. A resolution requesting the Caking 
of game fish in Toledo Bend Reservoir was presented to the Commission 
at its regular monthly meeting at Lafayette on April 4, 1985. This 
resolution requested that scuba divers using standard underwater spear 
fishing gear be allowed to take game fish and include them in the 
existing legal creel of commercial and rough fish species. The 
Commission approved this request July 3 and authorized the Secretary 
of the Louisiana Department of Wildlife and Fisheries (LDWF) to issue 
permits to take game fish at Toledo Bend Reservoir from July 20 to 
September 30 , 1985 (LDWF News Release No. 85-73).

Each scuba fisherman was issued a permit with the following rules 
to be strictly adhered to:

(I) The special season shall be limited to Toledo Bend
Reservoir, and only in that part of the lake located 
south of Highway 6 (Pendleton Bridge) on the Louis*!ana 
side.



(2) The special season shall begin at sunrise on the twentieth 
day oi July and end at sunset on the last day of September.

(3) The taking of game-fish species shall be permitted during 
daylight hours only from sunrise to sunset.

(4) Each diver harvesting gamefish is required to have a 
special permit issued by the Secretary of the Louisiana 
Department of Wildlife & Fisheries, and the permit must 
be available for inspection upon request.

(5) In addition to the special permit, the permit holder must 
have a valid Louisiana sports!ishing license.

(6) Largemouth bass, crappie and bream shall be the only 
game fish species allowed to be taken.

(7) The daily creel limit shall bo 7 largemouth bass, 25 crappie 
and 50 bream; the possession limit shall be the same as the 
daily creel limit.

(8) The scuba diver must be submerged in the water and use only 
standard underwater spearing equipment.

(9) ivo permitted diver shall have in his possession (vessel or 
on his person) any other fishing gear.

(10 j Each permit holder shall submit to the Louisiana Department 
of Wildlife and Fisheries a monthly report of gamefish 
taken, and other information requested on the forms supplied 
by the Department.

(il) A legal diving flag shall be conspicuously displayed while 
diving operations are taking place.

(12) Permits will expire at the end of each season and shall be 
renewed on an annual basis.

(13) Failure to"adhere to any of the above stipulations shall 
result in the revocation of the permit.

This report summarizes the fishing results of permit scuba
fishermen a a presented in their monthly reports , fishing success o i 
scuba fishermen interviewed by LDWF personnel during a roving creel 
census and fishing success of certified LDWF scuba divers fishing 
Toledo Bend Reservoir in August and September of 1985.



METHODS

Permit scuba fishermen were required to submit monthly reports of 
species and number of fish taken, hours spent spearfishing and fishing 
trips made each month. These reports were compiled by LDWF personnel 
and results are presented in Table 1.

Fisheries personnel of the LDWF conducted a roving creel check of 
scuba divers in August and September. The•divers included permit 
fishermen, non-permit divers (fishermen for non-game fish species) and 
recreational divers (pleasure divers and students obtaining divers 
certification at Toledo Bend Reservoir).

The roving creel check was made by boat from Pendleton Bridge in 
the mid-lake area southward to the Toledo Bend Dam. Two week days and 
1 weekend were spent in checking divers each week of August and 
September. The creel checks were made between 10:00 A.M. and 4:00 
P.M. following preliminary checks that revealed divers waited until 
mid-day to begin diving when visibility improved at 15-25 feet diving 
depths. Monthly participation by divers was evaluated for hours 
fished, trips per year, number and pounds of fish species and prepared 
in summary form in Tables 2 and 3.

Two certified scuba divers of the LDWF utilized standard 
spearfishing gear to take game and non-game fish species in the 
reservoir in August and September. Data collected and reported in 
Table 4 included number and pounds of fish, diving time and number of 
spear shots required to collect each fish.

