The regular monthly meetings of the Louisiana Wild Life and 

Fisheries Commission were held in New Orleans, Louisiana, on 

Monday and Tuesday, February 19 and 20, 1968,

Monday's meeting consisted of conferences with the Division 

Chiefs and the preparation of the agenda for the Tuesday meeting. 

Monday's meeting was an informal session, open to the public and 

held in Room 226, Louisiana Wild Life and Fisheries Commission 

Building, New Orleans, Louisiana.

The public meeting was held on Tuesday, February 20, 1968, at 

10:00 A.M., in Room 226, Louisiana Wild Life and Fisheries Commission 

Building, New Orleans, Louisiana.

ABSENT: None
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Chainean Jones called the. meeting to order at 10*00 A. H. 

stating that in view of the many people who have taken time from 

their business to come to attend the meeting concerning the 

possible extension of the 1968 Fur Trapping Season, Chairman Jones 

requested that this item be considered as first on. the agenda.

Mr. Ted O'Neil was called on to explain the subject.

Mr. O'Neil said that the Commission has received various requests 

from landowners and trappers for the extension of the fur trapping 

season; These requests are due mainly to the lack of trappers 

and the many animals that are still available to be trapped. Mr. 

O'Neil requested that those people, who were present for the purpose 

of discussing this subject, be heard first before he gave his 

recommendation to the Commission.

. Chairman Jones then recognized Mr. W. H. Harrison, part 

owner of approximately 22,000 acres of trapping land in Lafourche 

Parish. Mr. Harrison explained the immediate, eituation that was 

happening on his land; bad weather, the difficulty of hiring 

trappers and other types of handicaps. Mr. Harrison also gave the 

reasons why an extension would benefit the majority involved, if 

an extension of the season were granted, Mr. Harrison said it would 

permit a more balanced population of muskrats which would in turn 

prevent die offs and eat outs.

Mr. Edgar Mona', a trapper from Plaquemines Parish, spoke next 

in behalf of extending the fur trapping season. Mr. Hone* explained 

that he and his family have been in the fur business for 51 years.
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He stated that there are many nutria and mntikrats still to be

trapped.

Hr. U. C. Guidry# Manager of Harrison Land, also requested 

an extension of the fur trapping season and gave various statistical 

data on the catch of the present season.

Mr. Butley Mahler, Pur Dealer, then spoke in favor of closing 

the season stating that if an extension were granted the dealers 

would have an even more difficult time tyying to sell the furs.

Mr. Mahler stated that the market price on furs is very low. He 

also said that if the season were not closed on February 28th, as 

previously set, that he and other dealers would have to go out. of 

business because it would not be to their benefit to continue with 

the low prices and very little profit.

Mr. O'Neil than made his recommendation. He requested that the 

Commission extend the season 10 days for Cameron and Vermilion 

Parishes for muskrats and nutria only; and a portion of Plaquemines 

Parish have an extension of 10 days to trap nutria only. Mr. O'Neil 

clarified Plaquemines Parish as that portion below tile Empire Locks 

and Canal as the locks and canal cut across the parish and would 

clearly define the area. Also, the season would be closed ̂ completely 

after this 10 day period in the above mentioned areas and with 5 

days grace for the trappers to get their equipment out of the marshes 

and dry their .pelts.

After considerable questions and discussion, the Commission 

then voted unanimously to follow Mr. O'Neil's recommendations.

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WHEREAS, various letters arid petitions were received Toy the 

Louisiana Wild Life and Fisheries Commission requesting the 

extension of the 1968 Fur Trapping Season, and

WHEREAS, due to an early fur trapping season, there are still 

many nutria and muskrats available in the Louisiana marshes and 

if trapped, it would permit a more balanced population of these 

animals thereby affording sound conservation practices.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Louisiana Wild Life and . 

Fisheries Commission does hereby extend the 1968 Fur Trapping Season 

10 days for Vermilion, Cameron and a portion of Plaqueminee Parishes. 

Cameron and Vermilion Parishes shall be extended only for the 

trapping of nutria and muskrats. That portion of Plaquemines 

Parish lying south of the Entire Locks and Canal shall be permitted 

to trap nutria only during the 10 day extension period. The trappers 

shall also have a 5 day grace period to get their equipment put of 

the marshes and dry their pelts.

y  Chairman Jones then called on Mr. Richard Yancey for the

next item on the agenda. . .

Mr. Yancey explained that the Commission recently received 

some requests for the opening of a turkey season In the western 

part of Points Coupee Parish. Mr. Yancey recommended that the 

Commission grant, approval in this request as there is a huntable 

population of turkey in this area, giving a land description of the 

specific area involved.

