These trappers all stated that they wanted to protect the few muskrat 

that were on their land by- trapping the nutria. The nutria are 

destroying the food and nesting grounds of the muskrats.

In relating the protests of the closure of the trapping season, 

two of the trappers stated .that a trapper was found in violation of

trapper was in his pirogue going to the back portion of his property

seized the pelts and then shortly after sold the pelts to Another 

individual. The trapper was fined $25.00 for the Violation. It . 

was stated that the sale of the pelts was for $150.00.. Later, they 

stated, these people tried to make a deal with the trapper and give 

him back $100.00 for his, pelts. This deal was never transacted.
