Before beginning the regular agenda, I
want to clarify something and I think now might be
the appropriate time. There was a.feature appeaf—
ing on a television station in south Louisiana
some weeks ago that said that the Louisiana Wild
Life and Fisheries Commission had loaned a boat to
an alligétor poacher to go into the marshes near
Houma in Terrebonne Parish, which is absolutely
false. Yesterday the Sheriff of Terrebonne Parish!
came to this office and met with the Commission
and assured us that that‘was not the situation and
he is available to anybody that wants to talk. to
him. |

fhé:situaﬁion was that the Sheriff was
investigatiné a murder, that the Wild Life and
FisheriQS'Commission loaned to the Sheriff's

department a boat to be used in his investigation.

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The. Sheriff's department was utilizing a convicted
alligator.poacher in his inveéfigation, gnd the
Sheriff controlled the entire opergtion. ,

So, to those people that have ingquiries

" about it, X would suggest that y&u talk to the
" Sheriff of Terrebonne Parish and he will clarify
the matter for you. Thank you.

We will go down the agenda. I will take
two items out of order, the two items by Dr. St.
Amarit, as there is one person representing one of
the applicants who is from out of town and Qanted
to leave. Dr. St. Amant.

DR. LYLE ST. AMANT: Mr. Chairman and
Members of the Commission, we havé two items today|
The first one is a request for permit to dredge
sand and/or fill ‘material from the Mississippi
River at Mile llS,iﬁ the yicinity of St. Rose in
St. Charles Parish by the St. Cha;les Sand Company.
We have examined this request.. It meets all the
requirements set f&rth by the Commission and we
recommend that the permit be granted. )

THE CHAIRMAN: You have heard the recom-

mendation. What is YOur pleasure?

MR. H. C. WRIGHT: Second.

THE CHAIRMAN: It has beén‘moved by Mr.
Berry, seconded by Mr. Wright.. Is there any fur-
ther discussion? Aﬁy objection?

BE IT RESOLVED that the
Louisiana Wild Life and Fisheries
Commission does hereby grant permission
to ST. CHARLES SAND COMPANY to remove
sand énd/of fill material from the
Miésissippi.River at Mile 118.0, in
the vicinity'éf St. Rose in St. Charles
Parish, Louisiana.

DR. ST. AMANT: The second item is a
regquest by the W. T. Burton Industries, Iné..
Lake Charles, Louisiana, for a renewal of their
permit to dredge fgr'clam and reef shell in

Sabine Lake. Now the W. T. Burton Company had
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asked for this permit in April. They have been
renewing the permit on an annual basis. At that
time they wrote in and said they did not want the
permit and then later came back aﬁd said they would
like to exercise their right as of this date.

Upon examination of their request, we
find that i; meeﬁs all the requirements set forth
by the Commission. It is a renewal of an existing
permit which allows them to dredge in Sabine Lake
and specifically in one area near the shore where
there is a clam bed. We recommend, however, that
if a new permit is granted, that the royalty be
increased from 12 cents to 19 cents a yard to
bring it ﬁore in line with the other foyalties
now being paid by shell-dredging operators.

Now.at the time of examination of their
request,vI recommended that the permit be granted
for one year. This morning the Wild Life and
Fisheries Commission received a telegram from the
city of Port Arfhur, Texas, in op?osition to this
permit. It just came in. I plan to read it and
the Commission can take whatever action they feel

necessary.

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It says, "The City of Port Arthur would
likxe to protest the issuance of clam and shell
reef dredging pérmit to W. T. Burton Iﬁdustries.
Inc., or to any othér dredging operation in Lake
Sabine. Port Arthur occupies most of the western
portion of Lake Sabine and we do not permit shell
dredging iﬁ that portion of the lake that we
control. Lake Sabine has great recreational
potential. It could be of great value to the
citizens of Louisiana and Texas as a recreational
outlet. ©Note, after each shell dreding operation
a junk yard of sunken barges, pilings, cables and
other abandoned eguipment used in shell dredging
operations are left to form hazards to the citi-
zens who like to use these waters. Again we would
like to respectfully protest the issuance of any
shell dredéing permit in Sabine Lake. Signed,
Bernice W. Sadler, Mayor."

MR. BERRY: Mr. Chairman, it appears to
me that the people who sent that telegram haven't
been too closely connected with EPA lately, or us,
either one, and I don't think this is going to do

any great damage to the recreational facilities

BT
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there. What do you think, Dr. St; Amant?

DR. ST. AMANT: The lake has been
dredged for some twenty or thirty years, Mr. Berry
and if the damage has been done, it would have beej
aécomélished already. I would say this, though,
if the W. T3 Burton Company or any dredging com-
pany does operate in a careless maﬁner that allows‘
materials to clutter up.the bottom, then they
should be held liable for this or there should be a
restrictive'clause in the permit.

This is the recommendation that I have
made with respect to offshore oil drilling and a .
great many other things, and I think in t he past,
and no reflection on W. T. Burton or anyone else,
there has been some carelessness involved in
industrial operations in water areas, because it
was simpler sometimes to dump it overboard or
lose it.

MR. BERRY: Mr. Chairman, I make a
motion we grant this permit.

