MR. FRANCIS BRAUD: 1If I may take a
minute of your time,.please, I am Francis Braud,
president of Louisiana Wil&life Federation, and I
want to take this opportunity to thank the Com-
mi531on, especially Joe Herring, for the good
publicity that he gave to the National Hunting and
Fishing Day. I want to thank you for your efforts,
Joe. You have done a real good Job.

1 WOuld like to request too, that Mr.,
Ensminger see if he can't make a survey on all the
coastal parishes concerning alligator seasons, and
particularly in my area, which takes in Lake
Maurepas, Lake Pontchartréin. We think around
Lake Maurepas and Lake Pontchartrain there is
enough aLligators ;hére for even a season, maibe'
not every year but every other year or evéry'third
year or sometﬁing like that.

Right now we think that the alligators

-
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are destroying the nutria in the area to the'exfenf
that the catch for this coming year would diminish
a good bit., Every year the alligators continue to
be populated iike fhat, so I would ask Mr. Ensminge
to see if he can come up with a survey and make a
recommendation and get}with some of éur trappers in
aﬁ'area, and I am sufe he could get some good
informatipn from them.

MR. BERRY: Mr. Braud; as I appreciate it
and I believe Mr. Ensminger gave me these figures,
it is estimated that an alligaﬁo: will consume
probably 300 nutria a year. Those 300 nutria are
worth about $5 apiece, which would make it about
$l;500 a-year fhat an alligator is destroying. In
a five-year period that is $7,500 worth of fﬁr—
bearing animals he has destroyed, not .to mention
the ducks, and I will say Jesse Fontenot's duck
dogs, and othervﬁildlife'that they destroy.

It is hard for me as.a member of this

Commission and also as a businessman to justify

the overpopulation of the alligators we have got

down in South Louisiana.

MR. BRAUD: That's right.

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MR. BERRY: I juét don't understand why
it has'beén forced on us or why in thé hell we
toleraté_it. We have got to do sémething to stop
_ip. I say we nght to keep the alligator. We |
ought to keep him in abundance in some areas, but
not to the point that it is breaking these trappers
ruining these folks fhat are trying to make a livin
trapping and hunting. |

| MR. BRAUD:"I will agree with you.

MR. BERRY: What is a five-year alligator
worth, Allan? One five years olq, what is he worth
on the commercial market?

MR, ENSMIﬁGER:‘ He is worth §75, roughiy.

MR. BERRY: Roughly $75. And the nutria
he has destroye&, not to say the muskrats; or the
ducké, the deer and whatever else he can get ahold
of. |

ﬁR. THOMPSON: Let me give you some
figures. Man, you are talking one big alligator
hunt a year. We caught 40 alligators on John Paul
Crane's lease last Friday and Saﬁurday. None of
the alligators had anything in their.stomachs, and

this could be attributed to the cold weather, but

5000,
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all the alligators we caught were in a poor phyéica
shapé. There was not a-nutria that we saw and,
accqrdiﬁg to.ﬁhe boys thatbwere down there, there
wés no nutria in the marsh, no rats, and even to
the extent that the garfish that are in those
channels and in those ponds and all, there were

none of those, or very few -- I won't say abso-

. lutely none -- very few. The alligators have had

an eat-out, so‘tO‘speak.»
To give yoﬁ an iééa of how much it is

worfh, we caught one ‘gator that_was planted there,
probably by Ted Joaneﬁ in 1963, he had a tag under-
neath planted in him, one of those types that they
put right here (indicating) and he would be possibl
thirteen years oldf He was nine-foot something, he
would stretch out to ten-foot after hefwas skinned,
so you can see you have got about, what, a $150
alligator for 13 years!

..MR. BERRY: And all the nutria he ate
in 13 years, and try to tell me that is a good
investment! No way! |

MR. BRAUD: I have witnessed a nine-foot

alligator eat two nutria just like nothing. He ate

y
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two nutria in about ten minutes, and these nUtfia
weighed 12 to 15 pounds. If he can eat two of
them like that every day, he can consume a lot of
nutria and that is a lot of valuable hides forAéhe
trapperg.

MR. BERRY: Well, all of Terrebbnne
Parish and St. Mary'farish a few years ago was jusg
real plentiful with nutria but now you can hardly
find one down there anywheré. The alligators have
got them, J

THE CHAIRMAN: Thank you, gentlemen, apd
Mr. Braud.

MR. BRAUD: Thank you. We are going to
take your advicé and get with you and come up with
a resolution concerning this amendment you are
talking about, Thank you,.

THE CHAIRMAN: Does anyone. else have a
comment?

