that provides that 25 cents out of each resident 

hunting license sold is to be used for water fowl 

management purpose s .

I think we are all aware of the fact that 

Ducks Unlimited is a private conservation organiza­

tion that is run by a group of hard-nosed business­

men and professional wildlife managers who are 

devoted to the conservation of waterfowl, and this 

allocation would be used for the purpose primarily 

of creating waterfowl marshes in the prairie regions 

of A l berta, Saskatchewan and M a n i t o b a . We custom­

arily ask that Louisiana's allocation be used in 

that area because this is the heart of the duck 

breeding grounds and principally the area that pro­

duces ducks that winter here in Louisiana.

We would recommend that you all approve 

of this authorization. Earlier this year an advance 

payment on the sale of the 17 1 - 17 2 hunting licenses 

was made in the amount of $50,000, so this would 

mean that a total of $82,183 was allocated to Ducks 

Unlimited this year for waterfowl management pur­

poses in Canada.

MR. S CHAFER: Mr. Chairman, the Legisla­

ture in 1972 passed Act 559, which authorized the 

construction of an additional structure at Bayou 

Lamoque to introduce fresh water into the oyster 

seed grounds in that area. The salinity has been 

going down continuously because of manmade struc­

tures, the ship channel, levee system, and our 

oyster beds in that area are continually going 

down and need more fresh w a t e r .

This Act provides that the Wild Life and 

Fisheries, the Oyster Division, use some of its 

dedicated funds, $625, 000, and $375,000 from Plaque; 

mines Parish to build a structure that is approxi­

mately a million dollars. The Public Works is in 

the process of drawing plans for this structure 

and they now need some corings in order to con­

tinue the drawing, to see what kind of structure 

this land will hold. They have a bid from Bust is
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Engineering Company for $5,950 and they recommend 

that we accept this bid. The coring money will 

come out of the Act money, the $625,000, as part 

of the contract. I recommend that we accept it.

Plaque 

mines Parish built their own fresh water introductic 

structures in this a r e a , two small ones that they 

operate annually, and since the Mississippi River 

water that is introduced into these oyster grounds 

is polluted, the Health Department requires that 

these areas that are affected by this fresh water 

be closed during the time and two weeks after the 

gates are closed.

The P la q-u emines Parish Council at their 

last meeting requested a permit to open these gates 

and have us close this area for the harvest of 

o ysters. It is the Parish's responsibility to put 

up signs, patrol the area. They have notified all 

the oyster lessees in the area that it would be 

closed and they will maintain enforcement of this. 

The Health Department, after they are closed, will 

check the area out and declare it safe for harvest 

at that t i m e .

MR. S C H A F E R : Mr. Chairman, the next

item is the possibility of opening Lake Pontchar- 

train for oyster harvest. We have found in the 

eastern part of Lake Pontchartra in a good crop of 

oysters. They are in good condition, single 

oysters, and are firm. The only thing is that the 

water that they are in contains a bacterial count 

higher than the Health Department will allow these 

oysters to be harvested and put on the market.

The only way they could be harvested is
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to be moved to private beds or to other clean water 

and left there for two weeks and then they can be 

harvested after that time. Usually under these 

conditions the Health Department issues a permit 

to the oystermen to move the oysters and they have 

to have a man aboard the boat at all times when he 

takes the oysters, when he brings them to his 

lease and when he drops them. They only have two 

people in order to do this, so we have worked out 

some regulations with some of their field people 

and they feel that they could go along with these 

regulations if we open this area.

After this Commission passes on it, it 

will have to go to the Health Department and their 

director will have to approve the final things 

that are passed, to see that everything is under 

control.

Some of the things that we would recom­

mend, if it is opened, that it be opened to people 

who have their dredging license, their tonnage 

license, that they have a lease in an acceptable 

area to put these oysters, that they post a $1,000 

performance bond or cashier's check, that their"
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permit be cheeked and validated out on the area, 

that the oysters that they take, the amount they 

take, be checked when they leave the area and also 

when they get to the area they are to be replanted 

on. It would be open for a period of about two 

weeks or until the oysters are gone. There would 

be dredging only during daylight hours and we would 

not allow any culling or sacking in the area, to 

make sure that these oysters get to the leases and 

clean w a t e r s .

I would recommend that you empower the 

Director to open this area when we get all the 

details worked out with our personnel and with the 

Health Department personnel.

MR. BERRY: What date do you plan to

open on ?

MR. SCHAFER: It looks like the closest

date we can get is somewhere around the eighth of 

January.

Several wards, more specific­

ally 1, 2 and 3, are scheduled for five days of 

any sex s eason. That is the first five days of 

the second segment. The dates will be December 

26-30, 1972.

