Dear Scenic River Permit Applicant:

Please review and concur on the following statement regarding the issuance of permits by the Louisiana
Department of Wildlife and Fisheries. This agreement must be signed and returned before a Scenic River Permit can
be issued.

"T have been advised and do understand that by applying for and accepting a Scenic Rivers permit issued by the
Louisiana Department of Wildlife and Fisheries, I am being allowed to engage in an activity which would
otherwise be prohibited by law or for which a permit is required. I understand that the permit is not a license
and confers no property right upon me. I specifically agree to abide by all State and Federal fish and wildlife
laws and regulations, and all State and Federal laws and regulations which relate to this permit or the permitted
activity, and by all other terms and conditions of this permit. I understand that the permit for which I am
applying may be suspended, annulled, withdrawn or revoked and that I may be assessed civil penalties, all in
accordance with the provision of the Louisiana Administrative Procedure Act, and that I may be denied future
permits as a consequence of my failure to fully and completely comply with the terms and conditions of the
permit, as well as other laws and regulations pertinent thereto. If served with or notified of a cease and desist
order signed by the Scenic Rivers Administrator, I agree to immediately and without delay cease all
activities and operations which relate to the permitted activity or which are impacting the Scenic
River, until such time as the matter can be resolved in an adjudicatory hearing pursuant to the Louisiana
Administrative Procedure Act. I understand and agree that any permit issued to me by the Louisiana
Department of Wildlife and Fisheries is in the nature of a privilege which is being voluntarily extended to
me by the Department and the failure on my part to cooperate with the Department can result in the loss of the
privilege conferred and the denial of future requests for permits. By accepting this permit, I evidence my
agreement to be bound by all conditions and stipulations set forth herein."

The proposed project is located north of I-12 in Covington, LA and consists of the
construction of a 164 lot residential subdivision. The project area is adjacent to Flowers
Bayou and the Tchefuncte River, both designated as Louisiana Scenic Streams. As seen on
the attached plats, there is currently no activity planned within 100 feet of a scenic stream.
However, there are 15 lots fronting Flowers Bayou as well as 3 lots fronting the Tchefuncte
River. It is possible that individual homeowners will be interested in constructing walkways,
boat docks, etc. in order to access the streams, as is typical of river/bayou frontage
development in the area. These individuals will be made aware of the permitting processes
required for this type of activity. The site contains 35.44 acres of wetlands. 6.89 acres of
wetlands on the western half of the property will be cleared and filled. Of the remaining
28.55 acres of wetlands, 25.26 acres of riparian swamp adjacent to the scenic streams will be
permanently preserved in a conservation servitude. The final 3.29 acres of wetlands on the
southern bank of Flowers bayou will not be placed under the servitude so that individual
homeowners have the ability to access the bayou.

A permit application has been submitted to the USACE and is currently being processed
(MVN-2014-0794-EOQO). The application is attached.

The applicant was issued a compliance order (C002062015) for Normandy Oaks and
associated developments on February 10, 2015. Since then, an LDWF approved work plan
has been implemented to reduce sediment runoff.

Environmental Assessment

1. Existing Land Use
Much of the adjacent property as well as the property across the Tchefuncte River has
been in residential use since the 1970’s. The proposed project is similar to numerous
other residential developments along the Tchefuncte River and Flowers Bayou.

2. Wilderness Qualities
Currently, the subject site consists of 81.15 acres of woodland, 25.26 acres of which
will be preserved as greenspace. However, this site is bounded by extensive
residential development to the north and commercial development to the south.
Although the site offers very little wilderness quality, the area that could possibly be
deemed wilderness (riparian swamp) is being preserved.

3. Scenic Values
Much of the site will be cleared and developed. However, the proposed project will
take little scenic value away from the adjacent streams as no clearing or construction
activities will take place within 100 feet of the scenic steams.

4. Ecological Regimes
The proposed project should have very little impact on the ecolo gy of the adjacent
scenic streams. No clearing or other construction related activities will take place
within 100 feet of the scenic streams. Additionally, most wetland areas adjacent to the
scenic streams are being preserved.

5. Recreational Use/ Opportunities
No additional recreational use or opportunities will be created by the proposed project
at this time, as no activity will take place within 100 feet of the scenic streams.

Fish and Other Aquatic Life

Fish and aquatic life will not be impacted by the proposed project. No activities will
take place within 100 feet of the streams. Furthermore, Best Management Practices
(BMPs) will be utilized to reduce runoff and limit the amount of siltation reaching the
scenic streams.

. Wildlife

Some wildlife habitat will be impacted by the proposed project, however, along with
the 100 foot buffer along the scenic streams, 25.26 acres of wetlands will be
preserved as greenspace. This preservation of greenspace will permanently remain
wildlife habitat.

Historical and Archaeological Resources

No historical or archaeological resources are known to occur on the property. Inquiry
has been made to the Louisiana State Historical Preservation Office to address this
issue.

Geological Resources

No geological resources adjacent to the scenic streams will be changed by the
proposed project.

Botanical Resources

No botanical elements adjacent to the scenic streams will be disturbed. These buffer
areas will remain completely natural. Additionally, 25.26 acres of mature wetlands,
offering diverse vegetation including mature cypress and tupelo, will be preserved as
greenspace.

Water Quality and Quantity

As stated in number 7 above, BMPs will be utilized to reduce runoff and siltation as
much as possible. First and foremost, all bare soils will be vegetated immediately
after exposure during the construction process. Furthermore, storm water will be
managed in a manner so as to not increase the turbidity of scenic streams. During
construction, all drainage outfalls will be maintained with hay bales/rip rap to reduce
flow and decrease erosion and turbidity. On the eastern end of the project area, two
drainage outfalls will be directed into grassy swales before entering wetland areas,
where storm water will be further filtered before entering the Tchefuncte River. On
the northern edge of the project area, two drainage outfalls will be directed through a
100 foot no cut buffer before entering an existing, vegetated ditch. The water will
flow through the ditch for several hundred feet before entering Flowers Bayou.
Hydrologic Features

There should be no major impacts on the hydrology of the project area. Out of the
35.44 acres of wetlands on the site, 25.26 acres are being preserved, meaning that
most wetland functions on the site will remain intact.

Cultural Resources

There are no known cultural resources associated with this project.

Economic Impact of Project

This project will provide numerous full time construction jobs, and will add to the St.
Tammany Parish tax base.
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
