1. No Creosote pilings or lumber will be used in the construction of the project.
2. Bulkhead will flow with the natural current to prevent restriction of water flow.
3. Material and equipment will be matted to prevent ground from being disturbed.
4. Minimize the disturbance of vegetation and roots especially along the river
bank to
prevent the possibility of erosion.
5. The bulk head will prevent further erosion of soil from the river bank that can
reduce the stability of trees and vegetation that are needed to preserve the
existing
river banks

From Baton Rouge take 112 East to Robert (Exit 47) Turn left on LA 445 to LA 22. Turn
right on LA 22, dire approx. 3/4 miles and turn left on LA445 south (Lee's Landing Rd).
Drive south till road ends at Lee's Landing public boat launch. From there travel by
boat down stream of Tangipahoa River approx. 8 miles. Project site will be on the left
East bank of river about 1/2 mile past the point where bedico creek connects with the
Tangipahoa river. location of the site is also on the mouth of the Little Shell Hole
Canal, which is about 1/2 mile from the mouth of Tangipahoa River.
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