RESULTS

Monthly Reports From Permit Fishermen

Scuba diving permits for game fish Issued were 378 for 1985.
LDWF received a total of 466 monthly reports or 41.1 percent response 
from a projected 1134 required reports. Data from these reports are 
summarized in Table 1.

Time spent by 211 divers totaled 1426.15 hours in pursuit of 
fish. Game fish taken were 1806 fish or 69.1 percent of the total 
catch. The principal non-game fish caught was catfish that made up 
29.0 percent of the total catch. The remaining 1.9 percent of the 
total were non-game gar, carp, buffalo and shad.

Fish catch rate for all fish species was 1.83 fish per hour 
during the three month period. The catch rate for game fist was 1.26 
fish per hour while the rate was 0.56 for non-game fish.



Percent breakdown of species composition of game fish caught was 
45.7 percent bass , 17.9 percent crappie and 36.3 percent bream or 
Lepumis species. The percentage of the total catch of bass 3 pounds 
or larger was 28.2 percent. The largest bass reported was 10.5 pounds 
and was taken in July.

Creel Census Conducted by Louisiana Dept. Wildlife & Fisheries

Time spent in the roving creel check totaled 102 hours with 79 
Interviews being made during August and September. All scuba divers 
were interviewed, including permit and non-permit fishermen and also 
recreational divers. Results of participation by these three groups 
are presented in Table 2.

Permit fishermen made up 53.2 percent of the total interviews and 
non-permit fishermen were 12.,6 percent of the total count. 
Recreational divers made up 34.2 percent of the 79 interviews.

The combined catch success of permit and non-permit fishermen is 
presented in Table 3. The 52 fishermen spent 55.0 hours diving for 
fish in August and September. The catch rate for game fish was 0.96 
fish per hour and 1.19 pounds per hour effort. Non-game fish values 
were 0.65 fish and 1.49 pound per hour, respectively. The catch rate 
of combined game and non-game fish totals were 1.61 fish and 2.68 
pounds per hour.

Percentage composition of creel by species was 59.6 percent by 
number and 44.5 percent by weight for game fish. Corresponding values 
for non-game fish were 40.4 and 5 5.5 respectively. Largemouth bass 
was the principal game fish collected and made up 66.0 percent of this 
group by number and 95.3 percent by weight. The percentage of bass 3 
pounds or greater in size made up 25.7 percent of the total bass 
collected. The largest bass examined during the two month creel was 
4.2 pounds.

Louisiana Dept. Wildlife & Fisheries Divers Catch Results

The two LDWF divers spent 43.50 hours spearfishing in August and 
September. Results of this effort are presented in Table 4.

Approximately 207 spear shots were made in taking 140 fish that 
weighed 324.3 pounds. The catch rate for all fish species was 3.21 
fish per hour and 7.45 pounds per hour. The catch rate for game fish 
was 2.87 fish per hour and 4.46 pounds per hour. The corresponding 
values for nun-game fish were 0.34 fish and 2.99 pounds per hour.

Species composition of the total catch made up of game fish was 
89.3 percent by number and 59.9 percent by weight. Corresponding



values for non-game fish were 10.7 percent and 40.1 percent of the 
total catch. Of the game fish taken; 52.8 percent were largemouth 
bass, 10.4 percent were spotted bass, 16.8 percent were black crappie, 
14.4 percent were bluegill and 5.6 percent were redear sunflsh. The 
percentage of bass 3 pounds or greater in size make up 27.2 percent of 
the total bass collected. The largest bass collected was 5.4 pounds.



DISCUSSION

Considerable interest was shown by scuba divers and non-diving 
fishermen in the 1985 special scuba game fishing season at Toledo Bend 
Reservoir. The LDWF issued 378 scuba fishing permits during the 3 
month season. Interview information collected by LDWF personnel 
during the roving creel census (Table 2) indicate there were almost as 
many combined non-permit and recreational divers using the reservoir 
as permit divers. Probably a large percentage of these divers will 
have an interest in collecting game fish in the future. The fish 
catch rate potential (ranging from 1.62 to 3.21 fish per hour for all 
fish species as indicated in Tables 1, 3 and 4) and good water 
visibility conditions at Toledo Bend Reservoir makes the impoundment 
attractive to scuba divers.