Mr. Samuel Fryer requested the leasing of 1-1/2 sections of land 

on the Russell sage Wildlife Management Area for mineral purposes.
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Mr. Yancey explained that normally this type of lease is handled.toy 

the Louisiana State Mineral Board upon the request of the Louisiana 

Wild Life and Fisheries Commission. Mr. Yancey said that if this 

request is approved toy the Commission that appropriate rules and 

regulations should toe forwarded to the Mineral Board and made a 

part of the admission's resolution. Which would, in turn, toe made 

a part of the Advertisement for Bids and also incorporated in any 

mineral leases that may toe issued. The rules and regulations for 

the lease would toe the same as those used in similar leases of 

this nature an other wildlife management areas. There are 

approximately 820 acres of land involved in this proposal and 

Mr. Fryer has made formal application to the Commission along with 

a check in the amount of $100.00 oti good faith.

GENERAL REGULATIONS G0VERH1H5 BOTH J^QFHySlCAL 
EXPLORATION & DRILLING & PRODUCTION OPERATIONS 

ON WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT AREAS

1 - . Individual applications must be submitted to the Louisiana Wild 
Life and Fisheries Commission for approval for the leasee to 
dredge canals, build roads, or do any other type of surface 
construction or .surface development work. . A minimum of flfteen(15) 
days must be allowed for the Louisiana Wild Life and Fisheries 
Commission to consider the application and reply thereto.

2 - No fire arms of any kind are permitted On the area.

3 - No hunting of any kind is permitted on this property by anyone
except by permission of the Louisiana Wild Life and Fisheries 
Comniseion.

4 - Trapping permitted only bv the Louisiana Wild Life and Fisheries
Commission.

5 - No intoxicating liquors of any kind are allowed on this property.

6 - No gambling of any kind is permitted on this property.

7 - Speed boat racing is prohibited.

8 - n o unauthorized trespassing of any kind is permitted.

9 - All operations shall be so conducted so as to avoid pollution
and the escape of oil on the property.



19 - It lg imperative that all commission officials and employees 
should cooperate in every way possible with the employees of 
the oil companies in order that complete harmony may be 
maintained,

ROLES AMP REGULATIONS FOR KOSSELL SAGE WILDLIFE MANAGE­
MENT AREA. LOCATE) IN OUACHITA. MOREHOPSE, AHD RICHLAND 
PARISHES.

Specific regulations to be incorporated in all mineral 
. . leases.

1 - Entry into the area for drilling and production operations shall,
as far as practicable, be by road. A minimum amount of lines 
and all permanent superstructure shall be used and tank batteries 
shall be so located and maintained as to avoid pollution of streams 
and other portions of the leased premises and none of the above 
construction work shall be done without first submitting plans for 
the construction of roads, pipelines, tank batteries, salt water 
disposal systems and other permanent installations to the State 
Mineral Board and the Wild Life and Fisheries Commission,. for 
approval, rejection or modification, and all construction plans 
will be presented to the Wild Life and Fisheries Commission and 
other approving parties for study for a minimum of fifteen (15) 
days prior to approval date. Special precautions in developing 
access to drilling sites in areas already intensively improved 
for wildlife may be required as mutually agreed upon by the 
mineral lessee and the wild Life and Fisheries Commission. So 
such construction will be approved that is likely to permit water 
pollution.

2 - Levees and fire guards shall be so constructed around tank
batteries, separators, and boilers as to decrease fire hazards 
and to prevent water pollution,and wherever practical, such levees 
and fire guards shall be bonded to the base after the removal of 
the vegetation and by means of a core trench.
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3 - To prevent pollution all salt water shall be reinjected into
sub-surface formations. In situations where it is, not deemed 
paactical to do this the State Mineral Board and the Louisiana 
Wild Life and Fisheries Commission shall be advised and its 
approval obtained of such other methods of disposal as shall 
prevent pollution.

4 - Flares shall be burned only when necessary and ail flares that
are burned shall be flared in a burning pit. in situations where 
it is deemed necessary to burn 'flares, the State Mineral Board 
and the Louisiana Wild Life and Fisheries shall be advised and 
their approval obtained.

5 - All permanent structures placed on the leased premises shall be
so constructed as to create minimum fire hazards and so as to 
result in avoidance of pollution of water bottoms and other portions 
of the leased premises and minimum disturbance or h a m  to the game 
and wildlife inhabiting said area.