BE IT RESOLVED that the
Louisiana Wild Life and Fisﬁeries
éommission does hereby grant per-
mission to W. T. Burton Industries,
Inc., to remove clam and reef shell
from Sabine Lake for a period of one
year from August 1, 1972, this permit
being a renewal of the permit issued
to wW. T. Burtoﬁ Industries for the
period from May 1, 1971 to May 1, 1972,
with certain changes.

THE CHAIRMAN: Mr. Yancey.
MR. RICHARD K. YANCEY: Mr. Chairman,
Members of the Commission and ladies and gentlemen,
the next item on the agenda has to do with the
establishment of an experimental alligator season.
This subject, as we all know, is quite controver-
sial here in Louisiané and because of this I feel
that we shoﬁld go ;nto it in some detail so that
if the?e is anyone present that has any questions
or wiéhes to offer any comment orIOpposition ﬁo
this, then we feel that it should be brought out
at this meeting.
Before g?tting into the details and the

provisions under which this season will be conducte¢d,
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I would like to say that a considerable amount of
work has been carried out in laying the groundwork
for this program. We have had the %ssistahce of
Dr..Glaséow, Dr. Chabreck and Johﬁ Lynch, who have
served on an advisory committee in workiﬁg with
the Commission biologists in working out the pro-
cedures under wﬂich this season would be carried
out.

This advisory committee that was chaired
by Dr. Glasgow has provided us with a report. If
it meets with the pleasure of the Commission,‘l
wou;d like to call on Dr. Glasgow at this time to
make a few comments as to what they have ih the
report. I would like to also advise those in
attendance that copies of his report will be on
the press table in the event that anyone would
like to réview their findings in detail after the
‘meeting. At this time I would like to call on Dr.
Glasgow, and after he has finished his statément,'
we will outline'the procedures under which this
exéeriment will be conducted,

'DR. LESLIE GLASGOW: Thank you, Mr.

Yancey. Mr. Chairman, Members of the Commission
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and the Director, ladies and gentlemen, it is
always a p}easure for me to come to New O;ieans
and appear before a group of sportsmen and people
interested in our natural resources.

I want to review just a little bit of
the reasoning for an alligator season. I think

anyone who is familiar with this state knows that

‘'we have come a long way since the early settlement

when alligators were regarded as pests and a nui-
sahce and should be done in, at any opportunity,
because they were considered as pests at that time
and they did kill woodé hogs and theyidid inter-
fere with the settlement of this stéte to a
limited degree.

Little was ever made of their hides. It
was almost a complete waste at that time. We
entered a second pefiod when tﬁe hideé becéme of
some value, although not of greativalue. They
were predators of fur animals. They were still
considered pests ana‘dangérous to many people and
were killed rather indiscriminately, but their
status did improve a little. Theh we'ente;ed a

third period, 'and that is the recent period.when
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the pelts or hides became very v&luable, where we
have had over-§Xploitation, Qhere we have had
poaching indiscrimiﬁately'in some areas, where we
have had lax court action, where we have had an
apathetic public, but I think we have reached the

day now when all of these things of the past will

"be used to manage the alligator properly.

We are fortunate that the alligator is
a very persistent animal. It is a renewable
resource. It is a manageabie resource. I;'has
an extremely high reproductive potential and it
respondé then very quickly to management. This
accounts for the quick recovery of alligators in
those areas where they were at one time very low
and within a five-year period you have a large
number of aniﬁals. It can be a very important
source of income to the landowner, thereby serving
as an incentive for him to retain marshlands in a
condition that benefits manf other species of wild
life as well as the alligator.

Because of over-harvest, the ‘gator did
reach a low point, and we are speaking mainly

about Cameron Parish in the early Sixties. Refuge

A*24
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in the area supported a moderate population. They
always have. But in Cameron Parish the leading
citizens initiated a plan to restore the ‘'gator
population in the parish and the whole idea was the
anticipatioﬁ of restoration and an open season when
‘the population built up to the point where they
could stand it.

Their'plan involved research, management,
enforcement, cooperation from the courts, and sﬁp~
port from residents of the parish. The parish was
restocked, and I am proud of the fact that I had a
part in it, because we took students to -the refugeg
we caught alligators; they were given to‘Wild Life
and Fisheries and they were stocked throughout the
parish. The prOgram does have the support of the
people. The courts in Cameron Parish have doled
out severe penalties, and I don't know of a single
.case where an alligator poacher has been released
without a penalty of some type. The landowners
have protecfed'them'and have encouragéd management
of the 'gator.

The~program has begn very successful, ang

anyone who doubts it  only need go to Cameron

13
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Parish to see the results. There are many alli-
gators in.Caméron’Parish. I think this is an
excellent example of good wild life management and
is one that the remainder of this state and any
other that has alligators should follow. The pro-
gram has progressed to the.final step, and that 1is
the harvest.

The guestion at this time is an important
one. Shoula these marshland owners and residents
of Cameron Parish be permitted to carry out the
final.step, or should they be denied the right to
harvest alligators? I don't think Cameron Parish .
should be penalized because of the weakness of
other areas, nor because of outside objections.

We should not permit a negative approach to man-
agement. Therefore, the alligator advisory com-
mittee‘came to this-recommendaﬁion, that the
Louisiana Wild Life and Fisheries test an experi-
mental harvest in parts of Cameron Parish, with
the following safeéuards:

That itvbe restricted in scope to tﬁe
very well-defined areas so that there wouid be no

mistake on open areas versus closed ones.