‘MR. BERRY: I would like to ask Ted if
he can give me a survey on the population of the
nutria left in Louisiana now, Come up to the
mike, Ted. I would like to know what it was }ive'

y;ars ago and .what you think it is today.
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MR. TED O'NEIL: Well, I just finiShea
my aefial survey last week and 1 cohldn't,.it is
a little eafly to see the nutria population, to
see what it was. I can't give you a real good.
answer on the nutria situation, but the rat situa-
tion, which did show up, was above in cértain parts
of Terrebonne Parish; We have got about eight or |
ten thousand acres there that are well populated
with rats and they are moving to the west. 1In
fact, they are halfway across Point au Fer now,
with a good muskrat population, | .

But that is‘an area that is out close to
the coast and iéwis not weli-populated with alli-
gators. I should mention Marsh Island. I flew
Marsh Island_and we have been trying to get trapperp
on Marsh Island for the past three or four years.
Allan, you have sent them out there and they quit
and go back.. There was, I think I‘qounted; 20 rat
beds on ﬁérsh Island and no sign of nutria., 1In
fact, not any sign of fur bearers on that whole
island,“and I attribute it pretty much to the alli-
gator population. | |

Years ago, when man first got here, there

»
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were'no muskrafs in the coast to épeak of, there
were very few muskraté and we always had a theory.
Of course, we couldn't prove it, but we had a tﬁeor
that the alligators at that time were very abundant
and the predators kept down the muskrat_pOpulaﬁibn,
and affer the alligator hunting startéd, that 1is
when the muskrat took over the Louisiana coast.
It has almost proven that again, |

You just can't have but so many pounds of
énimal on a plece of marsh. I don't care what it
is. You f£ill it up with any kind of an animal, it
is going to displ?ce gnother, and in this case we
think that the aiiigator is-diSplacing a valuable
resource that we are equipped.to manage, ﬁhat we
have 10,000 tfappefs, that wé have an organization
for management .of the fur industry,and it has been
worth 310 to $§13 milli&n a year to us, and I think
‘that the Fish and Wildlife Service, who are holding
our feet to the fire on this alligator situation,
should be really wérked on., Are we putting ail
the pressure on them we can for opening?

But we will get a survey on tﬁe nutria

population a little later. The grass 1is high and

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I couldn't get a good survey on nutria, but the
rats are éoing to be up a.little but they are.
inhabiting areas away from the alligators, out
néar'the coast.

MR. BERRY: You know, somebody once told
me, Ted, that a camel was actually a house cat put
together by a federai committee, and apparently
they héve done about the same thing with the alli-
gator sitﬁation and tte fur situatiQn down here, tog

| THE CHAIRMAN: lSince we don't seem to be
going'to adjourn right now, I would 1ike to make,
this statement.b

I think that someone in this Commission
should put together .a statement to'be_read into
the Congressional Record, stating ﬁhat thé profit
motive would insure the alligator not becomiﬁg
extinct, but the Interior Department, with their
rules and rggulations, and the destruction of the
profit motive, would be the people who would insure
that the alligator did become extinct, because
there is no way that a trapper is goiﬁg to allow
a group of big bull"gators'doﬁn there to put him

out of business.
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Since the Departﬁent of Interior comés
up with ail these rules and regulations, they are
going to force the trapper to kill the alligator
until he will become extinct, It shoulﬂ be put'in
the Congressional Record for future réference, so
that when this does happen, unless they see good
light and let the peéple within the State handle
thelr own resources and make this resource an
economical ‘asset, the proper handling of the alli-
gator and the economical vélue of the thing, he
would never become extinct in this State, or in _
the nation, and we afe not.to blgme’for it, It
is not our hunting and our seasons that is causing
this. If 1s the rules and regulations put on by
people whb don;t understand thé problem.' I think.
thaf this should be put into the record, be read
into the Congressional Record, and put a little
pressure on Fhose peoplevand let the rest of the
world know who is really making the alligator
extinct. I believe it would do a lot of good,

MR. BERRY : Ted, you mentioned a minute
.ago that you hadn't seen aﬁy alligators down

against the coast. If you will come down with me,

(
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I wiil take you déwn tb lower Terrebonne Parisﬁ,
Creole Bayou and Plumb Bayou, and you can count
them on every curve iﬁ ghe daytime.._If you come
out in your boat at night with your lights on, it
looks like a city 1it up, they are ail over the
place, and quite frankly they scare the hell out of
me when I am down thére bass fishing.

MR. O'NEIL:_ I was speaking of near the
coast. Bass fishing, you were probably in‘fresh
water,

MR. BERRY:‘ Well, I have got some ponds
1 fish in between Creole Bayou and the Gulf, I
guess not 300 yaréé from the Gulf, and those ponds
are absolutely full of alligators. Every hole you
go in, there is an alligator in it,

MR. THOMPSON: With all that technical
informétion, Mr. Chairman, I move we adjourn,