Tensas Parish Police Jury originally 

requested this season, due to a heavy deer popula­

tion, and they now say that the populations are 

l o w . Our personnel have not been t h e r e , checking 

the area, since the first part of the season, but 

we have had many crop damage complaints in there 

and also some summer killing of deer in this 

parish .
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Tensas Parish is controlled more or less

by clubs and they can say what they kill and what

they can't and they can exercise this privilege.

Also, as you recall, the Commission turned down a

similar request from Franklin Parish, which j oins

Tensas Parish to the west there, so I would recom-

mend that no action be taken.

MR. T H O M P S O N : I so m o v e .

controlled by clubs and landowners 

as far as deer seasons are concerned 

and this parish does have veto power 

for doe season, and

WHEREAS, a similar resolution 

from the Franklin Parish Police Jury was 

turned down by the Louisiana Wild Life 

and Fisheries Commission,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED 

it is recommended that no action be taken 

on this request for the closure of all 

doe seasons in Tensas Parish for the 

second portion of the upcoming deer 

season December 26-30, 1972.

MR. HERRING: Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

THE CHAIRMAN: Other business, change

of the December meeting to the third Tuesday, 

which is December 19. The regular meeting date 

would be the day after Christmas. Does that meet

Is there any other business to come 

before the Commission?

MR. L E GENDRE: My name is Norman Legendre

from the Lafourche Parish Police Jury and I am also 

working with the Hurricane Protection Levee Dis­

trict in the Tenth W a r d . I would like to request 

and make it in the minutes where this is an infor­

mal thing but I want to kind of nail it down at 

this- meeting so that we can move ahead. I spoke 

to the Corps of Engineers with respect to a 

request from Mr. Allan Ensminger that we move the 

alignment of this hurricane protection to your 

eastern boundary line on the Point au Chien game 

management.

In detail, there are three pages involved 

in the right-of-way. That would be Page 17, 18

and 19, which I left a copy of with Mr., Allan 

Ensminger. The dimensions of these bar ditches 

and levees are as follows. On Page 19 it is 145
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for the bar and 92 plus 93 or 185 for the levee »

On Page 18, it is 150 for the b a r , 101 and 102

for the levee, which is 203 for the levee. On 

Page 19, it is 182 for the b a r , 122 and 114, which

is 236, for the levee. Altogether it makes an 

acreage of 95.43 for the total right-of-way acres.

The problem here would be to move this 

line near the line of conformation where you would 

have some land between the right-of-way, if you do 

grant it as it is*now, that would be of no use to 

you. It would be between the property owners of 

the 40 arpent line and your game management line.

I talked to the Corps of Engineers last 

Friday with the request of Mr. Allan Ensminger 

and they have agreed to move this line as long as 

there is no engineering problem, and we at this 

time don't see any. We would be asking for 95.43 

acres of right-of-way to facilitate the Tenth 

Ward for hurricane protection tidal water levee 

control ditch but another great benefit is going 

to be derived from it, which is going to be the 

drainage, which is going to take place on the 

front part of the levee on the west side of Bayou
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I would like to begin working with Mr. 

Allan Ensminger and the Corps of Engineers and the 

ecology people so that we can get this thing moving

THE CHAIRMAN: Gentlemen, you all have

heard the request from Mr. L e gendre.

MR. AUTIN: I don't quite understand the

request.

THE CHAIRMAN: He wants a right-of-way.

MR. LEGENDRE: No, no. I want to get it

worked up so that it could be acceptable to your 

Commission. In due time I want this because of 

the fact that we have a time problem. We have a 

funding that is going to take place on the third 

fiscal y e a r , which is going to be March 31, 1973,

and I need some of these right-of-ways to get this 

thing funded. Of course, this particular portion 

of it will not be funded immediately, but since 

right-of-ways are needed all along this, we pro­

pose to start at the lower end of Lafourche Parish 

which is Golden Meadows on both sides of the Bayou 

coming up, and this is going to be in certain 

phases, but I have to complete all of the right-of-
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way by March 31, 1973, which is not very far from

n o w , so I want to get the thing going so that I 

can finish in time to meet the requirements of 

the federal government so we can get this federal 

a i d . I see no way in the world that this is going 

to hurt the Commission because it is going to be 

completely on the eastern boundary of the Point au 

Chien Wildlife Management.

MR. A N G E L L E : Mr. Legendre, are we to

furnish an environmental impact statement on that 

project, or the Corps of Engineers will?

MR. LEGENDRE : I d o n ’t think so. This

MR. ANGELLE: You don't think so?

MR. LEGENDRE: It could be d one. It

should be done, let's say, but I find nothing that 

would hurt at this particular period because it 

would be at the 40 arpent line and the drainage on 

this thing would be the great factor that these 

people would inherit immediately.

MR. ANGELLE: Well, the environmental

impact statement would prove this out t h e n .