Concern for possible conflicts between scuba fishermen and sports 
fishermen competing for game fish species was indicated in the 
original resolution requesting the special scuba season. Limiting 
scuba fishing for game fish to the Louisiana portion of the reservoir 
from Pendleton Bridge south to the Dam reduced possible conflicts with 
the extensive sports fishing for bass and crappie that occurs north of 
Pendleton Bridge. The summer scuba fishing season did not create a 
conflict with sports fishermen seeking spring pre-spawning bass 
concentrations or winter-early spring crappie concentrations.

Catch rates of 0.58-0.63 bass per hour fishing effort by permit 
scuba divers is slightly greater than 0.26 bass per hour caught during 
107 fishing tournaments held at Toledo Bend Reservoir in 1980 (Lantz, 
1981) .

Summer scuba fishing in the vicinity of Toledo Bend Dam could 
create possible conflicts with fishermen trolling for striped bass. 
This is the only area in the reservoir that is free of underwater 
obstructions and receives extensive trolling efforts in June and July. 
The concern is for safety as trolling at 12-15 feet depths could 
possibly result in snagging of a diver operating at these depths. 
Adequate diving flags displayed and good judgment by divers operating 
near this trolling area should prevent accidents.

Striped bass were not included In the scuba creel limit in 1985. 
This restriction should be continued in the future. Studies of the 
past four years by LDWF reveal numerous large size striped bass stop 
reeding in the reservoir each summer, become emaciated and swim in a 
sluggish manner (Lantz, 1985). These large fish can be easily snagged 
by hook and line and could be easily collected with scuba fishing 
gear.

Ii future permit scuba fishing for game fish is continued in 
Toledo Bend Reservoir, the same rules should apply and the season 
should be from June 1 to September 30.

Louisiana Department of Wildlife and Fisheries 
Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries Commission

THE FOLLOWING RULE WAS ADOPTED BY THE LOUISIANA WILDLIFE AND FISHERIES COMMISSION 
AT ITS REGULAR MEETING HELD IN LAKE CHARLES, LOUISIANA, MARCH 6, 1986.

The Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries Commission hereby establishes rules 

that will allow a Louisiana resident to raise and sell freshwater gamefish 

fingerlings for stocking private waters. The rules are as follows:

1. A fish farmer raising and selling gamefish must obtain an annual 

fish farmers certificate (license) at a cost of $15.00.

2. Gamefish sold from an approved gamefish farm shall not exceed a 

total length of three (3) inches.

3. The sale of fingerling gamefish obtained from the Department of 

Wildlife and Fisheries is prohibited.

4. A fish farmer raising and selling gamefish must maintain a 

record of all sales and shipments of fish and these records 

must be open for inspection by designated employees of the 

Department of Wildlife and Fisheries.

5. Gamefish farmers transporting gamefish fingerlings for sale 

must notify the Enforcement Division forty-eight (48) hours 

prior to shipment and must possess a bill of lading which 

shall accompany each shipment showing species of fish contained 

in the shipment> number, the origin of the payload, destination 

of the shipment, the name of the consignee and consignor, and 

the grower’s name and fish farmer’s license number.

6. All trucks transporting gamefish fingerlings for sale must have 

the words "GAMEFISH FARMER" prominently displayed with a minimum 

of three (3) inch block letters.



7. Fish farmers holding permits are not granted any fishing 

privileges greater than those stated in Title 56 of the 

Louisiana Revised Statutes and must abide by all statutes 

pertaining to domestic fish farming.

8. Permits will be valid for one (1) calendar year.

9. The Secretary may revoke any or all permits issued for the 

raising and selling of gamefish fingerlings at any time.