6 - Lessees shall comply with all current rules and regulation® of
the Wild Life and Fisheries Commission for the protection of game 
and wildlife, and particularly, no hunting, fishing or any other 
activities harmful or destructive to game or wildlife shall be 
permitted on the leased premises or any other part of said game 
preserve, upon completion of drilling operations no loud noise 
making machinery will be used in carrying but production operations.

7 - All drilling and producing operations Shall be conducted under the 
strict supervision of the State Mineral Board and the Department 
of Conservation and shall be subject to the prevailing laws, rules 
and regulations of the Department of Conservation.

a - Ho construction or drilling operations may be conducted on the 
area during the waterfowl (duck) season.

The proposed leasee currently has under lease the ; Easterly 
.rr- portions of Sections 21 and 22 and we are advised .that:production 

will probably result in a 320 acre spacing which would-jrequire 
pooling of portions of this lease. Recognizing that production 
would probably give rise to legal proceedings to determine the 
exact Southeasterly boundary of this lease, your mineral co-owners 
have asked that;-1 attempt to compromise this boundary with the 
adjacent leasor^for mineral purposes. I have quoted a fee of $500.00 

"for this service and have advised that for.efficient negotiations
• : • I should also represent your Commission. Your co-owners have

requested that I propose to your Commission that I be employed for

Chairman Jones then explained that the Commission has received 

a request by Radcliff Materials, Inc, to change certain clauses in 

two of their shell dredging leases Which deal with renewal options.

This request is for extensions in shell dredging leases covering 

the area in the Atchaf alaya Bay known as Point an per Shell Reef 

and the area in the Parishes of St. Mary, Iberia and Terrebonne 

referred to as the Three Parish lease. Chairman Jones explained 

that both of these agreements now held by Radcliff Materials, Inc., 

a subsidiary of Southern Industries Corporation, contain a five 

year option for the renewal of the exclusive agreement upon the 

expiration of the agreement, The proposal placed before the Commission 

would eliminate the present five year renewal option clause and 

in place of it Substitute three- five year renewal option clauses 

covering a period of fifteen years. In addition, the renewal 

option would call for an increase in royalty from 12$ to 15$ per 

yard on all material removed under these new agreements. Chairman 

Jones stated that the reasons given for this request by Radcliff 

Materials is that they have entered into long term contracts to 

furnish shell to various cement companies and chemical companies now 

operating in the state. In order to meet these contracts, it will 

be necessary to be assured of a source of supply of reef shells 

throughout the duration of the contracts and will further necessitate 

the purchase and construction of new equipment at considerable cost 

to the company.
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Dr. Glasgow then astked Dr. Ted Ford to explain the benefits 

the Commission would derive from this action.

Dr. Ford stated that the increase in revenues received from 

these royalties would go to two funds? one the Oyster Seed Ground 

Fund and the other is the Commercial Seafood Fund. These funds are 

for improvement in management and production of seafoods as well as 

various research projects for marine fisheries, and other phases 

involved in the protection and maintenance of the seafoods industry.

Chairman Jones then recognized Mr. Clay Calhoun, Who requested 

to be heard in reference to this matter.

Mr. Calhoun requested that the Conmission not grant approval 

to the Radcliff Materials' proposal. Mr. Calhoun claimed that if 

permission is granted to Radcliff Materials these areas involved in

the leases would be monopolized by that concern,- leaving little or
• . • •

few other areas to be leased by local State concerns. Hr. Calhoun 

requested that these leases be advertised for bid and that the 

highest bidder be awarded the leases^

Mr. Ed Lennox, representing Radcliff Materials, Inc., then 

requested the floor. Mr. Lennox explained that these leases have 

not expired? therefore, relinquishing them is not the question.

Mr. Lennox explained that under the proposal, the leases or agreements 

would still expire in 1970 and 1971, but will continue in effect? 

under three five year options until 1985 and 1986 respectively. In 

this way, the company can meet the demands of their contracts by 

supplying the reef shells throughout the duration of their contracts.



After considerable discussion and questioning. Chairman Jones 

called for the Commission's vote. A motion was made by Mr. Morris 

favoring the proposal and seconded by Mr. Thompson. Then, Chairman 

Jones requested a vote by a show of hands. Those in favor of the 

Saddiff Materials, Inc. proposal were Mr. Thpiqpsan, Mr. Morris,

Mr. Fairchild, Mr. Wright and; Chairman Jones. Mr. Kyle and Mr. Guidry 

abstained from voting.

On motion of Mr. Morris, seconded by Mr. Thompson, the following 

resolution was unanimously adopted e