&
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That all laws pertaining to alligators
be very riéidly enforced..

That the harvest rate be set to permit
continued expansion of the popuiaﬁion in that
area.

That a tagging system be devised to
identify individual hides.

The sales of the skins should be care-
fully controlled by the Commission.

Appropriate federal»and officials of
other staﬁes should be advised of the.buyer, the
destinat ion of the skins, the size, the number
and so forth for any hides going out of state.

The Commission should reguest extra
assistance of federal agents for all shipments
going out of state, because when they reach the.
state line, we no longer have any control of them.

A vigorous state and national publicity
program should be initiated to discourage'illegal
09¢rations énd to géin support for the progranm.

There were a few other minor items, but
I think that will give you an idea of what we will

recommend.
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harvest technigues that are permitted.

In keeping with the experiﬁental nature
of the program, a careful evaluation should be made
of all aspects of the harvest. Some of the featuré
should be these:

Théy should examine the feasibility of

setting guotas on land, that is, harvest guotas.

They should examine very carefully the

Théy should gather size and sex data of
animals taken. |

They shoﬁld investigate ;he impact of
the harvest.on the future of alligator populations
in the area,.

They should check very carefully the
effectiveness of the tagging prégram.

They should monitor the problems.involved
in the administration of the program.

They should survey the landowners fol-
lowing the harvest, to determine Qhether i; has
been satisfactory for them, and to gain new infor-
mation that might be helpful in fqture seasons.

They should also at the completion of

the season issue a report, setting forth all of

DOOS
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about it that I can see.

the findings and results of this experimental
season..

We have reviewed the plans that the Com-
mission has worked on and we are satisfied that the
requirements that we have recommendgd will be met;
I think there will be some objections. There 1is
considerable red tape in the plan, but it is neces+
sary in order to be secure. I ﬁhink everyone is
aware of the fact that the alligator is classified
presently as an endéngered species and therefore
some people question whether it should be harvested
bﬁt I think even a more important question is cne
whether the 'gator should be on the endangered
species list. Certainly anyone whb knowé of the
populations in this state feels that it should be
removed. 'There is some objection from small land-
owners because they feel that it will benefit
largely the largg landowner. Just as a fact of

life, there's not really much that can be done

We do then recommend an experimental
alligator season for a restricted part of Cameron

Parish, and I would invite and urge anyone or any

Go¢ ’
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group that 1is truly interested in-the ailigator or
ahy other form.of wild life to put their effort
into saving habitats, to put their effort into the
land acguisition program that this Commission has,
because alligators, like every other wild bird or
mammal,ﬁaweto ﬁave a place to live, and if there
is anythiné ﬁhat feally.endangers alligators or
other wild life species, it is destruction of the
habitat. Management caﬂ perpetuate them forever,
and if we have both habitat and good management,
the alligator will be around on the face of the
earth forever. It ié a simple thing. to accomplish
‘and we should then move ahead with it.

THE CHAIRMAN: Thank you very much, Dr.
Glasgow.

MR. YANCEY: Thank you very much, Dr.
Glasgow, fo? an excellent report. We certainly
appreciate the work and thdught that you and the
other members of the committee put into preparing
this report and recommendations to the Commission.
We would liké to assure you that, to the best of
our ability, the stipulations that you set“fdrth

in these recommendations will be followed in carry}
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" program will be carried out and the quota system

out this season. We also have with us Ted Joanen,
a biologist for the Commission, who has censused
the alligator populations in the coastal areas and

has helped work out the details under which this

and so forth, and Dr. Palmisano in the Fur Divisiod
who has developed a tagging system, and other pro-
cedures.

We.would like to emphasize what Dr.
Glasgow has said, inasmuch as the éensus data has
shown that alligator populations have increased
signifi&antly in parts of Loﬁisiana over the past
twelve years. Ngw this'applies particularly to thd
marshes of southwest Louisiana, and we feel this
resulted from the fact that we have had better
enforcement, good prosecutions in the courts in
Cameron Parish, and.we have, of course, had closed
seasons on alligators in Lbuisiana since 1965. We
have involved ourselves in a trapping and restock-
ing program of alligators over -about a four-year
period. A great amount of research has been done
by biologists for the éommission, and also, of

course, the Lacey Act was passed in Congresé. which

Eg
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afforded federal proﬁection against the shipment
of illegally taken hides across state lines.

Now ihvenpories'of alligatér populétions
by Joanen and otﬁers indicate that we have about
a gquarter of a million of these reptiles in the
state. Of course, because of the high populations
that have developéd in certain areas, it appears
incumbent upon us to develop a season under which

{
open seasons can again be carried out in Louisiana
in areas wheré sﬁrplus aniﬁals are available in
order fhat an annual renewable and sustained yield
of alligators can be obtained.

Now we are not, under any stretch.of the
imagination, rec&mmending a statewide(alligator
season at this time, or even coastwide.. We are
recommending that this season be conducted strictlf
on an experimentalibasis in order that procedures
and technigques can be worked out under which futursg
seasons c¢can be held in other areas. Because of
this fact, we recommend that this be conducted on
an experimental basis only. As Dr. Glasgow pointed

out, there will be a considerable amount of red

tape that will go with this, and we have built int¢
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this about every safeguard that we feel is feasibld
at this time. |

Now the stipulations under which the
season would be conducted are as folloﬁs. These
don't go into every detail, but they hit the higﬁ—
lights. The season would be open only in that part
of Cameron Parish south of the Intracoastal Canal.
This would exclude any state or federal refuges in
that area, and it would be open only for a 13-day
period beginning Séptember 5 and ending September 1
1972. |

That particular area of the state was
selected because it has by far the highest popula-
tion of alligators and because éf the good work
they have done in managing those animals in that
particular area. Surplus alligato;s are certainly
on hand over there and available for harvest.