MR. LEGENDRE: I am sure it w o u l d . I am

sure it would. This right here is a people thing.
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It is not only for hurricane protection. It is 

also for drainage that we can provide and change 

the pumps into this system and provide the people 

of the Tenth Ward with something that they sorely 

need.

MR. A N G E L L E : In the project it doesn't

necessarily state that an environmental impact 

statement has to be furnished?

MR. L EGENDRE: No, sir.

M R „ ANGELLE: You think so or you know

so?

MR. L EGENDRE: I know so. It does not

need to be done but I wouldn't go along against 

anything because this is the trend today and I 

believe that we ought to have some kind of knowl­

edge as to what it is going to do and what it 

won't do. I don't want to hurt the Commission in 

no kind of way. I like what your job is and what 

you are doing and you can appreciate my job.

MR. A N G E L L E : I am not talking only abou :

the Commission property but I am talking about the 

whole area involved.

MR. LENGENDRE: R i g h t , right. Well, in
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most cases there already is a canal and a levee 

but it is not an adequate canal. It is not a con­

tinuous thing and, of course, this indeed would be 

People at the lower end of Lafourche Parish do 

indeed want this and they have asked for it and 

they have signed for it and this is what I am 

asking.

understand the request, it is that he merely wants 

to go to work with our personnel, —

of a c a n a l . I would have no objection certainly 

to your working with our people in any matter that 

is of interest to people in your parish, but let 

me caution you in this m a n n e r , if I m a y . I think 

I remember that you came to us once before with a 

project and we got in a push because of the essence 

of time and it was made to look that we were pos­

sibly the hound dog in the situation because we 

didn't approve it. May I caution you at this time, 

don't come to us at the last minute and ask us for 

anything without us having the proper time to

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investigate and make our decision and then make us 
out the tail end of the out fit, because personally

I wouldn't vote for it under these circumstances.

MR. LEGENDRE: R i g h t .

MR. ANGELLE: So if you are going to do

something, what I am saying, you do it now- In 

fact, I think at yesterday's meeting it was sug­

gested that we possibly, the Commission itself, 

have an on-the-site inspection certainly no later 

than our next meeting, because of your essence of 

t ime .

MR. LEGENDRE: Right, and this is why I

would like to get it started early and not wait 

for another meeting, because this only came to me 

because I have new dimensions on this m a p . I have 

known about the alignment but I have never known 

about the new dimensions of it a n d , of course, I 

couldn't come to you and present anything intelli­

gently unless I knew the dimensions of it. I do 

have that information now and they only gave me a 

few days. I believe I met with the Commission and 

Mr. Allan Ensminger last week and last Friday I 

started working with the dimensions that he could
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see would be pertinent to this project, and I want 

to start it n o w . I don't want to railroad you 

into this thing. This is why I want to get it don ; 

today so X could start it g oing.

MR. ANGELLE: W e l l , let me caution you

even further. From my conversation and the c o n v e r ­

sation with our p eople, it is not entirely a guar­

antee that we will go along with this right-of-way 

because it seems to us that the people who are 

going to benefit from the canal lay adjacent to 

our property but yet they don't: particularly want 

to give their property but they want to take o u r s ♦

I am not positive that I personally would go along 

with t h i s , so I would like to instruct our people 

now to investigate to the fullest whether it can 

be taken, whether this is one of those deals where 

it has to be taken from our property or whether it 

can come from the people who will definitely b ene­

fit from i t .

MR. LEGENDRE: Let me clear this part

o u t . This was done by Bernard & Burke and, of 

course, this project has to be approved so far as 

land is concerned and what kind of land you had

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underneath the surface of it. The alignment was 

made by Bernard & Burke and, of course, they had 

no knowledge as to who owned the l and. This was 

not their primary interest. Their primary i n t e r e s :

M R „ A N G E L L E ; By the same token we 

don't want to be hurt either and we don't want to 

come in here and do something without knowing what 

the repercussions a re, you see. You come to us on 

the spur of the moment deal and expect us to make

a decision on the spur of the m o m e n t . That is the 

reason we requested of you yesterday to go ahead 

and make these studies.

MR. LEGENDRE: This is all X am asking

for t o d a y .

MR. B E R R Y : We might look at it in this

light, that should we be required to give up 95 

acres, because they might want to purchase that 

acreage from us a!nd we could buy more acreage 

somewhere else to put back in t h e r e .

MR. A N G E L L E : Fine idea, fine idea.

MR. B E R R Y : It is 80 percent federal

funds and 20 percent local funds, and we might . 

want to look at it along those lines.

MR. LEGENDRE: I didn't understand y o u .

MR. B E R R Y : We want to sell it to y o u .

MR. LEGENDRE: I am sorry but we are not

buying.