Mr. Joanen estimates the population of
alligators in this particular region at about
50f000. of qourse, the gquota system that he has
recommended is that about 4,000 of these animals

would be takén if all of the landowners in that

area participate. Certainly there will probably
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be some that won't participate.

The ;ecommendation is that only 'gators
over four feet in lgngth C§u1d be taken and that
the hours during which they counld be taken would
extend from sunrise to sunsét.during the open
season. It is also recommended that they be per-
mitted to ﬁe.takeh by any legal means except polind.
Apparently poling is a system that would allow the
taking of a large percentage of nesting females
and the purpose of excepting that would be for the
purpose of protecting those females.

Oﬁly licensed hunters would be ailowed
to participate iﬁ the seasoh. The licenses are
$25.00 each. Théy would be issued only after
applications have been submitted by the hunters,
shéwing the landé upon which they would hunt. They
either own~the land orlhave the authority to hunt
on the land. Each hunter and each ;icensee would
also certify that he understands the regulations
ané will conform to those.

A strict guota system will be used to
insure thét.the harvest will be evenly distributed

over the open-season area, which again would permit

BCed
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the taking of only about eight percent of that
population. |

The tagging system that will be used,
all of these tags will be numbered. They are inter
locking tags and they could not be reused. The
alligator hunter would 5e required to stick those
taés on the animals immediately after thef were
taken. We think that the tagging system 1is going
to preclude fhe possibility of any illegal skins
that may have been taken over past years getting
into this program and possibly being marketed
during this program. Certainly we don't want this
to happen and we don't think it will under this
system. |

The gquota that is suggested here bg
Joanen and Palmisano and others is that one tag
would be issued for each 100 acres of fresh marsh
in the.area applied for, and one tag for each 150
acres of intermediéte marsh, and one tag for each
700 acres of brackish marsh and one tag for 700
acres of puﬁp-out type marsh. B

Following the close of the season all

of the skins taken in the open~season area would

000
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have to be validated by personnel of the Commission
at the Rockefeller Refuge. Here again 1is another
safeguard against the possibility oflany illegally
taken skins being processed throuéh ﬁhis system.
All of thesé skins will have to brought to. the
‘Rockefeller Refuge between the dates of September 18
and 21, where they will be examined and ﬁeasured
and so forth by Commissioﬁ biologists? and they
will also be retagged, so each skin that would go
out of the state under this program, if it didn't
have theAtwo tags, it would be considered to be
illegal. |
Furthermore, special dressing instruc-
tions are going ﬁo be issued about three or four
days in advance of the seasoﬁ to the license
holders. In other words, if a skin is brought in
that isn'ﬁ’dressed according to the instruqtions
.issued; then it is going to be considered to be
illegal. Of cqurse,'the usual shipping regulations
will be applied.in the handling of any skins.
Pefmits will be issued to some of the alligator
farmers in order that they can remove some of theif

surplus’aniﬁals, but they are going to have to

P33
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follow the same system that the régular license
holders are going to use.

We woﬁld also like to say that we would
recommend that the Commission fix the administra-
tive respongibilities under which this program is
going to be carried out. Of course, we would like
to have thevEnfordement Division undertake a strict
and concerted enforcement effort to see that alli-
gators are not taken contrary to these regulations.
We are going to need a publicity program and we
would like to see Hurley Campbell'and McFadden
Duffy be delegated the responsibility of seeing
that everybody understands this. We particulafly
need to get out the word about the limitations undae
whiéh this season is going to be conducted and the
dates and the area in wﬁich.it is going to be held,
so tﬁat nobédy in Louisiana will get the impression
that they can suddenly go out and start hunting
alligators, because it simply is not going té be
that way.

Of course, Ted Joanen, our biologist at
Rockefeller, we would like for his responsibility

to be that he would review the applications
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submitted by the prospéctive all%gator hunters énd
he would determine.the guota system.under»which it
will be conducted and also be responsible for the
research. Dr. Palmisano would be deleéated the
responsibility of issuing licenses and tags and
maintaining records and supervising shipment and
so forth,

Those are basically the proyisioﬁs under
which this thing will be carried out. A lot of
thought has gone into it, and we think that most
of the loopholes are plugged, but here again, if
there are any loopholes in it, this is the purpose
of the experiment, and if we find later we have
made a mistake or two, as theée seasons are expande
to other parts of the state as popﬁl;ﬁions develop
in other parts of the state, then they will 5enefit
by the information that has been gathered during
this experimental season, |

THE CHAIRMAN: Thank you, Dick. Is
there ényone in the audience that would like to be
heard, pro, con or it doesn't make any diffence?

THE CHAIRMAN: For Mr.~fancey?

FROM‘THE FLOOR: Yes.