MR. B E R R Y : If you are going to take

95 acres of public land and you have got 80 percen 

federal funds, why can't you buy that 95 acres 

and we will take that money and put some more land 

back to the public.
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MR, LEGENDRE: Well, I can agree with

your trying to make money for the Commission but 

at the same time I can agree just right —

MR. B E R R Y : No, we're not trying to make

m o n e y . We are just trying to s wap.

THE CHAIRMAN: We are trying to save

what we've g o t .

MR. LEGENDRE: Well, I can understand

that, but at the same time, in some places it does 

not pass at all on your land, not at all.

MR. B E R R Y : We just want to get paid

where you pass on our land.

MR. LEGENDRE: The thing is this, we

are not buying any lands at all, at no time, from 

nobody, and up to now we have about 40 percent of 

this project already signed and some of it being 

signed, and of course, I would like to have the 

knowledge, that you would contribute your share 

like LL&E would, LaTerre w o u l d , or Lafourche Land 

Company, or just any of the larger landowners.

Of course, if you are going to stick us with a 

payment on this thing, it will show the little 

people that are granting this thing, and there are
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some people that have land back of the 40 arpent 

canal that are giving it, and I think that this 

would not indeed hurt you or cripple you in such a 

way that you would need these monies to buy land. 

This is a project to save the people, the property 

in that locality, and I would like to continue it.

MR. BERRY: We are trying to acquire

more land all the time for the public's use and 

if we let everybody come along and nip us for 95 

or 100 acres here and yonder, pretty soon we won't 

have any land left at all. I think it is our duty 

as commissioners to protect the public's interest 

and to maintain our land. I am not trying to be 

hard about it or unfair about it. I am just tak­

ing a posit i on.

MR. LEGENDRE: Well, this is in the pub­

lic interest because the people in the Tenth Ward 

in Lfourche Parish will inherit from it. This is 

the people and the public interest.

MR. BERRY: It is in the interest of a

few, not.the interest of the whole state.

MR. LEGENDRE: I didn't understand.

MR. BERRY: That is for the interest of
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a few p e o p l e , not for the people of the whole stats, 

t h o u g h , and everybody in the state owns this prop­

erty.

MR. LEGENDRE: That's right and I don't

think that you would lose this property. On the 

contrary, I think you would gain some property, 

because in a lot of cases you would have the whole 

levee and no canal. You would be picking up levees 

from the people in the front of the 40 arpent line 

of conformation and you would be inheriting the 

whole levee and there is no squawk there. I can't 

give these people back their land because this is 

the alignment that the Corps of Engineers accepted.

Now to move this line I am going to try 

to do it and I am pretty sure I am going to do it 

but to get paid for it, that's something else. I 

can't see how we can ask the people down there to 

pay this because this would come from their taxes.

MR. BERRY: Well, you are taking public

lands and thinking of other taxpayers in the state, 

and I don't see why they shouldn't pay 20 percent 

of it. You have got 80 percent federal matching 

funds. You aren't asking that much from the local
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people. To re iterate what I said a minute a go, I 

think as commissioners we are obliged to maintain 

the lands for public use and we are trying to 

acquire m o r e , not give away what we've got.

MR. LEGENDRE: Well, you are not giving

it. You would be just assigning it to a l evee.

You would still have the land. This is a servitude 

You wouldn't be getting rid of it. You have a fee 

ownership. We couldn't disturb that fee ownership 

You would only give this in a servitude and, of 

course, you would continue having the land.

MR. B E R R Y : W e l l , we will certainly take

it under advisement and look at it and study it 

when it comes up.

MR. LEGENDRE: Thank you very m u c h .

THE CHAIRMAN: Let's take it under advise

ment .

MR. ANGELLE: I would like to ask one

more question. I thought this was correct and I 

was just advised by Mr. Yancey that the federal 

law is that an environmental impact statement has 

to be provided by the Corps of Engineers prior to 

the approval of this project. Do you know at this
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time if this has been done ?

MR. LEGENDRE: I think that everything

has been cleared, so far as that is concerned.

MR. A N G E L L E : Well, a few minutes ago

you told me it wasn't necessary.

MR. LEGENDRE: I didn't think it was

necessary to have another o n e , because from what I 

understand everything h a s . been approved.

MR. ANGELLE: Well, I m e a n , have you seer

the environmental impact statement?

MR. L EGENDRE: No, sir. This is not my

job. My job is right-of-way and, of course, land 

acquisition, you see, so I would imagine that you 

would have to contact Mr. Robert Guidry, who is 

the secretary of the board,or the president of the 

Board, which is Mr. Anthony Guilbeau. Of course, 

you had a man over here yesterday, Mr. Andrew 

Morton, which is from that section and, of course, 

you could ask him when he comes on in.

MR o ANGELLE: Allan, would you get in

touch with the Corps and see if they have this?

MR. LEGENDRE: Thank you very much for

your time.