THE CﬁAIRMAN: All right. Why don't you
state your néme and ask ;oué question. |

MR. CHRIS SHEAROUSE: I want to say some-
thing. I was curious whether the Commission con-
sidered moQihg surplus alligators to more thinly
alligator-populated areas before opening up an
experimental alligator season.

MR. YANCEY: We have been engaged in a
program of this type for several years and the
Commission has a policy under wﬁich any landowner
that has marshes that he feels are deficient in
numﬁer of alligators would like to stock those
marshes, we will supply him with alligators, pro-
vided he agrees to certain stipulations such as
he will profect the alligators, he has adeqguate
habitat, and that he won't ask for an open season
or anything along that 1i$e until the population
has built up. I think about a week ago we shipped
48 alligators to Arkansas. The Fish and Game
Department up therg requested those to resiock

some of their habitat that doesn't have those
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animals present and they were taken in just an
hour or so on Marsh Island and shipped up to
Arkansas. This is just another part of an ongoing
program and alliéatdrs are available and we will
"transplant them to areas that are deficient in
these reptiles, provided those areas meet certain
requirements.

MR. HOFFPAUER: Richard, i would like to
correct you on one thing: you said "several years."
We have been doing tﬁis for eleven years. Ted,
how many alligators have we moved out? Three
thousand within the state and out of_state that we
have transplanted for restocking.

MR. SHEAROUSE: I have one other gquestion.
I was curious to know;_are there any assurances
that convicted alligator poachers who ére presently;
operating won't be in on the hunt?

MR. YANCEY: Well, we have an application
form, and these applications are going to be very
closely scrutinzed By Ted Joanen and Dr. Palmisano,
and we don't feel that there.is going to be any
room or any. loopholes in thislsytem for people such

as you describe to.pérticipate in it.
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THE CHAIRMAN: Are there any other ques-
tions for Mr. Yancey before we hear from the audi-
ence?ﬁ‘O,K; I think there was only one person who
wanted to be heard. Is tﬁere anyane else? Don't
be bashful. We want to hear all sides of it. Do
you ‘want t§ come up to the microphone and state
your name, please?

MR. FRANK. LOPEZ: My name 1is Frank Lopez
and I am from St. Bernard Parish. I am a fisherman
from Delacroix ISlabd and the reason why i am here
today is because I went rigging last gight, I was
caught.and I was booked. |

THE CHAIRMAN: Are you.going to talk
about the alligator -season?

MR. LOPEZ: No, sir. Shrimp.

THE CHAIRMAN: O0.K. We will take you.
on the agénda now we are talking about the alli-
‘gator season. We will be glad to hear you and
give you all the time you want after we have
finished that'igem.’ I am sorry that I didn't make
myself clear.

Is there anyone in the audience that has

any comments about the alligator season?
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MR. ALVIN éERIGNEA: I would just like tog
ask one question. Is this to'be‘set'only for
Cameron Pgrish, this allijator season?

THE CHAIRMAN: Yes. Mr. Yancey will

- explain the area.

MR. YANCEY: Tﬁis season.Will be open
only in that péft_of Cameron Parish south of the
Intracoastal Canal and it wi;; not.  be open on any
of the state-or federal refuges in that area.

MR. SERIGNEA: “What about St. Bernard-
P;aquémines?

MR. YANCEY: That will remain closed.
That will positiveiy remain closed.

MR.>SERIéNEA: Now this is the thing.

Is there a certain limit on any man that wants to
go out there and hunt? Is there a certain limit
he can get?

MR. YANCEY: Positively. If he has got
2,000 acres of fresh marsh, he is going to be only
given 20 tags to take 20 alligators out of that
marsh, and those tags are valid oniy on that par-

ticular marsh. These tags will be issued only to

private landowners or people that are authorized
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to hunt on those particular marshes. They are not
going to be issueﬂ to everyone that applies for
them.

MR, SERIGNEA: Such corporations as
Delacroix Corporation that own a lot of land, 1if
they wanted to put some people out there and catch
these alligators, £hey would have té require the
tags for these people?

MR. YANCEY: Well, this will come in the
future, yes, but this year none of southeast
Louisiana is going to be open-at all, and we hope
that that is going to be made abundantly clear,
that this open season is going to only apply tb a
very limited part of the coastal marsh that lies
in Cameron Parish. We are going to work out the
details of this program, and eventually, if you
all build ué your alligator population in your
parish, then we will open the season over there,
and we will know ﬁow to open it because we are
going to gather a lot of information under this
prdgram in Cameron Parish and we are going to know
how to control it.

We think there are some advantages to
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" to increase his incentive in maintaining his marshe

‘mendous rate. They are being converted as housing

this thing. In addition to keeping the alligator
populations in balance with other forms of wild
life in the marsh, they are going to provide some

monetary return to the landowner and this is going

as wetlands rather than converting them to all
other sorts of land use. Dr. Glasgow touched on

this point. We are losing marsh lands at a tre-

areas and cattle range, drained cattle range, and
everything else. This is the number one issue, to
protect our ﬁarshes and save them as wetlands. The
more money that a landowner can get outtof duck
leases and furbearers and alligators and all of
this, the more apt he is to maintain his marsh
lands in wetlands~rather.than convert them to some
other ﬁype of land ﬁse.

THE CHAIRMAN: Is there anyone else in
the audience that has any comment?

MR. BERRY; Mr. Yancey, I would liken
this harvest you aré talking about to the man Qho
is raising cattle or raising chickens or\raising

corn. These people in Cameron Parish in this
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particular area protected alligators for this pur-
pose and have apparently been promiéed an open
season to harvest these alligators. I would like
to go on record as being in'fayor of this and would
like to make a motion that-we;?ermit this season,
Mr. Chairmén;
TﬁE CHAIRMAN: It has Dbeen moved by Mr.
Berry that the recoﬁmendations of Mr. Yancey be
accepted.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED,
that a trial alligator season is hereby
established in accordancelQith the fol-
lowing regulatibns. No exceptions tb
these procedures will be permitted, and
anyone taking alligators contrary to
these regulati6ns will be charged in
accordance with the Léuisianq Revised

Statutes:

1. Open area. Alligators may be

i
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taken only in Cameron Parish,
south of Intracoastal canal;

all state and federal refuges

‘will remain closed. - An estimated

50,000 alligatdrs are present in
this area outside the refuges.

Not more than eight percent of
this population may be taken
dpring'the season.

Harvest season. The open season
shall run only for a 1l3-day period
beginning at sunrise on Tuesday,

sﬁnset.A Size: ANo alligators under
fourlfeet in length may be taken.

to the holders of alligator hunter
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licenses shortly before the opening

of the season describing detailed
methods regarding the dre;sing of
alligator skiné. Skinsvprocessed
contrary to the specific reqqire?
ments of the Commission will be
cqnsidered illegal. Pole hunting
is prohibited to piotect nesting
populations.

4. Licenses;. An alligator hunter
must have a valid commercial alligator
ﬁunter license to take, transport
or sell alligatorsbor their skins.
The fee for the license is $25.00
per year . and is non-transferable.
‘In o:der to obtain the license, he
must have resided in Louisiana for
one yeaf preceding the season. He
must complete application forms
proviaed by the Commission and
furnish proof that he owns the
.lan& or has an agreement with the

landowner to hunt alligators on the
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specified property. 'Iﬂformation és
to the location and acreage of the
propefty must be provided. Appli-
cations must be submitted between
"the dateé August % and August 25,
1972. The alligator‘hunter license
Qill be issued only after the

hunter has satisfactorily complied
with the above requirements. An
exact copy of the‘approved appli-
cation form must be carried while

in the act of hunting alligétors.

A fur buyer license or fur dealer
licehse is required for purchasing
and handliqg raw alligator skins in
Louisiana. Only a dealer or trapper
ﬁay ship alligator skins out of the
state.

5. Tagging. In addition to a valid

_ commercial alligator hunting license,
the hunter must also obtain from the
Comﬁissipn, and have in his possession

while hunting, official tags which

©86&
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must be firmly attached to each
.alligator skin immediately upon
‘taking. Numbered tags and tagging
pliers will be issued to license
holders for a sum of $5.00. The
tags must be ;ttached approximately
six inches from the tip of the tail
end of the gkin. .The tag must
remain attached to the skin until
finally processed by the tanner.

It shall be illegai to posseés raw
alligator skiﬁs in Louisiana without
valid official tags attached.
Official alligator tags will be
issued'only to alligator huﬁters
and only to those»wh& have authorized
apélicatiéns. The nﬁmbe; of tags
will be issued on the bgsis of the
area and—quality of the habitat and
the rate.per acre will be fixed
based on extensive population
estimates. No more’than £his

fixed number of tags will be issued.
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Each official tag will bear a
characteristic nﬁmber and a
duplicate tab, and the tég
ngmbers issued to each huntef
will be recorded. Within 15
days after the close of eaéh
season, unused'tags must be

6. Alligator farmers and breeders.

No alligators on
1breeding farms may be killed

‘without such a permit, Tagging
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validation at Rockefellér Re fuge
is rgquired on one of the dates
set f&rth above.’

Harvest rates. Only.eight percent
of overall population in open
season area may be taken. Tags
wiil be issued on the following
basis: Brackish Marsh, one per
700 acres; Intermediate Marsh,

one per 150 acres; Fresh, one

per 100 acres; Pump-off Districts,
regardless of marsh types, one

per 700 acres.

shall be checked and a second tag

fixed by personnel of the Louisiana

Wild Life and Fisheries Commission

at the headguarters of the Rockefeller

Refuge on September 18-19-20 or 21,
1972.

that Louisiana hés more people that know more about
the alligator than énybody in the world, and they.
did it because they got out in the marghes aha they
worked, and I think this 1is a perfect example of
how a group of peOpie can get together and really
accomplish something in saving thg valuable resourd

that we have. I would like, on behalf of the Com~

mission, to thank these people for it. Dick.
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MR. YANCEY: Mr. Chairman, we have two
other.items on the, agenda. |

Last year the Commission purchased 16,50(
acres of land, approximately, oveg in the lower
Pearl River basin in St. Tammany Parish and estab-
lished the Pearl River Wildlife ManAgement Area.
Of course, it is quite obvious to us at this poinf
that this project is going to be one of the most
successful projects that we have developed in
Louisiana insofar_és providing the public with a
piace to go and hunt and fish and also to ﬁreservé
-some of the w;lderness type 5ottom land hardwoods
that we have in Louisiana as Qéll‘as the cypress,
tupelo and marsh types.

Now last week we receiVed.a letter
addressed to the Director from DeWeese Kostmayer,
advising ihat there‘is approximately 10,500 acres
of land adjoining the north boundary of this area
that is available for purchase by the Commission.
We all realiie,lof course, that we were allocated
no fuﬁds in this year's budget for the purchase of

additional lands for game management area purposes|

However, we did go ahead and invite Mr. Kostmayer
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over here to advise the Commissidn that this land
is available apd make it public that it is avgil~
abie for purchaée. Perhaps this could'set the
stage for the ultimate acquisition of that tract
bécause it would ﬁake a treﬁendous addition to that
Pearl River Game Managementhrea if it could be
acquired. .It has a good turkey population on it
and an abundant number of deer, squirrels and othey
forms of forest wildlife common to that area, as
well as the bayous, lakes and wetlands that are
associated with that Pearl River Basin area.

So, 1if it meeté with your approval, I
would like to call-on Mr. Kostmayer, if he is here,
to make just a brief comment and advise the Com-
mission of this pOSsibility.

THE CHAIRMAN: He is the man that likes
the duck séason to end in February.

"MR. DeWEESE KOSTMAYER: Thank you,
gentlemen. Mr. Chairman, Commission Members, the
Green family decided they are going to dispose of
this piece of property. It has been in the family
a great many years. Their choice and preference

would be a sale to the state at a negotiated price
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because they would like to sée it remain a wilder-
ness in perpetuity.

YANCE?: Mr. Chairman, there hés beeﬁ'
a tremendous amount of publicity concerning ﬁhe
possibility of estéﬁliéhing'game~management areas
on privately owned land in the Atchafalaya Basin
during the past year or two; aﬁd one éf the resolu-
tions.adépted by the past Governor's Commission.on
the Atchafalaya Basin was that the Wild Life and
Figheries Commiésion proceed with the establish-
ment of some of these game management areas in the
Basin.
There were also comments that indicated

.that virtually all of the Basin. was availab;e for
leasing under the.same provisions that the Com-
mission has establiéhéd other game management areag
around the state, and as a result of this a flow
of correspondence has gone back and forth between

staff personnel of this Commission and many of the
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landowners in the Basin. At this p&int I think it
would be advisable,é that we perhgps apprise you of
just wha£ the availability of land is ovef in the
Atchafalaya Basin..

We have made it abuﬂéantly clear to the
people that we have contacted, both personally in
this office‘and in correspondence, that the Com-
mission does not pay fees'for leasing of privatelj
'owned lands in Louisiana for the establishment of
game managgment a£eas. Of course, the people that
we COntactgd by mail and by personal contact empha-:
§ized thét point abunﬁahtly.

We havé a'neﬁ development in‘connection

with the Atchafalaya Basin. We all know that in

the just—ended session of the Legislature a bill
was enacted that provides for the establishment ofé
an Atchafalaya Basin Divi;ion in the Department of
fublic Works and the establisﬁment of a multi—membé
advisory bdard tp work with this division in con-
nection with activities in the Atchafalaya Basin.
I believe that advisory board is either gding to

have 24 or 28 members on 1it.

This leaves us with a question about when
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should we govfrom here because certain‘lands have .
been made available by private.landowners in the
Basin, but we are in somewhat of a guandary about
what we should do. We thought perhaps we would
bring thi§ tdlyour attention and see if you would
wish to provide a course of direction as to where
we should go‘from here. -

At this point i am going to get Dewey
Wills; one of the Commissién biologists, to explain
just what the offers have been, where they are
located, and_then we should decide; do we want to
proceed with the leasing of some of these lands or
do we want to drop this and turn our files over to
the Atchafalgya Basin Division of the Department
of Public Work§ that we pfesume will be set up
shortly.  Dewey.

MR. DEWEY WiLLS: Mr. Chairman, Members
of the COmmiésion, as Mr. Yancey has pointed out,
during the course §f the hegrings held by the
Goyernor'slAtdhafalaya Basin Commission, there was
an indication at the hearings that approximately

twelve landowners were willing to lease their lands

One of the stipulations
waé that they would like for us to desijnate areas
within the Atchafalaya Basin which we are intereste&
in and return to'tﬁem a map with tﬁese‘areas SO
designated, so that théyicould study it from this

standpoint.

and these areas have been s0 designated.. We are
interested in the lower portion of the basin,
mainly because the hpper portion has been leased
and the landowners are receiving monies from lease
fees and so'fprth.' |

Now at the last session of the legisla-~
ture Act 365 set up an Atchafalaya Basin Division
and this Ac£ 365‘authorizes the Department of
Public Works to make capital improvements. It
authorizes the bond commission to issue 5.7 million
dollars worth of bonds and it authorizes tﬁe
Deparﬁment éf Pubiic Works to set up an executive
director and also authorizes the Governor to.set'ug
a 24-man ¢ommission to advise this Atchafalavya
Basin Division.

Seale,
Bobby‘Seale,I believe it is, and ﬁwo other ones.
I don‘£ know their.names. Now there are bait
catchers at Delacroix Island. I was told they
came over here, at this department, Conservation

Department, and they'paid twelve dollars and a half

000
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to post a thousand aollar 5ond. -ﬁow they can go
off as free as the ‘breeze and catch what they want,
cafch the amdunﬁ of bait they need. Nobody dowg
there to check them if they argvcatchiné over the
limit.

Some say they are supposed ﬁo be alive. I don't

know, but they are doing it.

But us, ;he small commercial fishermen.
we are not allowed to go around that area where
the bait catchers go. Now I say this, I don't
know about the rest of the fishermen of St. Bernard
Parish. I have been fishing for 24 years, and I
am up to here with it, being pushed around iike
dirt- If they are going ;o close the season,
close it tight. Now if they are going to 1e§ve it
open, leave it open for everybody. The bait
catchers, tﬁey go out and catch bait, sb they can
sell it to the sports, so they can survive that
way. That's how I survive, by catching shrimp.

If I don't catch any shrimp, down the drain I go
for the rest of the year. The crabs, we can't even
get rid of them. I quit trawling. The season was

supposed to close on the 15th of July. I quit on-

oeo
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the 1l4th. They got some fishermen complaining

because they was catching too many white shrimp,

so I stopped. I think I go fish crabs. I tried
to get rid of my crabs:; I can't. Oh, I could sell
- them, but when I finish with the money, paying my
expense, I ain't got enoﬁgh to buy a Coke.

THE éHAIRMAN: Let mebask you something.
Maybe we can get to the poin; of it. Number one,
the season was closed where you were apprehended?
As I understand, the season had been closed. I am
not interested in whether it was right or wrong to
have been closed.

MR. LOPEZ: I don't say whether it was
right or wrong. It was closed but not for the baidf
cat;hers.

THE CHAiRMAN: 0.K. It was closed for
commerciai fishing éxcept for bait fishing.

MR. LOPEZ: Right.

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"we can extend the season or we, can close an area,

is concerned. Good or bad, we must follow that.
Number two, they give to the Commission in certain

and we come up with a regulat ion.

Now I am not saying that our regulations
are always the best, that they can't be improved
upon, and they are improved upon when people like
yourself get concerned about it and you complain.
Number one, I gauge your complaint first as against
us permitting the bait fishermen to fish .in closed
waters.\ Well, as I understand, the legislature
permits that and that matter would have to be
changed in ﬁhe legislature.

‘Number two, I think you have a complaint
about cerfain other areas 1in the neighborhood are
gé;£§££ed to do some butteffly fishing, is that
correct, and you are not. Well, there again, that

AMANT : The bait operators have
beén iséued speéial permits with affidavits and
under bond to catch bait in a c¢closed season, pro-
vided tﬁey are bona fide bait. dealers. This has
been done on the baéis of existing laws and aqtion
of the Commission{ Last year, I think Mr. Schafer
can verify this, we had about 13 dealers in the
entire state, and ;his yéar we probably have no
more . than 15. Some gquestion has been raised that
they are hurting the shrimp population. I don't
think this is reasonable when you only have this
many.

The thing was brought to our attention
and to the attention of the législature because
there is a businéss that involves recreational
fishing, thé fact that bait is needed to maintain
tﬁese industries in the summer months, and it was
decided to attempt to f£fill this need. There are
some people, of course, I think that feel if one
man can catch shrimp, the other one ought to be
able to do it.

THE CHAIRMAN: Let me make a suggestion.
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You know, you said that there were some people
out there that were not doing what they were sup-
posed to be doing. You can help us yourself. You

tell our enforcement -- the Chief of Enforcement .

is right over here =-- and you_tell him about any-
body that is not complying with the bait law
requirements, énd it is our job to go out there and
catch him, but he can only catch h;m if you let us
know. We can't follow every man every hour of the
day.

have but 50 pounds;of dead bait bn hand at any one
time, and the rest of the shrimp have to be alive.
Now if you have any evidence that they are using
shrimp thathére caught illegally and they have more
than this poundage, all you have to do is file an
affidavit or check it out with the Enforcement
Division and you can have this.checked at any time.

If you report this, as far as I know it
is the first report we have had of this nature,
that there has been éome violation of the amount
of shrimp that they have héd on hand. Furthermore,
if they can prové that any of the shrimp -on hand
have been‘caught before the season and they were
frozen, I sﬁspect we would not be able to prosecute
them on that‘basis.

The best we can determine, the sport
fishing and the commercial fishing continue to
remain good in these areas.

Due to the considerable commercial
resource up there, I would recommend that no
limitation be placed on legal commercial gear at
this time.

Bend, have been fishing it for years. The State
of Louisiana is involved in the project, as you
well know. Just reéeﬁtly they have spent a million
dollars éreating two beautiful recreation sités. I
have visited recreation site No. 2. It provides
for 64 campers and 100 éicnic outlets, a fishing
pier, a loading and‘laﬁnching famp, all black
asphalt streets, water and electricity available.
I find that within the Commission we do
not have the personhel to send to Toledo Bend to
do research on the fish there. We are experiencing

a decrease in bass, small gram and the specks. 1

think that we should create a task force so that
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we could go to the Goverﬁor and téll him that we
warnt to help Toledo Bernd maintain its status as ond
of the greatest fishing areas in the South. I
think that Mr. Kenneth Smith should head it up and
then some of the Commission members and others
should go and ask the Governor to cooperate.

There_aré plans now to build access roads
to Toledo Bend, and now we are letting our f£fish
population die off. I don't know what causes it
bﬁt the Biologists could make a study, do research
apd help maintain good popgiations. and this 1is
what at&racts.the peéple there.
